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Washington, February 5.—On motion of 
Mr. Sewell, the Senate passed the bill here­
tofore introduced by him. amending the 
sections of the Revised Statutes relating to 
the annual appropriations for the militia.

On motion of Mr. Harrison the morning 
business was laid aside and the Dakota 
bill taken up, on which Mr. Butler took the 
floor. Mr. Butler said that the Senator 
from Indiana (Harrison) hadeitherevaded 
or forgotton many of the facts bearing on 
the Dakota question. He (Butler) charged 
that the opposition to Dakota had first 
come, not from the Democratic side of the 
Senate, but from the Republican side, and 
quoted some remarks of a former Congress 
to sustain his position.

Mr. McMillan believed that Mr. Hale bad 
then stood alone. Mr. Butler did not care 
how that was. The Senators from Indiana 
and Illinois, he said, had referred to the 
vote polled in South Carolina and othe> 
Southern States, and compared these voles 

' with the vote of Dakota. Mr. Butler 
had to assume that that whs done 
for the purpose ot giving a sectional 
turn to debate an«» arraving popular pre­
judice agaii st the Southern people. The 
Southern states, Mr. Butl.*rconiiuu«*d, had 
been under a fire for a good many years. 
They had survived heavier artillery than 
that now turned against them, would sur­
vive this. Whatever might be said against 
South Carolina (and no doubt she had 
made mistakes in the past and would make 
mistakes in the future) never until the po­
litical friends of the Senators on the other 
side camped on the fair bosoin of that 
State ,had her officers been taintedjwith a 
blemish of corruption. It had never hap­
pened till then that her officials had been 
compelled to fly from herborders to escape 
the State’s Prison, and while this degrading, 
disgraceful and humiliating spoliation had 
been going on. not one word of protest had 
come from the honorable Senators on the 
other side, who now arraigned South Caro­
lina.

Mr. Logon said a tten tion  had been di­
rected to the Vote o' Sou 'h  I’aroliiia. be­
cause the S -aators fr> h S tilth Car »li-ia 
and Missouri <m mil d ied th a t D ik o ta iu  
1SS4 had polled 5 VO »0 v tvs. w die on the 
adoption -if tiicp- op. s* Constitution «inly 
31,000 votes h id  been polled.

Mr. B iker replied th a t  the 
explanation was th a t  o t tiie lost 
election in South Carolina, the political 
friends and allies of the S -outor from Illi­
nois were ii.duslriouslv neglecti-d. They had 
not been instruct«-1 or • veu approached by 
th a t Senator. He (Mr. Butler) believed 
th a t  all the peoole of South Carolina white 
ami colored, were satisfied with their S tate 
Government.

Logon commented on the reference of 
Mr. Butler to t lie 'lolling in their tents” oi 
officers wuile the soldiers were on the 
march. '‘That remark.” he said, “was 
not just to the gentlemeu on this side 
side of the chamber.”

Mr. Butler disclaimed halting intended its 
application to  any Senator.

Mr "Logan recognix-d equal merit in all. 
where there hod been faithful service. In 
conclusion, Mr. Logan repeated that what­
ever pretense may be mode as to the rea­
son for excluding Dakota, however, Sena­
tors may “haggle” over the words. The 
real reason was that it would have a 
Republican majority. Men may argue as 
they please, with flimsy pretexts, that this 
was the real s«»urce of difference, but the 
American people had a big sense of justice. 
They know that the elements for stateh«iod 
existed in Dakota; that it had the neces­
sary population and area, and all the 
condition of imlustry, energy and civiliza­
tion. Then why. he Hsked, should not this 
new State be placed in the cluster of the 
American Union that it may add its share 
to the light and glory of the Republic? Mr. 
Call opposed the committee’s hill. Thewill 
of the whole people of Dakota, he soi«!, 
bad not been ascertained on the question 
of division or on the proposed Constitu­
tion and they should have an opportunity 
ot voting on those questions before action 
of Congress was necessary.

Mr. Edmonds inquired whether Mr. 
Call, Mr. Butier and their associates would 
vote for t he bill if an amend ment were 
made to it, providing for the submission of 
the new Constitution to the people fortheir 
approval before it should go into opera­
tion or would they vote for a bill which 
would be submitted to the people of the 
whole Ter i'ory for them to say whether 
they wanted a division or not.

Mr. Cal! saw no necessity for such urgent 
haste. This m atter had t > be decided with 
a view to  the future as well as present.

Mr. Butler—Will the Senator from Ver­
mont bef ire bubmi I ting this bill to  the peo­
ple eliminate fro n it every thing th a t ha 
been done in tin- way f r , ie election of Sen­
ators, I ongiessniHii, etc.?

Mr. Edmunds—I wid not. After all these 
years of effort and application by these 
people the mal ter should now he disposed 
of. There was a  Constitution like the Con­
stitutions of the o ther S 'a tes  in respect to 
security of property, adininistration* of 
justice*equal levyi- gof taX'-s and every­
thing I fiat goes to  make up t lie best of mod­
ern Com,titutions.

D stipulates that 
all ot them sha't not Im* »««Ivocatt-n of pro- 
h Intmn legis' fon or of total abstinence, 
*nd that they shall serve without salary.

Their duties shall be to investigate the 
alcoholic liquor traffic, its relations to revs 
nue and taxation and its general economic, 
criminal, moral and scientific aspects in 
connection with pauperism, crimes, public 
health and the g<*i.eral welfare of the peo­
ple; to inquire and take testimony as to the 
pojitical results of license and prohibitory 
legislation for the prevention of intemper­
ance in the several States and to report 
the results of their investigations to the 
President, to be by him transmitted to Con­
gress. It appropriates $10,000 for the ex­
penses of the investigation.

The Speaker laid before the House a mes­
sage from the President transmitting a re­
sponse to the Secretary of the Interior to 
the House resolution calling for copies of 
any contract or lease between the Southern 
Pacific Railroad Company or any other land 
grant road, also copies of the charters of 
the Southern Pacific and of any contract 
between the Pacific Steamship Company 
any land grant company referred to.
• The House at 12:50 went into a com­

mittee of the whole on the State Calendar.
Th Committee remained in session until 

3:40 p. m., when it rose and reported va­
rious bills to the House, leaving the Fits 
John Porter bill standing at the head of 
the calendar.

On motion of Mr. Laird, of Nebraska, a 
resolution was adopted, making the' Fits 
John Porter bill a continuing special order 
from Thursday, the 11th iust., until Thurs­
day. the 18th inst., including a night ses­
sion on Tuesday.

NOTES FROM THE CAPITAL.

Preparing to Prosecute the  
Beil Telephone Case.

S P E C I A L  C O U N S E L

Employed by the Government—De­
ment Still Denying—Crooked 

Pension Claims.

W ashing to n , February 5.—Senor Ro­
mero, the Mexican Minister at Washing­
ton, has received from the Ooverunr 
of the State of Chihuahua, Mex­
ico. an official report of the unfortunate 
encounter which the Mexican forces had 
with the United Sta es troops commanded 
by Captain Crawford at the Mountains of 
Bavis, Chihuahua, on the 11th ult. It is 
stated in the report that the Mexican force 
commanded by Major Maurice Corre«lor, 
arrived on that day at a place called 
Tiopar in the -ierra of Bavin, where they 
knew that the Apache Indians had 
resorted under the leadership of Geroniino. 
The Mexicans fired on the United states 
troops in t he belief that they were hostil-s. 
In the fight which ensued Major Maurice 
Corredor, First Lieutenant Juan de la 
Cruz, and privates Marian Madid and Lu 
Estrado were killed and four «itl er Holdiers 
wounded that as soon as the Mexican 
troops found out that they were firing on 
United States soldiers they stopped firing 
and expressed to the latter their regret at 
the losses occasioned to both commanda. 
The report givea aa an excuae 
for the above mistake the difficulty of dis 
tinguishing renegade Indians from scouta, 
and says that while the latter generally 
behave theuin**lves wh *n in cainpand under 
view of their offb-ere, when they get out, 
under pretext of hunting or looking for 
hostile Indians or others, they sometimes 
couiniit great depredations on peaceful in­
habitants of the frontier, and cannot 
readily be distinguished from hostile Iu- 
dians.

It was reported from Mexico that the 
scouta killed and wounded on December 17 
a considerable number of cattle and horses 
belonging to Mexic ms, and that on Decem­
ber 23. while they were in ramp at a place 
distant about a mile from Guasabas. 
Sonora, seven scouts entered the village 
and committed great outrages and 
'he Mayor was forced to ask
for an armed force to bring them to 
order and one of the scouta was wounded, 
["lie same Indians killed two men who were 
leading mules loaded with goods which were 
stolen from the scouts. It is also reported 
that these Mexicans were attacked by the 
scouts on January 8, ou the road that 
leads from Nacosari to Cuinpas. The 
Mexicans succeeded in escaping, but their 
«loukeys, their cargo and pack saddles 
were captured.

T ucson, A. T.. February 4.—With refer­
ence to the recent killing of Captain Craw­
ford by Mexican troops, the Star says; It 
can be shown to the satisfaction of any 
Congressional committee that trade has 
been constantly kept up between the Mex­
icans and hostile Apaches while every ob­
stacle has been putin the path of the Amer­
ican commands sent into Mexico iu pursuit 
of renegades. Whenever possible the of­
ficers were arrested anrfthrowiiinto prison. 
Among these were Lieut. McDonald of the 
Fourth Cavulry, and Lieut. Elliott of the 
Tenth Cavalry. They were kept under 
guard until the approach of large forces of 
•American troops frightened the Mexicans 
into liberating them. From the most re­
liable information there is not the least 
doubt that the murder of Capt. Crawford 
was premeditated.

A MKXICAN EXPLANATION.

El P aso , Texas, February 4.—The re­
port of the commanding officer of the Mex­
icans who attacked Crawford’s command 
has been published in Eatado de Chihuahua, 
a newspaper, which reached here to-day. 
It states that on the 11th inst. the Mexi­
cans combatted with a good many tame 
and wild Indians, propably 200, led by 
foreign (United States) officers, and over 
20 soldiers. Four Mexicans are reported 
killed and four wounded. The report als«> 
states “they displayed not a sign of le­
gality, as was evinced as much by their 
strategy as by the animals which they 
had and which I hold to prove were 
stolen.” The report was dated from 
Dolores mining camp, January 20, and 
signed Santa Anna Perex. It is believed 
the animals relerred to in the report are 
tin me captured from the Indians, and 
which the latter had probably stolen.

TH* WAR DEPARTMENT TALKS.

Washington. February 4.—It is believed 
at the War Department that the killing of 
Capt. Crawford by Mexican troops was 
the result of accident, and that the Mexi­
cans fired on his command u der the 
iuipn-ssuin that they were hostiles. The 
statement that the United States had 
stock iu their possession at the tiine of the 
attack which had been stolen in the vicinity 
is expuii- ed by Lieut. Man’s report—that 
they had just captured it from the hostile 
Indians. It is explained that Capt. Craw­
ford was unable to show the identity of his 
comma mi at the outset of the firing by the 
Mexicans, because of his ignorance of the 
nat ure«»? the attack and the general demor­
alization which it caused.

W ashington, D. C., January 6.—The 
Senate Committee on Rules at i s  
meeting this morning ordered adverse re­
ports on the resolutions offered by Sena­
tor Platt requiring that executive nomina­
tions be considered in op-n session; by 
Senator Hoar, requiring a yea and nay 
vote to be taken on all motions to a«i joura 
over one day, and by Senator Morgan, pro­
viding for a daily recess from 2 to 2:30 p. m.

which they have reason to believe is due 
pensioners from the Government under the 
act of Congress of March IS), 183G which 
provides half-pay for five years to the wid­
ows of soldiers killed or who died of wounds 
subsequently to April 30. 1818. The Com­
missioner of Pensions in his report upon 
the subject to the House Committee on 
Invalid Pensions says: The act of March 
19, 1836, appears to be obsole’e,
as all beneficiaries are provided for by the 
more comprehensive act of July 4, 1636 
end its benefits cannot be extended to 
soldiers of thp late war or their heirs, as by 
the terms of Section 6 of said act its bene­
fits are limited to those who served in the 
Florida war of 1835. The Commissioner 
asks for the repeal of the act mentioned 
and says, “its retention in the statutes 
tends to create confusion and offers in­
ducements to claim agents and others to 
institute claims against the Government 
resulting in unnecessary labor and costs to 
the departments, even when it is shown as 
in this case, that all the benefits conferred 
by the act have been fully satisfied.”

Cleveland. February 6.—The transfer of 
the remains of the late President 
Jamees A. Garfield bas been
under consideration for some time, 
and this morning James R. Garfield, Lient. 
Edwarde, and the soldiers stationed at the 
Garfield Post, repaired to Lake View Cem- 
etr.v for this purpose. Beyond the under­
taker and the press representatives, no one 
else were present. The casket containing 
the remains of the dead rested in its usual 
position in the vault, and its shellac-stained 
sides presented a natural appearance. 
Withered flowers were there and evidences 
on every hand Bhowed that the illustrions 
dead was remembered by loving friends. 
The casket was not opened, but was 
quietly placed in the sarcophagus under 
the direction of the undertaker. The outer 
covering was then hermetically sealed, and 
the remains werelost to mortal view forever. 
The sarcophagus was then returned to the 
vault, where it will remain until the 
handsome monument which is to be 
erected in memory of the honored dead is 
completed. The sarcophagus is a work of 
art. It is of solid bronse metal, hand 
soroely ornamented, and weighs 45C 
pounds. The top is partially oval and 
massive handles run along the sides and 
end. The entire sarcopbague rests on four 
lion’s feet, one at each comer, indicating 
strength, and a handsome tablet of superior 
workmanship placed on top of the sarcop­
hagus. It is 6x15 inches, and lillies, oak 
leaves and acorns ornament the projections 
in th> center, whi le.lichen and other fiowe s 
are intertwined.givinga beautiful effect. The 
tablet was designed as symbolical of the 
dead President, showing bis 1« ve of home 
hy the lichens, his love of mankind by the 
caly can thus, his purity by the lily, and 
his'eourage by the oak. The cost of the 
sarcophagus was $20,000. The military 
guard about the vault will be continued 
uutil n xt June.

T H E  CIG AR  M A K ER S.

P r o sp e c t  o f  a R .tu r n  ot the M en  to  

W ork .

New You, February 6.—If the pro­
gressive cigar makers agree to the terms 
propos«d by the manufacturers and accept 
the schedule of wages based on the average 
price paid by all shops last .year, about 
4.000 people will he relieved from the suf­
fering which is beginning to he felt severely 
in many of the trades more or l« ss directly 
connecte«] with the cigar making industry. 
The strike has produced a stagnation and 
consequent discharge of work people who, 
not being members of the Cigar Makers’ 
uui< ns, are not entitled to relief from these 
bodies. The box makers, label printers, 
«*tc., are out of work in consequence of the 
strike and d«» not know where to turn for 
relief. The Central Labor 'Union has too 
many demands upon its treasury at pres­
ent to put those people on its rolls, and 
much suffering results. It is doubtful if 
the International Union, which bitterty de­
nounces the conferences between the pro­
gressive members and the manufacturers, 
will be able to hold out long after their 
rivals return to work, for theydonot want 
the members of the Progressive Union to 
get employment in the shops where the In­
ternational has heretofore controlled. 
About 500 cigarmakers including women, 
have left for San Francisco since the strike 
began, and they are expected to contribute 
to the support of their suffering comrades 
in this city, when they get there. It will be 
some time, however, before the heavy ex­
pense of the trip can be paid out of the 
earnings on the Pacific CoaBt and a surplus 
sent to New York.

It is rumored that the spirit mo 
nopoly bill will be withdrawn from the 
Reichstag, the Government being unable to 
face the universal opposition to the meas' 
ure. Over 400 petitions have been pre­
sented against the bill.

At 12:48 o'clock this morning the mam­
moth barn of. Joseph H. Seville's Brook- 
bank Dairy was discovered to be on fire, 
and in a few moments nothing remained of 
it except a blackened and charred mass of 
rnins. Last night about 8 o’clock the gang 
of men employed about the place had fin­
ished their day’s labor, and one of them, in 
conformity with the orders of Mr. Saville, 
made a round of the entire premises, lock­
ing all of the doors of the barn, and after 
seeing that everything was in proper con­
dition for the night, the most of the men 
came up town for the evening, a portion of 
them, however, going to bed. About 12:30 
o’clock those who were in town went down 
to the barn and also went to their beds in 
the two story log house situated about 
seventy-feet from the barn and between it 
and Montana street. They had not yet 
gone to sleep when one of the drivers heard 
the dog bark, and asked if the animal was 
not locked up in the stable. Being told 
that he was not, he went to the «vindow 
and could distinctly hear the roar of the fire close at hand. He immediately gave 
the alarm and all of the nine inen on the 
premises rushed for the stable to save the 
cows, stalled inside of it.

THE BURNED BUILDING.

The barn was perhaps the largest of its 
kind in the Territory, being in the neigh­
borhood of 100x200 feet in size and three 
stories high, and cost something over 
$8,000, The ground floor, or more prop­
erly a basement, contained stalls for about 
140 animals, while the second floor had 
stable room for about seventy more, in 
addition to the grain rooms, harness room, 
wash room, and other necessary apart­
ments. The third floor was an immense 
loft, and at the time of the fire contained 
about forty tons of hay. It was in this 
that the fire originated. Tne man who 
locked up the stable was about the first 
one upon the scene, and says that notwith­
standing the fact that he had carefully and 
securely locked up the premises at 8 
o’clock, when he ran down from his room 
all of the doors, both on the second and 
third floors were not only unlocked, but 
wee standing wide open, showing conclus­
ively that the conflagration was the work 
of an incendiary.

A HORRIBLE SIGHT.
The fire spread with wonderful rapidity, 

having starte«l in the northwest corner of 
the third story in the hay. and when the 
men reached the barn the upper floor was 
already falling through and the blazing 
ha\ and boards rendered it impossible for 
them to save more than three or four of 
the animals on that flat. They rushed to 
the basement and released all of the stock 
down there, including two fine bulls and 
about 140 head of cows. The bellowing 
and moans of the burning cows upon the 
second floor was simply terrible, and t liera 
tied in their stalls sixty-seven milch cows 
perished. The horses, seven in number, 
were also being looked after by some of the 
men, and all were saved except one, which 
also perished. The men worked nobly, but 
there was no water to do anything with, 
and in a few minutes nothing was left but 
the ruins. In one wing of the building all 
of ihe harness, saddles, etc., belonging to 
the ranch was stored, and these, too, were 
destroyed, as well as the hay in the loft.

LOSSES AND INSURANCE.

Mr. Saville was seen after the building 
was reduced to an unrecognizable mass of 
coals, and, although he could not exactly 
estimate his loss, he approximates it as 
follows:

THE BROOKBANK DAIRY.
Joseph H. Saville started into the dairy 

business in Butte about five years ago 
with a very small number of cows and a 
limited capital, and by hard work and 
careful, honest management, had increased 
his stock of cows and attendant property 
until he had the largest and most com­
plete business of the kind in Montana, and 
he has made hosts of friends, who grea tly 
sympathize with him in his misfortune. 
The proprietor will at once rebuild upon the 
same site, and another lot of cows will be 
sent for immediately. In a short time 
the track of the fire will be obliterated, and 
Mr. Saville will again be able to supply all 
of his customers, and although the blow 
falls very heavily upon him, he will pitch 
right in and work himself up to his old 
business basis in a short time.

AROUND THE FLAMES.

When the alarm was sounded there was 
a general rush in the direction of the tire, 
and in a few minutes fully 1,000 persons 
hurried down both Main and Montana 
streets to the burning building.

The firemen quickly responded to the 
alarm, and although the fire was out of the 
reach of their hose, they showed their wil­
lingness and promptness in answering the 
tap of the bell.

As soon as the animals were freed from 
their quarters, the two fine Durham bulls 
belonging to the establishment, rendered 
frantic by the action of the fia mes, rushed 
out into the street, and engaged in an ani­
mated fight, lasting until the building had 
burned down and darknes was fast ap­
proaching again.

The boarding house, near the barn, was 
saved from destruction by the effective 
handling of water buckets and their con­
tents by many willing hands.

The wagons, sleighs, buggy and cutter 
were all saved from the sheds adjoining the 
barn.

The Comique.

W ra n g lin g  O ver C able R ates.

N ew  Y o rk , February 5.—At the annual 
meeting of the shareholders of the Anglo- 
American Cable Company to-day, it was 
reported that the receipts for 1885 had 
been reduced £83,926 pounds by the cutting 
of rates and the comp -tition of the Mackay- 
Bennett Company. The Chairman of the 
Anglo American Company predicted that 
there would soon be an increase in thecable 
tariff. Re declared that if the Mackay- 
Bennett people declined to be influenced by 
the reasons in favor of higher tolls, a war 
in ratss would be inevitable.

Visited by a Mob—Inmates and Their 
Property Driven to Ocean Dock- 

Government Aid Invoked.

P ortland, Oregon, February 7.—The 
Oregonian’a Seattle’s special says : At last 
the long drawn out anti Chinese agitation 
has reached a culminating point so far as 
Seattle is concerned. It was thought by 
many when the United States troops were 
withdrawn from here that the agitation 
was dead, and as weeks went by without 
the commission of any overt act this 
opinion was strengthened. Asevents show, 
however, the feeling was not even dormant, 
and the agitators have been quietly laying 
plans all the while. An effort was made 
to put these plans into execution to-day. 
though with what success cannot yet be 
said. An anti-Chinese meeting was held 
last night at which a committee was ap­
pointed for the ostensible purpose of visit­
ing Chinatown and ascertaining whether 
the city sanitary regulations were being 
properly observed by the Chinamen. This 
committee commenced its woik at 7 o’clock 
this morning and headed by Acting Chief 
of Police Murphy and accompanied by an 
enormous crowd which had apparenly 
come together by previous under­
standings it proceeded to Chinatown. 
The mode of procedure was sim­
ple. The committee would approach 
a Chinaman’s house and knocked at the 
door; when the occupants appeared they 
asked questions c«»ncerning cubic air and 
other city ordinances, and while the con­
versation was in progress a crowd would 
enter the house and begin packing the con­
tents upon a wagon, which would appear 
at that juncture. It was useless for the 
Chinamen to resist, and they generally ac- 
acquisced with as good grace as possible. 
When the movable goods were loaded in 
the wagon they were also placed on board 
and driven to the ocean dock, where the 
steamer “Queen of the Pacific,” was lying 
ready to sail for San Francisco. Not the 
slightest warning of this movement had 
been given, and the authorites were totally 
unprepared for it. The police force gen­
erally sided with the crowd, and made no 
effort t«> stop the work of removal. Sheriff 
McGraw was soon on the scene and com­
manded the mob to disperse, but they paid 
no attention to him. When he would col­
lect a few citizens and attempt to interfere, 
the crowd would cease operations at that 
point, but carry it on without cessation in 
other quarters. This continued for several 
hours, «Sheriff McGraw, Judge Green 
and Mayor Gesler making such ef­
forts as they could in behalf 
of law, but without avail. About 10 
o’clock Governnor Squire, who is in the 
city issuedPthe following proclamation:
“ To the People of Washington Territory:

Whereas, It is represented to me by the 
Mayor of tiie city of Seattle as follows: 
‘Hon. W. C. Squire, Sir: The Chinese resi­
dents of this city of Seattle are being un­
lawfully removed from this city by a inob 
unlawfully gathered together, the authority 
of the city is not sufficient to keeD the peace 
or preserve order, I appeal to you for aid 
and assietance.

H enry L. Yester, Mayor.’
Now, therefore, I. Watson C. Squire, 

Governor of Washington Territory, do 
hereby publish this tny proclamation, 
warning all persons to desist from such 
breach of the peace and that peaceably 
disposed persons shall retire to their 
disposed to assist thë“''$fl$t-n/18 
the duly constituted civil authorities in 
maintaining law and order, and I request 
all persons who are disposed to assist in 
maintaining order to enrtdl themselves un­
der the Sheriff immediately for that pur­
pose. Furthermore I order the military of 
the city to immediately place themselves 
under arms, and that the comtnading of­
ficers of each company report forthwith to 
the Sheriff of King county for the purpose 
of rendering him military assistance if need 
be in »naintaining the law.

Done at Seattle this seventh day of Feb­
ruary, 1886. (Signed)

Watson C. Squire, Governor.
When this was read to the crowd it. was 

received with howls of defiance and it had 
absolutely no pacifying effect. An .att empt 
was then made to ring the fire bells but 
they were soon silenced. The two local 
companies of militia and three companies 
of home guards organized at the time the 
United States troops were withdrawn, 
however, responded as quickly as possible, 
and by the time they were ready for action 
there seemed nothing for them to do. 
About 4l)0 Chinamen were huddled to­
gether in a warehouse on the ocean «lock 
and an immense crowd prevented them 
from returning to their homes, indeed a 
majority of them showed much inclination 
to remain as they were thoroughly cowed 
and eager to get away. The officers of the 
steamship, however, refused to receive the 
Chinamen without tickets. They prepared 
hot water hose and took every precaution 
to defend the vessel from any attempt to 
force the Chinamen on board. Iu this di­
lemma a collection was raised and enough 
subscribed to pay the passage «»f about 
100. These «vere received on board, 
each one expressing a desire to go, 
and declining the offtrs of the officials 
to pr«»tect them from violence if they 
remained. The steamer should have 
sailed at 1 p. m., but was detained in the 
hope that some arrangement ivould be 
made for the passage of the remaining 
Chinamen, who were huddled on the dock 
unable to return to their homes and per­
fectly willing to g«j. About 5 p. in, th«! 
militia inarched down to Chinatown and 
took possession. It was thoroughly de­
serted, except by a few merchants, «vho 
had been allowed to remain temporarily. 
At 6 p. m, a writ of habeas corpus was 
issue«), charging that the Chinamen were 
illegally restrained of their liberty on 
board the steamer. The writ was made 
returnable at Ï0 this evening, and in the 
meantime the steamer was enjoin«*d from 
sailing. The situation at this hour (9 p.m.) 
is uncertain. A dismal rain is hilling and 
the mob has largely dispersed. The 
Chinamen who are not on board the 
steamer are huddled together on the 
ocean «lock; two companies of militia and 
the Home Guards are' patrolling the 
streets. The Oregon Improvement Com­
pany also has eighty men guarding the 
docks and warelumses.
The authorities are determined that no 
Chinamen will leave unwillingly. Every 
effort will be made to avoid bloodshed, 
but the utmost determination is expressed 
on this point. G«»v. Squires, in uddition 
to issuing his proclamation, has sent the 
following telegram to the Secretary of War, 
Secretary of Interior, and Gen. Gibbon, 
commanding Department of Columbia:

“ S eattle, W. T., Februarv 7. An im­
mense mob are forciug the Chinese to leave 
Seattle. The civil authorities are arming a 
posse comitatus to protect them and a 
serious conflict is probable. I respectfully 
request that United States troops be im­
mediately sent to Seattle. The troops at 
Fort Townsend can arrive soonest and 
probably will be sufficient, have issued 
a proclamation.

- Watson C. Squires, Governor.”
The troops at Port Townsend and Van­

couver are ready to move, and are only 
awaiting orders from Washington. Much 
surprise is expressed that the movement 
was arranged so quietly. The city is full 
of strangers, and it is hard to tell whence 
they come. It is believed by many that 
the plaDS were made in Tacoma, as many 
of the prominent agitators from that place 
as well as reporters of both the Tacoma 
papers arrived here yesterday. Mayor 
Weisbach, of Tacoma, is also here, and it is 
freely asserted that he is engineering the 
movement.

Gen. Gibbon has answered Gov. Squire 
that he could not send troops - without di­
rect orders from the President. These 
have not been received.

The report that the Knights of Labor 
headed the mob to expel the Chinese seems 
to have no foundation. While members of 
that organisation were in the mob, th« re 
is no evidence whatever that the Knights 
aa aft organisation counselled the meaeure.

Salt  L a k e , February 7 .—T h is morning 
raids were made by Deputy Marshal's on 
the residence of George Q. Cannon, one of 
the leading Mormons, and ex-Delegate to 
Congress. His supposed latest polygamous 
wife who dodged service heretofore, and 
other witnesses were subpeenied to appear 
before the grand jury. United States Dis­
trict Attorney Dickson oilers a reward of 
$500 for the capture of Cannon.

The Territorial Supreme Court has sus­
tained on appeal the conviction of Apostle 
Lorenzo Snow in the First District Court, 
for unlawful co-habitation. The Court re­
cites that Snow iu Nauvoo illegally 
first married two women at one 
time, the ceremony being null and 
void, he then married successively 
seven other women, all of whom he sup­
ports and holds out to the world as his 
wives. This wa« shown by the testimony, 
while at the sam«' tim** he dwells regularly 
with one Minnie, his latest polygamous 
wife, who has a th ree  months old baby. 
The court says th is  is one of 1 lie most fla­
grant cases of polygamy in the Territory, 
and no error whs m ade in convicting the 
Apostle.

The court, also sustains the convictiou of 
Erigham Hampton of a conspiracy to 
establish houses of ill-fame, and lure 
thither Gentiles and watch their opera­
tions. It says “a wicked and disgraceful 
conspiracy bad been disclosed and must be 
condemned by all.”

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

One of Mollie di Murska’s Boarders 
Plucked from the Verge.

About 1 o’clock this morning it became 
an open secret that in the bagnio of Mol­
lie di Murska, on Wyoming street, a woman 
was hovering on the verge of the great be­
yond, and that her condition was attrib­
utable to laudanum administered by her 
own hand with suiedial intent. Applica­
tion for admission to the bouse was 
sternly refused, however, and reporters, 
policemen and other curious persons who 
desired to obtain some details of the affair 
were compelled to depend upon indirect 
hearsay for their information. The front 
door of the maison was guarded by no 
less formidable a personage than the Di 
Murska hersell, and the diecourteous 
hauteur with which she treated all appli­
cants for ad mission was extremely crush­
ing. But the Miner is gratified to inform 
its numerous readers that despite the Di 
Murska’s efforts it continues tc print all 
the news and is enabled t<» present a full, 
true and particular account of the at­
tempted suicide. .

The woman who desired to depart via 
the laudanum express Bails under the[cogno- 
men of Irene Denny. She is fat, fair and 
forty, and when she arrived here, a short 
time since, announced to her sisters in 
shame that she was the wife and bore 
the name of a base-ballist of some noto­
riety in the city by the western sea. She 
was not long in Butte, however, until she 
found herself violently smitten by the 
charms of the male person who handles the 
ribbons of the Di Murska equipage. She 
showered affection upon him, but as he 
was a married man he failed to 
reciprocate in kind. Then she
became despondent, and finally concluded 
that life w»thout the coachman was not 
worth living. Last night she swallowed a 
carload of laudanum, retired to her apart­
ment, lay down on her bed and awaited 
the grim monster. One of the
frail inmates df the house—a  girl
named Lillie—ventured in the room and 
found Irene in a seemingly comatose con­
dition, and the atmosphere laden with the 
fumes of laudanum. Lillie screamed and 
rushe«) from the room, and when she re­
turned with assistance, a moment 'ater, 
f o u n d  the bed vacant, the window op«** 
on  ̂ttW. laudanum-loaded Irene uieaufl®ruj$ 
With some difHculty~tli'e' semi-crazed wo­
man was returned to her couch, and the 
work of counteracting the effect of the 
deadly drug commenced. The usual reme­
dies—including castigation with a de­
tached door-panel—were presorted to, 
and continued until the patient was pro­
nounced beyond all danger oi immediate 
dissolution. As the Miner goes to press 
Irene is resting easily.
