Lust night 
the  lull com pany appeared before one of 
the  largest audiences th a t  ever assembled 
in the Uenshaw. And c im bating  among 
the  throng, as cool anil collected as if n o th ­
ing had occurred to  d istu rb  their equa­
nim ity, were Alessrs.

I t  is only under circum­
stances like these which befell the gentle­
men named that, the irrepressible pluck and 
“git-lip’ of the  average theatrical person 
is afforded an opportun ity  to  shi .e.

W. P a t te n  
say s  “ th a t  the  Salvage Corps m ay be a  fine 
in s titu tio n , b u t t h a t  a t  th e  la s t  tw o fires 
com panies wlucb he repres*iits have h is t 
th rough  th e  C orps keeping th e  goods o u t in 
th e  w eather."

The la t te r  p a r t  of th is  charge is a b so ­
lu te ly  and  unqualifiedly false. The S a l­
vage C«»rps is o rg an iz 'd  by City O rdin ­
ance 58, which au th o rizes  and  m akes i t  
th e  d u ty  of the  Corps to  ta k e  charge of all 
p ro p erty  tak en  from  burning buildings o r 
from  a  building by them  deemed in danger 
by burning. Since th e  Corps have been 
organized they have tak en  in to  th e ir  im ­
m ediate  care  and  custody  such p ro p erty , 
and  keep th e  sam e in safety  only  un til it  
can be ascerta ined  who is th e  real ow ner. Mr. 
P a tte n  m akes claim  to  the  right to  tak e  
charge of such p ro p e rty  himself, an d  h is 
frequently  s ta te d  th a t  he does n o t recog­
nise tn e  a u th o r ity  o i th e  Salvage C orps. 
T he Corps a re  <»ul,y anx io u s  to  jiro tec t 
p ro p e rty  and  h av ea lw ay s  tu rned  th e  p ro p ­
e rty  over to  the  p a rtie s  en titled  to  its  pos­
session. T here a re  am ong the  m ost active 
m em bers of th e  Corns som e of th e  m ost 
s u b s ta n tia l  business men in th is  c ity . Mr. 
P a t te n  is n o t known to  the  Corps a s  being 
personally  r  sponsible for any th in g , «tther 
insurance agents su b m it to  the  F ire  De­
p a r tm e n t regu lations, and  Mr. P a tte n  cer­
ta in ly  m ust do  the  sam e. All tlie  m em bers 
«»f th e  Fire D ep artm en t a sk  is th a t  th '-ir

When ?te m was Introduced the firm still 
cluug to their sailing v es «els until 1868, 
when they built their first steamship, 
the Manhattan, which coot $400 000. This 
was followed by a  fleet of seven vessels, 
bearing the names of states In 1850 Mr. 
Guion took charge of the Liverpool branch 
of the firm. He became a British suject, and 
ao popular that he was offered the mayoralty 
or a  seat in parliament, both of which he de­
cline t. He was a  bachelor, an i noted for 
his charity, particularly to seedy Ameri­
cans, none of whom, if worthy, he evar 
turaad away. He died comparatively poor.
