«ition of opposition to that corrupt scheme.
But he stood as immovable as a rock of
adamant.
. The bank was killed and Jackson was
triumphant. His impetuosity and temper,
rowever, displayed through that critical
period, and upon other occasions, drove
from him and antagonized quite a number of
his own political friends in the Senate, and
these with the Whigs, whose animosity
knew no bounds, formed a working major-
ity in that body. If the House had not
been largely Democratic an attempt would
have been made to impeach and remove
Jackson from office. Asit was the Senatchad
to content itself with the passage of a reso-
lution of censure, which required unremit-
ting efforts for years on the parts of the
Democrats to expunge from the journal.

Andrew Johnson's ungovernahle temper
well nigh cost him his high officc. He occu-
pied a different porition towards the domi-
nant party fiom that held by “Old Hick-
ory.” KElected Vice President by the Re-
oublicans, he became President by reason
of the assassination of Mr. Lincoln. The
'atter had, in his life time, given expression

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York Mail and Express lcads. Ina re-
ent editorial upon: Mormon lawllg-
ness, itsays: Reports from Salt; Lake
City indicate thaf the state of Mormen
opinion with regsed certain laws ‘of
the United States1s that it isa virtue to

disobey them. THS attitude of a good
{ citizen toward the law—that will obey it
because it is the law, and not because Le
likes it—finds no fayor; and it i mani-
festly impossible for the Eame man to he
a good citizenand a good Mormcn. - Ev--
dently the majority choose to be good
Mormons and reject the laws of the
United States asa thing not binding upon
them where it conflicts with the author-
ity of their church. This preference of
the ceclesiastical anthority is what might
be looked for in a community very
largely made up -of persons tutally sub-
ordinate to church domination, and
where that independence of opinion in
virtue of which a man has the moral
courage to do unpopular things because
they arc just scarcely exists. But we
have already had some experience of re-
sistance of the law in the name of local
right and even in the name of spiritual
authority. Nullification doctrines are the
same to the American people, whether
they relate to the tariff or to polygamy;
and the pretended “higher law’’ of spir-
itual truth, when put forth in the name
of such bestiality as Mormonism, is more
hideous than it can be in any other shapo.
Morman leaders are too wise to venture
their small resources in actual revolt
against the Government authority, but
between revolt and loyal acceptance of
the law as binding upon them there isa
wide sphére of doubtful adhesicn, and
they cvidently intend to fill that sphere
with all the forms of practical and moral
lawlessness that can be put in operation
without involvingcivil war. They ought
to understand they arc sewing the sceds
of the whirlwind. Polygamy, long ago
denounced as with slavery ‘‘the iwin
brother of barbarism,”” must ncessarily
follow the other twin. = Hithertotbe na-
tion has been patient and easy with it,
but there i8 no difiercnce of opinion
about it in the minds of any party or of
any portion of our people. Slavery per-
ished first because it was more violent
and assailed the stability of the nation.
Polygamy has never presented itself to
the miads of the people in any actively
dangerous form, and hence has never
hecome a “very vital issue in either
morals or politics. But when 2 stage is
reached where the younger generation
i8 trained in a spirit of enmity toward
the law, the time is near when the
people will have to determine whether
the law or Mormonism shall prevail.
Mormon lawlessness as now observed
tends to precipitate that issue.

‘Wrar the House Committee on Naval
Affairs has decided upon in the matter
of 1ncreasing the naval establishment is
the result of much careful work, after
hearing the views of the best of our
naval authorities. There ismuch that is
practical in the work of the committee,
and their plans, though not comprehen-
sive, furnish a very good foundation for
a competent navy.

The committec would have two sea-
going armored vessels of 6,000 tons dis-
placement and a speed of sixteen knots,
to cost $2,500,000 each; three protected
double-hotttomed cruisers of hetween
3,500 and 5,00 tons, to cost $750,000
each; five first-class torpedo hoats, to
cost-§400,000 on th : aggregate, and one
torpedo cruiser of 800 tons, to cost $300,-
000. All of these vessels are to be huilt
on  tha “rr=avad plans  cod
thoroughly equipped for the service for
which they were intended. There arc
also he he completed the double-turreted
menitors ‘I'uritan,’” ‘Amphitrite,” ‘Mon-
danock’ and ‘Terror’ at a cost of between
$2,900,000 and $3,000,000. Admiral Porter
spoke before the committee most highly
of those monitors and what could bhe
done with them. The fact is, they
ought to have been completed long ago
and would have been had it not been for
the peculiar manner in which the Navy
Department had long heen conducted.

The spirit of protection pervades the
committoe’'s report. The vessels are to
be constructed of steel of domestic man-
ufacture, and the hoilers, engines, and
machinery are alto of domestic manu-
facturo, urless the Secretary shall be un-
able to obtain them at fair prices in this
country. The committes’s bill also pro-
vides that $1,000,000 shall be appropri-
ated toward the armament of ibe vessels
authorized by the act of March 3, 1885—
$125,000 for the manulacture and pur-
chase of torpedoes of domestic make,
and $250,000 to imnprove the plant of such
navy-yard or yards asthe Secretary of
the Nuvy may select for the munufac-
ture of steel guns, armor plates, and
other necessary materials.

It begins to look at last as though the
work of naval reconstruction was about
to be entered upon in earnest.

A BIiLL hasbecn introduced in the Sen-
ate doubling the postage on fourth-class
matter. ‘this a direct blow at the
‘““parcel post” system, which is now
doing such good service in almost all
civilized nations, and, in fact, has be-
come by usage to be littlo less than a
public necessity. As the postal service
was not instituted for money-making
purposes, but with a view chiefly to
utility, and as it is pretty sure to become
self-supporting again at present rates
before very long, there is no good reason
for lessening its value in the way pro-
posed. Transactions between city mer-
chants and their out-of-town customers
involving the sending of samples, mer-
chandise, etc., in small packages by
mai!, have become very extensive and
are to the mutual advantage of the parties
concerned. Doubling the rates would
put an end to much of this and would
save the Government nothing to speak
of. It might do the express companics
some good, hut the strength of such an
argument as that will not meet the
popular indorsement.

Tue delegate appointed by the
French Government to visit Panama and
inspect the canal is onits way home, It
is reported that his views will put an
end to any autl.orization by the State of
methods for the further raising of funds
to carry on the scheme. His mind ap-
pears to be so firmly made up on the
matter that he did vot wait for the ar-

pose of consulting with them. It must
be confessed that indications of late as
to the prospects of the Canal Company
have been growing increasingly dark, but
it will cost us nothing to suspend judg-
ment a little while longer so as to give
the last batch of examiners a chance to
be heard, especially as it is rumored
that our representative, Mr. Bigelow, is
favorably impressed with the condition
of things.

This
great loss. involving about $1 ,000,000, fell
upon him with crushing effect and un-
questionably aggravated his disease.

Mr. Chaffee was a man of strong char-
acter, of stronglikesand dislikes.

He has left the
lmpress of his personality upon our
statute books.
