THREE ROUNDS.

In this round Dempsey came up a trifle
fresher than the Marine and began to force
the fighting.

Blood flowed freely from t:e Marine, who,
nevertheless, fought back gamely and
wickedly with both hands, punishing
Demprey more than he was ever punished
before in his career in the ring. Time was

WARRING WAGE-WORKERS.

No More Assemblies to Be
Organized in Ilinois.

THE =STRIKERS WIN

Their Points in the Cineinnati Street
Car Lock Out—In the
Coal Regions.

CricAGo, March 14.—The State Executive
Board of the Knights of Labor to-day
issned an order that no more Assemblies
shall be organized in this State during the
next forty days. “Our reason for issuing
this order,” said Robert Bennett, State
Master Workman, ‘‘in that the order is
growing too fast, and we are afraid the
people may be induced to join it without
fully understanding our objects. We want
only intelligent men, and we cannot have
any imore orders and succeed in the work
we want to accomplish outside of Chieago.
We are building up unusnally intelligent
Assemblies, and we draw our membership
from all ranks of farmers, merchants and
professional men. During the forty days
we will explain our objects thoroughly, and
will then be ready for organizing work
again.”

COMING TO TEUMS.

_The State Exccutive Committee of the
Kuoigh's of Labor to-day held a conference
with Mr. McFarland and C. M. Henderson,
representing M. D, Wells & Co. and C. M.
1lenderson & Co., the last two remaining
firms in Chiacgo being boyeotted for refus-
ing to dispense with convicl Iabor in the
manufactare of boots »nd shoes. After a
short talk the following document was
drawn up and sigaed:

_““The disagreewent existing befween the
Knizhts of Labor of linois and  the firm
of M. D. Wells & Co., concerning the em-
ployment of convicts in the Wisconsin
State Pris.n for themanulacture of boots
and shoes, is, by this agreement, satisfac-
torily  settled. Both  parties  agree
that convict  epntract  labor should
not come in conflict  with free
labor, and that the interest of the
public is better served by its discontinu-
ance.  Such being the sentiments of M. D,
Well & Co., they voluntarily agree that
they will not, directly or indirectly, renew
their existing contract for convict laborers.
They also agree that they will cancel their
contract for conviet labor with the State
of Wisconsin as soou as the State of Wis-
consia will relieve them from the said eon-
tract. M. D. Wells & Co. further agree that
they will not knowingly bay boots and
shoes of any manufuctarers using conviet
Libor,- the present contract aceepted, M.
D, Wells & Co. further agree that no one

WASHINGTON GOSSIP.
e
Discussing the Wool Question---Railroad
Telegraph Contest.
e

WasuHiNGToN, March 14.—The Ways and
Means Commmittee yesterday morning
was devoted to the hearing of gentlemen
interested in the wool industry. John T.
Clark, the wool grower and flock-master of
Pennsylvania, was the first speaker. After
giving a history of the growth of the wool
industry in his section of the country, he
reviewed the condition of this industry
under the varions tariff acta. Under the
act of 1867, the growers had fair, living
profits. The act of 1883 had injured the
industry, and in 1884 and 1885, sheep
worth $2 or $3 each, were sold at any
price 10, 25 or 50 cents, and many farmers
abandoned wool growing. The -domestic
grower could not grow wool in competition
with the Epglish growers on Australian
lands. If the indus'ry was broken down
at. home speculators would control the
market and consumers would have to pay
more for their clothes. The growers did
not ask for a prohibitory tariff, but, recog-
nizing that the act of 1884 was a step
backward and they asked the restoration
of the rates of 1867.

Mr. Reed protested against a tarifi agita-
tion by a revision of the tarifi as a dis-
turbance of business A postponement
waus needed for a recovery from the great
industrial depres<ion. The passage of the
bill would, he said, inflict & blow upon the
manufwcturers which would inevitably re-
coil u,oa the interes!s of domestic work
and prodoction in the destruction of its
home market.

FULL BOUNTY.

Second Comptroller Maynard has settled
an important question arising from the
act of April 22, 1872, which direels that

every volunterr sold’er who enlisted for
three years prior to July 22, 1861, under

the President’s proclamation of May 3,
L1861, and the orders of the War Depurt-
ment issued in pursaance thereof, and was
actually mustered into service for three
years before August 6, 1861, and who was
honorably discharged, shall be puaid his full
hounty of $100, unless already paid. The
Second Comptroller holds thatsaid hounty
is payable to the heir of every deceas d
suldier who if living would be entitled
thereto, wiwether he died bhefore or after the
passage of the act.

RAILROAD

The Post says: Mr. Thomas A. Edisoa
has filed his application fora patent for
his invention of telegraphing from a moving
train. Last October Lueius J. 1 helps, of
New York, obtained quietiy from’ the
Patent Office, and without any newspaper
noteriety, a patent for telegraphing froma
train by induction. His method is not
quite the same as Mr. Edison’s, for the
latter telegraphs from the roof of the car
toa wire upon a pole, while Mre. Phelps
proposes Lo lay a wire along tbe track be-
tween the rails and ielegraph from the
hottom of the car.

The Causes Which Led te
Their Present Discontent.

— e
SOME INTERVIEWS,
REE L=y
A Btrong Probability That the Much-
Mocted Consolidation Cannot
Be Effected.

For gsome time past the conclusion has
been thrustingitseli upou the mind of those
citizens of Butte who take an intereatin
matters municipal that a change of some
kind in the city's system of fighting fires is
inevitable, and recent deve opments have
awakened the most obtuse to a realization
that the occurrence of such a change is not
ouly inevitable, but cannot be postponed
much jJonger. While the firemen of Butte
are ag ready as they ever were to respond
to the'cdll of duty, and stand shoulder to
shoulder in defense of life and property
threwstencd with destriction by the flames,
there does notexist among them that unity
and ghod fellowship which the importance
of their official position demands and
which the people desire to see. The causes
of this ill-feeling are several and varied, and
in order to convey them intelligently to
THE MINER'S readers it is necessary to ex-
plain the system upon which the Fire

Departinent of Butte is established.
RIVAL ORGANIZATIONS.
Butie’s Fire Department consists of

two distinet organizations—the **Brigade”
and the “Department.” Both are volun-
tions, and the membership

ach contains the names of some of
our beducitizens,

The brigade was organized and incor-
porated under the laws of Montana in
1876, [t cousists of three hose companies,
all “under control of the Foreman of
Brigade, who is elected by the members.
The ¢rganization assumes to be self-sup-
porting. and owns all the apparatus within
its control. The City, however, provides
it with hose houses, light and fuel. Its
carts are hand machines, therefore no
stabling is required.

The Fire Department was organized in

April, 1852, as the official department of
the city. The City provided it with appar
atus, and its Chief is appointed by the
Mayor and confirmed by the City Council.
It is supported by a special tax levied for
the purp se, and is entirely controlled by
the City Government. The Fire Depart
ment i composed of two hose companies,
one hook and ladder company and a sal-
vage eorps.
Between the Brigade and the Department
a rivalry has always existed, but so long
as it was of afriendly natureand prompted
the inen to deeds of valor and attempts
to oustrip each other in speed, the pecpls
encguragd rather than censured it. Of
Iateg however, this rivalry has grown so in-
tengeas 1o assume aserious aspect —indeed,
it has almest merged into open hostility.
The Departaent dors not conceal the faet
that it has no love for t he Brigade, and the
Brigade lhses no opportunity todisplay its
contempt forthe Depart ment, TheCity Gov-
croment hasattemptedto act asarbitrator
Letween the belliverents, butl thus far has
failed to appease the wrath of either or
hotis.

A BPECIMEN “sran’’
At last Wednesday night’s meeting of
the City Council, committees from hoth the
Depaitment and the Brigade were present.
The gentiemen representing the former or-

assistance the Council could render in per-
fecting the scheme, ond then the delegate
from the Brigade arose and addressed the
Aldermen. He imparted the information
that the corps of lire-fighters, of which he
was a member was sadly in need of rubber
coats, and the information was accompa-
nied by a raquest that the Council allow a

bill for the garments. Then bezan a
disensgion among the Aldermen, which
wia, to say the least, ani-

mated. The debate developed thefact that
there existed among the members of the
Department and not o few taxpayers a de-
termined opposition to having the Brigade
receive any emoluments orassistance what-
ever from the eity, and thatif the billin
question was aliowed there was danger of
the Department dishanding tis=li. Finally
the bill was referred to the IM nance Com-
mittee. and a committee of three aldermen
appointed to confer with the firemen
attempt to settle the existing ditHeultios.
AN ALDERMANIC OPINION.

It was for the purpose of obtaining in-
telligent opinion on the snbject that a
Minerrepresentative yesterday interviewed

—which at best is not a veryenviable one,”

port and encovragement.  Asan org niza-
tion of good citizens united for a noble pur-
pose, the Brigade compels our respect o nd
<ym athy as individuals and as a body of
the people’s ehosen represeniatives, bui
more that that we eannot give them  with-
out incurrine the eensure of the Depart-
ment. Now, the mem: of the Brigade
will think that they are «d unfairly if
we refuse to aliow the Lill for those rubber
conts, which are needed to replace similar
earments that wore titerally burned off the
bicks of the hrave fellows who wore them;
but the Department threatens to disband
if the hiil is allowed, aud many taxpayers
will acense ns of donating the fire fund to
-oses other than those for which it is
intended.  As I said before, the enmity be
tween the Brizade and the Departinent
places  the Council in very awkward
position.”

“Of course,” said he, “1 believe that the
Department's position in the controversy
is supported by justice, and every fair-
minded man must entertain a similar Le-
lief. The Department is supported by a
special tax, which amounts to something
like $6,000 a year. The Department i~
purely.a municipal organization—founded
by the city « vernment, supported by the
prople and commanded by a Chiel ap-
pointed by the Mayor. Ontne other hand,
the Brigade i= nothing more nor less than a
private corporation, and i< eutitlxd to no
benefits at the hands of the people. Per-
haps the Department would not o =erionsly
object to'the fire fund beinzdonated to char-
ity if the fund was a big one, whichit isnot.
At present we are in need of new hos2, aa-
other hose cart and many other articles,
and nntil we secure them we cannot con-
scientiously consent to have our money
squandered in benevolence. Axa sell-sup-
porting orzanization. the Brigade should
be ashamed to beg charity at the hands of
an organization that never claimed to be
self-supporting.”

“What do you think of the consolidation
scheme?”

«“Well, I believe I echo the sentiment of
the Department when 1say that we will
welcomne the Brigade men if they will join
us as individuals, but that we will never
consent to accept them as a body. By
‘individuals,’ I mean that if they join the
Department and accept whatever posi-
tions to which they may be assigned, we
will welcome them, but we cannot permit

A BRIGADE MAN'S VIEWS.

“I1 the City will purchase our carts, hose,
etc., we may consent to consolidate with
the Department,” was the remark uttered
by a leading light in the Brignde when cor-
nered by the interviewer. “I do not mean
to say that every member of the Brigade
would join the D partment on these terms,
but some of them’would do so. The Chief
of the Department is not beloved by a ma-
jority of our boys, and I know that many
of them would never place themselves un-
der his command. No; [ don't helieve the
coneolidation scheme can be effected so as
to satisfy all parties concerned. There is
really no necessity for a consolidation,
anyway. The Brigade hasalways been
willing to act fairly with the Department
but the latter seems determined to Oppren:;

The true inward-
ness of the matter may befound in the fact
that one of our boys—Mr. Thomas—was
appointed a member of the Fire Patrol, at
a saliry of $100 a month.

didate, and thechoicefellupon Mr. Thomas.
He was duly appointed, as was also a
wember of the Department, and both gen-
tlemen are now on -luty. DBut the fact of a
Brigade man being placed on a plane with
a member of the Department was obnox-
ious to some of the leaders of that organi-
zation, and hence the ‘kick.’”

A TICKLISH JOB,

From the tenor of these interviews it is
natural to infer that the Aldermanic com-
mittee of arbitration has a ticklish job on
hand. Th_»lt the consolidation of the rivals
can be effected without great difficulty and

SCHAEFER WINS AGAIN.

Vignaux Badly Beaten in New York by

NEW York, March 14.—Theinternational
billiard mateh bhetween Jacob Schaefer, of
this city, and Mauriee Vignaux, of Paris,
came to & termination jast evening.

Conclusions Arrived at By a
Foreign Manufacturer.

—_——

TOO MUCH COPPER.

—_—

Limitation of the Copper Production
—Arizona and Montana Mines
Contrasted—Ideas.

—_—

Frank W. Barnes is an Englishman who
is connected as engineer and techinical man-
ager with thefamous copper and brass works
of Chaudoir & Co., Austria. The extensive
works of this company are located at Sim-
mering, about two miles from Vienna.
They are manufacturers of locomotive fire-
box plates, copper and brass boiler tubes,
copper and brass wires, cartridge cases,
et cetera. They employ a large number of
men and have a daily capacity of forty
tons of finished product. The company
has mines in various sections of Germany
and in Servia, but the bulk of the copper
they consume comes from North or South
America. The technical part of these works,
the reduction of the ores in Servia and all
matters of a mechanical character, are in
the control of Mr. sarnes.

THE OBJECT OF HIS VISIT,

The object of his visit to America is to
familiarize himself with the various brands
of American copper that are now being
largely put upon the European market, aud
to gain some knowledge of the future of the
copper industry in this country. Since
landing in New York he has visited all the
leading copper works in the East and made
a curdul_ study of the processes followed.
He has visited the copper fields of Arizona
and thence came direct to Butte. Hence he
went to the Lake Superior region, whence
he may go to Colorado and Texas.

THE COPPER OUTLOOK.

In response to the query as to what the
outlook for the copper industry was, in his
opinion, Mr. Barnes said: “Not at all
good, unless some means are devised to
limit the production. This could easily be
done, ifgood sense prevailed. It is myidea
that the people who would like to stop the
production can’t and that those who could
will not. Al agree that it should be done,
but concerted actionseems to be out of the
range of possibility.

“If the product could be kept back to
th extent of 20 per cent. for six months,
Chili bars would go to £50. I base my be-
lief upon the large increase in the consumy-
tion o! copper in this country, whick is
something almost phenomenal. Even if
the procuet were kept down to the aggre-

zate product of last year, in Ame<rica, I be-

lieve that Chili bars wonid adwnce to £50.

As things now stand, and ps the outlook

would indicate, I look to see Chili bars

hovering hetween £40 aad £45 per ton, un-

less some unforeseen circumstance should

oceur.”

DISCOURAGING OUTLOOK IN EUROPE.
“\What is  the prospect of copper in
Europe?’’ asked #ie reporter.

“Phere i- 10 prospect of an increase in
the cousamption of copper in Enrope,” re-
plied Mr, Darnes, “‘notwithstanding the
Inwuess of the price.  The gradual adop-
tion by the Coxtinental European railways
of irgm niotive boilers “tiaud copper tubes
alling off in the consumption ol copper:
The stagnant condition of the beet root
sugar trade—which is u large consumer of
copper—also leads me to look for o ra ther
less consumption than last year. Thelarge
orders given by Sonthern European coun-
tries for cartridge shells, concerning which
s0 much has been written, are now prac-
tically fitled. The copper has all been
bonght therefor and the orders largely
filled. If peace is maintained 1 do notlook
for any extraordinary consumption of cop-
per in the manufacture of cartridge: metal.
“The experiments which have been mak-
ing by the British Government to attach
copper sheathing to iron ships by Vivian's
process have not resulted satisfactorily, so
far as I have been able to learn. Conse-
quently 1 do not look for any increase of
congnmption on that account.”

THE ARIZONA ORES.

“What is your impression of Arizona
ores”"’ the reporter asked Mr. Barnes.
“I found the ores very rich,” replied Mr.
Barnes; ‘“very easily smelted, in large
quantities, making a very fine grade of
copper by u very simple method. If it
wasn't for the extraordinary prices charged
by the railroad companies as freight on
coke, it is my opinion that they could
make copper cheaper than anywhere else
that | know of. But with coke at $30 per
ton I question whether they are doingmore
than making expenses. They have an ex-
cellent ore, that makes a copper scarcely
<econd to Lake. [ predict great things for
that region in the near future.”

Yesterday morning the serip fiends who
infest the Court House went about their
Sunday haunts as usual, but it was not
»long until they were made painfully aware
that their unwelcome presence in more
than one portion of the city was the talk
of the town, and their friends continued to
make all manner of sport of them. As
was to have been ¢xpected their manner
was not particularly docile, and some of
their remarks would not by any means
grace the columns of a family newspaper,
but nevertheless their conduct wasseverely
critcised on all sides, and many new cases
were. developed during the day in which
parties had unknowingly disposed ol their
scrip at small fractions of its face. The
stories were, of course all similar to the
few cases mentioned in yesterday's paper,
and they are not worth relating.

'One gentleman, who has cvery opportu-
nidy to know whereof he speaks, asserts
that not only do they assist in finding
immaterial witnesses for others, but that
they very frequently manage to know a
great deal

themselves, and it is not an infrequent
occurrence to see them subpenaed as wit-
nesses, petty jurorsin civil cases and on
coroner’s juries. One of them was on the
Oxnam jury recently and by a coincidence
of some sort the same indiviaual was upon
the jury at the inquest over the remains of
the unfortunate Jerry Mullins, who was
killed at the Anaconda mine last week.
Another one of the scrip buyers drew
sgveral days’ fees as a witness before the
Grand Jury. Perhaps these circumstances
are all legitimate, but they are kind of
numerous and look as though some very
hard work was being done by them in
order to aid them in their aims at keeping
posted upon the financial alairs of the
county and to further abet their scheme to
get the greatest possible gains by any
means shor! of liability to criminal prose-
eution, for the least possible expenditure.
The present term of the District Court
will end their scheming and machinations
to a great extent. The people have, by the
developments in yesterday's MINER found
them out, and will be prepared to look out
for them. 'There will be no more choice
pickings on the mileage account; there will
bono more buying of $40 pieces of scrip
for $2.50, and the purchaser of Silver Bow
County indebtedness will have to come
right down to some percentage basis within
the bounds of reason and buy up the war-
rant orders at such a discount that one
ordinary individual might fairly expect
from anotber. In the course of hissquirm-
ings yesterday one of them said that he dis-
counted at =

or he would be unable to purchase the
orders from business men. This may also
be true. He may do that when he strikes
a man who has a large-sized bill, and will
not stand his work, but the *‘greenhorn”
has no show at his hands, and his mercy is
as lacking us blood in a turnip. When
court meets to-day the crew of ‘“fiends’
wlI.l be in attendance again, but in all prob-
ability they will be somewhat subdued. If
not from any sense of common decency
absolute necessity will force them to ste;;
down and out. Their occupation is gone,
except upon a strictly legitimate basis, and
they. will roon, if they do not now, ap-
preciate the fact. Itis good, and nobody
but themsclves will he the loser by the
transformation.

IN THE BOTTLE BUSI
A Test Unsw —e—n—

Sale of Disputed Propgs.fo the
——

The four firius handling bottled beer in
Butte, Mesms. H. L. Frank, A. Speckart
& Co., Gregor Brothers and the Montana
Bottling Company, have commenced pro-
ceedings to test tne right of any one tobuy
the hottles belonging to those personsirom
anybody othier than themselves. When
they dispose of the heer they do so with
the understarding that the case and
bottles are to be returned to the house
from which it is taken, but during a num-
ber of months past they have noticed that
there is an increasing scarcity in the supply
of bottles, and they concluded to get
out a search warrant and if possible ascer-
tain wher- they were. The warrant was
placed in the hands of an officer and it was
not long before he fell upon the stable of
Solomon Levy, between Granite and
Quartz and Montana and Idaho streets,
and there he was rewarded by finding fully
12,000 bottles all nicely piled away for
shipment to Salt Lake or some other
point.
Levy does not deny the possession of the
bottles, but says that he has purchased
them principally from boys who had
picked them up in the street. Yesterday
the police sorted the pile over and found
something like 250 dozen bottles in the
barn which bore their labels, and these
have been replevincd. TRe case will be
taken to the courts and the firms men-
tioned, who claim that they have never
parted ownership with the bottles, having
merely permitted their customers to use
them, are determined to put a stop toany-
one buying any more of them if possible.
While the boys pick up many of the bot-
tles, they also steal some, and by other
parties encouraging them, they are given to
understand that no matter how they come
by the hottles, they can easily dispose of
them. Evidently it is not the intention of
these firms to sell their bottles with the
beer, because they are now selling upon a
very small margin, and the cost of the bot-
tles and cases, if added to the cost of the
liquor contained in them, would make the
aggregate cost higher than they receive per
case. Levy, it is claimed, has already
shipped several cars of these bottles out
of the Territory, and the original owners
do not feel that they shoul be deprived of
the use of them, and they propose to
make a strong legal fight on the propo-
sition.

BOLD BURGLARS.

Their Depredations at Twin Bridges—
One of Them Jailed.

Twinx Brinces, Madison County, M. T.,
March 10.—This place is not a littleexcited
just now over the depredations of a brace
of burglars. On February!19 they burglar-
ized two saloons. From the saloon con-
ducted by Thomas Chambers they took
two watches, one gold ring, five or six dol-
lars in dimes, a quantity of cigars and a
bottle of bitters. From George E.
Pitcher's place they got away with five or
six dollars in small change, & meerschanm
pipe, a Dbottle of whisky, a bunch
of keys and several other articles of small
value. The burglars affected an entrance
to Chambers' place by cutting away the
putty from a pane of glass in the door and
then sliding back the bolt which kept the
door fastened. They secured a cold chisel
in Chambers’ place, and with its assistance
they gained anentrance to Pitcher’s saloon
by removing four panes of glass from a
window in the billiard room. Before leav-
ing Pitcher’s they indulged in a lunch and
then stole a ham from the kitchen.

Early next morning officers started
out to hunt down the rascals,
but were unable to discover their
whereabouts, and returned empty-handed.
Next day another officer started out, and
struck a spot where one of the fugutives
had camped the previous day. The officer
followed the trail to Melrose, where he
found his man, arrested him and brought
him back here. He gave hisnameas Henry
Hazen, and was bound over to answer to a
charge of burglar{{at the next term of the
District Court. He is now in jail. The
whereabouts of his companion has not yet
peen discovered.
