Actively at Work in Bautte.

For several days past the police have
been actively engaged in working up & case
against several parties who have been for
some time working the bogus greenback
game, and early yesterday morning ar-
rested one Frank Clark as one of the out-
fit. He was released upon a small bond,
and appeared before Judge French at 2
o'clock, when he was ordered to filea larger
bond in the sum of $500. Clark walked

appeared and up to a late hour last night
hud npt been recaptured.

It is thought that there is a regular
gang of these fellows who deal in the coun-
terleits, as thus far four of the bills, all of
the denomination of $10, have been dis-
covered, and from the descriptions given
no two of them have been y the
same man. The first one to come to light
was taken td the bank by a Chinaman
who desired to deposit, but, of course, it
was refused, and the heathen had to lose
it. Then one was passed upon a“woman
on Galena street, who did not detect it for
two or three days, and she is unable to
identify the mun who gave it to her.

The officers are endeavoring to catch the
“floaters,” but are pretty shy and do not
attempt to pass them upon any ose whom
ther think is liable to know anything
about distinguishing a good bill from a
bad one.

A HORRIBLE CRINE.

That for Which a Resident of Butte
_Was Tried and Convieted.

At a table in one of dutte’s beer halls
last night sat an old man—a very old
man—masticating free lunch and ‘*‘dis-
cussing vari hobbies” with a ple of
friends. The old man’s hair was silvered
and h's form bent, and the observer who
causally glanced at him would not for one
moment imagine that he had heer: tried by
a jury of h's countrymen and convicted of
& crine unsurpassed in atrocity by any-
thing in the crimina! annals of this nation.
Ae he sat at the table, gnawing sandwiches
and guzsling beer, the following sketch of
his recent career was furnished & MINER re-

orter by a gentleman who knew whereof
Kcapkae:

Three years ago there lived in hua ble
circumstances at Leadville, Colorado, John
Kofturd—the subject of this sketch—his
brother Hans : nd the latter's wife. The
men were of i.anish birth, the woman was
an Ameri:an, aud while they sawed and
chopped wood for a living she kept
house for them in a small cabin.
Hans’ wife was “a most unattractive old
thing with a caricature of a face.” 8he
had seen about forty summers, squinted
horribly and was as unprepoesessing a
female as could b: encountered in the
Cloud City. Neverthelers there sprang up
between her aged brother-in-lawand herreif
a mutual affection: that ripened into crim-
inal intimacy, and for several months the
unsuspecti ;. Huns was made a cuckold of
by his wifc and his brother. They became
fearful of discovery aut last, and resolved to
rid the earth of the ever-present impedi-
ment of their huppiness. They went ubout
their work systema ically. First insuring
their intended victim's life in the Travelers’
Insurance Agency at Leadville for $5.000,
they then visited a physician—Dr. Rose—
and offered him $200 if he would furnish
them with a poison which would kill and
lenve no traces of its administration to the
victim. The Doctor told them to call
aguin next day, and a8 8oon a3 they were
gone he informed the District Attorney
(Judge Kellogg) and the Sheriff (Pete
Becker) of the offer he had received, and,
actiog under their instructions and with

the consent of the insurance agent
(Mr. Beroheimcr,) he inveigled the
would-be murderers into gign ng

an ugreement that they would pay him the
money #8 soon as Hans was poiscned and
they received the amount for wh ch his life
was insured. He then furnished them with
a smull vial containing a harmless com-
pound, and that night they put it in Hans’
supper. The agreement was signed and the
supposed poisou admiuistered in the pr. s-
ence of ¢ 'ncealed witnesses, and when the
couple were brought to trial the prool of
their guilt of attempted murder wasso con-
vincing that the jury convicted the:n after
a moment's deliberation. They were each
septenced to two years’' imprisonment in
the Stute Penitentiary at Canon City, and
last November their term expwred. The
weman went tu Nobraska and her accom-
plice came t¢ Butte. where he saws ~ood
for a living aad is known to the Danish
community a8 Jobhn Bchmidt. The
brother whom he attempted (o muideris
now employed as a man-of-all-work in_the
oftice of the Register-Call, at Central City,
Colorado.

All their
baggage was left at Salt Lake to satisfy
hotel and railroad bills until such time as
they can redeem it. Mr. Simms, who
played The Elder in “Widow Bedctt,”
wandered away from his hotel last Satur-
day afternoon, and was found wandering
aimlessly near the river, and is now heing
taken care of by friends in Sult Lake. The
following correct story of the misfortunes
of the company are furnished the Salt
Lake Herald by a correspondent: “The
company that started from 8San
Francisco was a good one apparently,
snd the pieces well cast. Brown and
McBride were the back rs, and pieces care-
fully rehearsed. Ten weeks of constant
rain did much bharm, and the ignorance ol
Brown, the manager, did more. Floods at
Los Angeles, r ots a' Seattle, detentions
aud delays were endured. The “leading
lady,” whose absence you deplored left
the company at Victoria much to Mr,
Bishop's satistuction, as she several times
appeared un the stage in such a state as to
cull duwn severe reg:rooi from the press, es-
pocinily the New North West giving her
quite # blust. It wae impossible to till her
place en route, and severe rickuess of
several of the inembers, one afterthe other,
caused delay in doir gso later. At Butte,
Montana, the company wuaited ou Mr.

ToE WRECKED “OREGON-”
e
Rival Divers to Visit the Scene and a Little
War the Probable Outcome.
e

New Yorg, April 2.—Preparations are
pushing forward to get divers to examine
the wreck of the steamer “Oregon.” Every
day passengers are filing cliims against
the Cunard Company with Lawyer Gar-
rett, and they now ageregate nearly §125,-
000. A tug was sent to the wreck Thurs-
day with a diver on board. She returned
yesterday alter having madeseveral sound-
ings and located the wreck.

To a reporter Mr. Garrett said: *‘The
diver who has just returned irom the
wreck rep 'rts that there will be no difli-
culty in reaching the “Oregun’ as soon as
we are ready. Ile found the tugs and
schoouer of the Const Wrecking Company
near the “‘Oregon,” but noattempt was be-
ing made to do any work on account of the
heavy sea. The diver tells ne he was not
interfered with, but that a tug followed
him about all the time and a considerable
distance after he left the wreck until it was
fouad that he was on his way home, when
it sheered off its course and ran into Great
South Bay. I Lave been informed that
the Wrecking (‘'ompany will 1esist us il we
send a diver down and that Mr. Vernon H.
Brow. has gent two tugs tc drive us away.
I do not intend to be annoyed by any such
proceedings, for I shall get out an injune-
tion against Mr. Meriitt and Mr. Brow.. re-
straining them or those in their employ
from interfering with my divers.

“I would like to say '1word about what
the wreckinge: mpany have given out about
the great diffict.lty of doing anything with
the “Uregon.” I have four divers, who are
old and experienced men, and they assurs
me that they can work periectly well in
125 leet of watcer. They say that this talk
of goingdown a few feet at a time sitting
around on cross-trees to get accustom d
to the pressure is all pepycock. To prove
their statements I have myself within a
few hours thrown an iron baroverboard in
120 ‘eet of water and seen oneo! my divers
2o down and bring it up inside of a hali-
bour. There will be no trouble about get-
t ng to the “Oregon,”” and we will then be
able to give the public the true condition
of the steamer and the hole that was her
death blow.”

Mr. Merrit' said: *“How would you like
to have some one come into your house
and tesr the carpets up, and take the fur-
piture out? That’s the way we feel. We
aie hired by the owners of the “Oregon”
to do what diving is to be done, and we
mean to do it. We are not out there with
forty men and the best of divers in the
country for nothing. As to the injunction,
I don’t believe Garrett will get any. And
as far as that goes, I don't take any stock
in his expedition. Mark what I teil you!
He neve: will send any one to the steamer,
and does not intend to either, and if he
does he cannot find out an /thing."”

How Two Young Chicago Brokers Fought
to & Finish,

Cnicaco, April 8.—Two young bloods,
doing business on the Board of Trade, met
in one of the offices in the vicinity of that
building last night and settled a dispute aa
to their ability as boxers by fighting seven
savage rounds, London prize ring ruies,
with hard glov.8. An on-looker gives an
account of the fight, but suppresses the
real names of the combatants, referring to
them as *Smith’’ and “Johnson.”

“Johnson” trained down to 158 pounds
and “Smith” weighed barely 142. Both
men were in excellent form, and came to-
gether very promptly when time was called.
*8mith” recerved a territfic body blow,
which he faiied to return, anqd “Johnson”
got away unharmed.
