If this would befall every seller of 
adulterated wines in America we would be 
compelled to  begin the enlargement of our 
prisons and penitentiaries a t once.

F rom the tone of Mr. Powderly’s tele­
gram to Secretary Turner one would judge 
th a t hostilities between the Knights of 
Labor and Mr. Gould were to be renewed. 
The great chief directs th at a spirited ad­
dress be issued to the Order, urging its 
members to sustain liberally, with their 
means, their brethern in the Southwest.

The telegraph this morning brings from 

Washington a  sample case of the manner 
in which the Government has been robbed 
by fraudulent pension claimants. Here is 
a  man who enlisted for thirty days, served 
ten of them, never was in an engagement, 
never saw the enemy and slept out of a 
building a single night. Twentyyears after 
the war is over he files an application for a 
pension and receives more than $10,000 in 
arrears of pension, and go«B on the list 
regularly. Is there no way of punishing 
such a  hand ?

T he effects of cocaine are of such a  char­
acter and so plainly marked th a t it  would 
seem to a  layman as if the physicians 
should use it with more caution. I t  is evi­
dently not the cure-all that it has been rep 
resented to be. News now comes from De 
troit th at its use there is becoming alarm 
ingly prevalent. A bank cashieri named 
McDonald and one J. A. Fisk, are the two 
latest victims. Fisk began using cocaine 
last summer for catarrh by painting his 
nose with it and later took it internalU 
Recently he was removed to Harper Hos' 
pital for treatment. He is full of vagaries, 
alternately imagining th at he is the 
Almighty and asserting th at he has been 
raised from the dead. MacDonald wan 
dered to Toronto while suffering from 
mente 1 aberration caused by the drug. Sev 
eral other more or less prominent Detroit 
ers are known to be in a  bad way from 
using the drug. These are only a few of 
the cases th a t have recently been developed 
in which the use of the drug has resulted 
in worse than death. It would be infinitely 
butter for the patient to  be stricken 
dead, than for him to linger along in an ir 
responsible state.

The racing season is rapidly approach 
ing and it is none too soon.to begin prépara 
tions for the spring meeting in Butte 
which should not be permitted to  lapse 
Surely, a  carefully selected committee 
could readily secure enough subscriptions 
to guarantee attractive purses.

T he  Colorado Springs Gazette .is one of 
the best edited and most conservative 
newspapers in Colorado* In a recent issue 
i t  had the following insinuating paragraph: 
“The Surveyor-Genera”« department in­
vestigates all fand frauds. The District 
Attorney prosecutes those charged with 
fraud. The United States Marshal em­
panels the jury th at tries the indicted. 
Some people were anxious to control these 
officials in one interest. They have been 
beaten a t every step and hence these tears. 
Mr. Teller ought not to  get so excited over 
such • matters. They wont find, try, or 
convict for any frauds th at have not been 
committed.” And again, in the same edition, 
it says: “Senators Teller and Logan
crossed swords yesterday. There is no 
doubt about there being a bitter state of 
feeling between the two Senators. The 
fact th a t Logan secured by personal ap­
peals the confirmation of Dement is the 
cause. I t  is said by Morrison, of Illinois, 
th at Logan thus rewarded Dement for 
playing the sneak and giving away to Re­
publicans the secrets of the Democratic 
Senatorial caucus held in January, 1875 
Senator Teller is angry because Dement 
told .hard stories about him. I t  seems to 
us th at Logan is in cheap business to pay 
sneaks a t the expense of the Government. 
I t  also looks as though Senator Teller was 
unduly sensitive in noticing the irresponsi­
ble street talk of a windy fellow, while he 
sits silent in the Senate under the serious 
charges made in the written reports of the 
Secretary of the Interior and the Commis­
sioner of the Land Office submitted to the 
Seqate last December.”

The fact is, there is a wide spread feeling 
that Senator Teller has been a very cor­
rupt man and th at his adininistrati m of 
the Interior .Department should have 
searching investigation.

T he bill-which recent ly passed the House 
for pensioning the soldiers and sailors of 
the Mexican war is said to be entirely satis­
factory to the survivorsof th at memorable 
conflict, and as to the justice of the meas­
ure, tardy though it be, there can be no 
question. Estimates differ as to the num­
ber of pensionable persons under this act, 
and of course as to the amount which the 
Treasury willbe called on to expend. During 
the debate on it in the House it was stated 
that between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000 
a year would cover all the demands, but 
Colonel Kenady, of the Vedette, puts 
his figures way below the estimates 
of the Pension Office, anil is con­
fident from his wide knowledge of 
the subject, that there are not many 
over 10,000 survivors, and that the expen­
diture would 'fall considerably under 
$1,500,000 a year. The number, it should 
also be remembered, is fast diminishing, 
their average age being about 65 years. It 
will be of interest to know in this connec 
tion that there ai e ten of the Mexican vet 
era ns in the present Congress—Messrs 
Maxey, Logan, Colquitt and George in the 
Senate, and Messrs. Viele, Forney, Morri 
a,,n, Wolford, Throckmorton and Negley in 
the House.

T he great strike in the Southwest ap ­
pears to be over.

I t carries with it a lesson both 
to capital and labor, but only he who has 
the figures as to  time and money lost, the 
injury done to trade, the hardships en- 
dureci and the misery entailed can demon­
strate it.

Capital seeking investment in mines 
should come and look upon the thousands 
of undeveloped, but promising, prospects 
in Butte and vicinity. No camp in the 
world offers greater inducements in legiti­
mate mining. Speculators and swindlers 
will find but little encouragement here, 
however, and will do well to stay away.

F rom a circular just received from the 
office of the General Committee of Man­
agement of the Twentieth National En­
campment of the Grand Army of the Re­
public, we are sorry to  note a  disposition 
to turn the Encampment into a land specu­
lative enterprise. We trust this scheme 
will be frowned down.

T he names of the members of the Demo­
cratic Congressional Committee were made 
public yesterday, and will be found under 
our Washington dispatches. Unusual care 
seems to have been exercised in the selec­
tion of the members of this important 
party auxiliary. The members are, in the 
main, wise and «liscreet politicians and will 
not permit the Congressional contests of 
this year to go by default.

Go vernor  H a u se r , in an interview in 
the Helena Herald, speaks of the prospec­
tive railroad buil' ing in Eastern Montana. 
He says he is not opposed to the so-called 
Hill road, and gives Mr. Broadwater and 
his associates ersdit for their enterprise. 
He says the Northern Pacific will build the 
Benton road, and rather intimates that 
Helena should be thankful for both. He 
believes th a t the latter road would prove 
ot more advantage to  Helena, because of 
the danger of building up Great Falls by 
the other company a t the expense of 
Helena. The interview shows th at onr 
Executive is considerable of a  diplomat, as 
well as a  clear-headed, sensible man of 
business. He is also a  very staunch and 
cons:stent friend of Helena.

No o t h e r  business is  compelled to do so 
much for nothing as the newspapers. Even 
the rankest advertisements are handed in 
a t the business office with the request to 
publish. “I t is news,” “many persons will 
be interested,” or “it won’t cost you any 
thing” are the usual excuses. And the 
men who thus impose upon the papers are 
rarely patrons of them in any shape. When 
they declare th at “it won’t, cost us any 
thing,” we wonder if they take into con 
sidération the fact that printers are high 
priced, skilled workmen; that pressmen 
command high wages; that type, ink 
presses and paper cost money, th a t rent is 
no small item and fuel not to besneezedat, 
All these items of expense make every 
square inch in a newspaper worth just so 
much money. The space th at is not filled 
with real news must all be charged for, and 
it requires as much assurance to walk into 
a printing office and “sponge” on its space 
as it would for a  man to walk into a gro­
cery store and ask for a pound of coffee or 
a pound of sugar.

T he Brooklyn Times' Washington cor­
respondent says th a t upwards of one hun 
dred Democratic members of the House 
who are opposed to  the President’s silver 
policy have agreed to issue an address to 
the voters of the country to be distributed 
prior to  the coming Congressional elec 
tions, in which they will take strong ground 
against the Administration’s silver policy 
The address wifi be printed by the thou- 
sand and distributed in every Congress 
ional district where advocates of silver 
predominate. The Democratic party is 
strong enough and honest enough to dis­
claim any policy mistakenly enunciated by 
the President. They expéct from the 
Presid>nt a pure, statesmanlike, honest 
administration of the affairs of the Nation 
When it comes to enunciating doctrines 
the Executive is simply an individual; the 
party will do th at through its conventions 
The great mass of the Democratic party is 
for silver.

Mr. P owderly, the chief of the great 
order of the Knights of Labor, though 
prostrated upon a sick bed, has come out 
of the contest with Gould in a way th a t is 
very creditable to his capabilities as a dip­
lomat and a manager.

It was a  very frigid day for the New 
York Aldermen of 1884, yesterday. The 
bulk of them spent theday in jail. I t  looks, 
too, as if they should receive their 
just dues they would remain there for the 
balance of thrir natural lives. Satan will 
take care of them in the other life.

For some time past there has been circu­
late 1 through this section of the country, 
especially in Butte, Helena, Deer Lodge, 
Anaconda and Glendale, a  large amount of 
spurious coin, of various denominations. 
So general was the ev d th a t the attention 
of the officials was directed to  it, and after 
an examination they concluded th a t a 
gang of expert counterfeiters were plying 
their vocation with Butte as their bead- 
quarters. This point settled, the next 
thing was to  run them down. To this end 
the local «officers went zealously to  work, 
and were, it is said, soon reinforced by a 
member of the secret service force of the 
United States Treasury. About two 
months ago SheriH Sul.ivan became satis­
fied th a t he bad found the parties who weie 
guilty of uttering the coin, but he was noh 
certain as to who was the manufacturer or 
where the work was being done. A watch 
was put on the suspected parties aud

ONE OF THE SHERIFF’S OFFICERS

went so far as to  make friends with the 
gang and to a certain degree get into their 
confidence. In the meantime the city force 
had got on and Marshal Stoner, Chief 
Meiklejohn and the officers were all on the 
lookout. About this time a United States 
warrant was sworn out before Justice 
Nichols, to  be ready for use when required. 
However so anxious were the officers not 
to  "flush the game” th at it was not used 
until last Thursday. During this interim 
the watch was kept up and it was ascer 
tHined th a t the headquarters of the sus 
pect« was in a small cabin on Wyoming 
street between Broadway and Park. About 
this time it is said th a t the Sheriff’s man 
had become so well acquainted with some 
oi the gang th a t he furnished them with 
certain gold coins from whicn to  make im­
pressions and also informed them where a 
furnace eoultl be obtained. Be this as it 
may, surely they had the

for counterfeiting. For some reason the 
band got frightened and suspicious and 
suddenly moved their quarters. For a day 
or two the trail was lost, and when it was 
caught up with the men were discovered to 
be occupying a loft over a warehouse on 
Wyoming Street between Park and Gelena, 
a moveable ladder serving as stairs. By 
this time it was known th at there were 
seven or eight in the party and t.ie object 
was now to get them together and catcli 
them a t work. The wait was a weary one 
and it was finally decided to  make a de 
decent, but the delay had been dangerous 
for another move had taken place and the 
headquarters «ÿitablished in a  cabin further 
south, which the officers were

NOT LONG IN DISCOVERING.

During this time the band had not been 
together for a single day. Singly or doubly 
they would get out of town for a day or 
two and then return. The officers were 
satisfied th a t the men did not suspicion 
they were being watched and th at the sev 
eral removes had simply been made from 
the natural fear th a t men engaged in so 
hazardous a business in so large a city 
would feel. As t here did not seem to be 
any fair prospect of a general haul it  was 
finally decided to begin the arrests and 
trust to  luck.

Harry Parker, Thomas Hale, and two 
others, McConnell and Slover whose first 
names could not be ascertained. The men 
were taken to  the County Jail a t  once, but 
it is not known whether any of the conn 
terfeit monoy was found on thefr persons 
or not. On being placed in the cells, three 
of the meu maintained a  defiant demeanor 
but Parker rather mournfully remarked 
“This is hell, aint it,” and since his incar­
ceration he has been downcast and fretful. 
Among the papers found on one of the 
quartette, was a recipe for electrotyping 
coin, and Several formulas for amal-ama- 
tion. After the arrests a raid was made on 
the cabin of the gang, and in it were found 
a set of dies for coins of all denominations 
from a five-cent nickel to a  $20 gold piece, 
and quite a quantity of spurious coin 
mostly five-cent pieces, halves and dollars. 
Both the

MONEY AND THE OUTFIT

were taken charge of by the officers, and 
both are being held in the same mysterious 
manner that characterized the conduct of 
the law breakers. Among the facts learned 
by T he Miner which are relied upon to 
convict, in addition to the p -ssession of 
the tools is the passing of certain coins in 
various places in the city, all of which can 
readily be traced to  the gang. One of the 
places is the Cosmopolitan saloon of Chris, 
Hoerchner, where quite a number of 5-cent 
silver pieces were exchanged for beer, and 
in time paid out to  ths proprietor of the 
Broadway Bakery, and were subsequently 
secured by the Chief of Police, as were 
number of other coins th at were uttered in 
in various quarters.

OTHER ARRESTS. .

The initial having been thus taken it be­
came necessary to find the runaways. The 
utmost secrecy was observed in regard to 
the arrests for fear th a t the accomplices 
would get wind of it and make their escape, 
A portion of the gang were located in 
Helena, and thither Deputy Sheriff Roberts 
was despatched in search of them. His 
orders were for the arrest of three men 
Squire WaddleB, Frank Wilson, and one 
Snyder. Sunday night last Waddles was 
captured and it is reported th a t Monday 
Snyder also fell into the clutches of the 
law. Wilson who appears to  bave been 
smarter than the rest either made his es­
cape or is well hid in the city. The names 
of the remainder of the gang have not been 
made public and it is doubtful whether they 
are known to the officers. Waddle, whose 
arrest was chronicled- by a  Helena special 
to T he Miner, was found in a saloon in 
th at city and

TAKEN INTO CUSTODY

by Marshal Halford and turned over to 
Roberts. He was brought to  this citv yes 
terday and lodged in the county jail. On 
his person were found a number of keys, 25 
cents in cash, and a lot of private papers. 
Among others a letter of a recent date 
from Harry Parker in Butte. I t  was purely 
personal in character and in it  no reference 
was made to  the sceheme in which they 
are alleged to  have been engaged. About 
the man Snyder there is still a  mystery. 
He is supposed to  have been arrested in 
Helena-, and brought to  this city on the 
charge of being one of the gang, but instead 
of being taken to the county jail he was 
locked up in the city jail and no informa­
tion regarding him could be obtained from 
any source, especially from the officers. 
However he is locked up and is liable to be 
for some time.

To the Honorable Mayor and Members of 
the City Council :
Your committee appointed to Investigate 

the cause of discord between the City r  ire 
Department and Butte Fire Brigade, aud 
suggest if practicable a plan for their con-
so lid a tio n  beg le a v e  to  rep ort :

First, we find the rumorB of discord 
greatly exaggerated, and if any exists a t 
all the causes are more imaginary than real 
and we believe what little misunderstand­
ing there has been will beamicably adjusted 
without any assistance from this body.

Second, in our judgment it is impractible 
if not impossible to attem pt to  bring about 
anything like a consolidation, we submit 
the following as the reasons for our con­
clusions- . .

The Butte Fire Brigade was the original 
fire company and for years was the only 
organization of the kind in the city. The 
property held by them was purchased and 
paid for by assessments upon the indi­
vidual mombonj with the exception of 
small amounts paid by public contribu­
tions, and hence it hasbecometheir private 
property which they claim to be worth 
about $4,000.

I t  does not appear to your committee 
th a t it would be either just or practicable to 
ask them to give their property to thecity, 
and most certainly the city finances will 
not admit of its purchase. We would there­
fore recommend th a t this botiy continue 
the wise and just policy of paying all ex­
penses incurred by the Butle Fire Brigade 
incident to cleaning and repairing their 
apparatus. Respectfully,

’Didn’t Like His Qnarters.

I t  is hinted by some that 
the escaped man must have been guilty of 
some more serious offense than the one for 
which he was arrested else he would not 
have broken jail and run the risk of addi­
tional punishment in the event of his re­
capture. The Marshal has taken the neces­
sary steps to  again secure him if be has 
not left the city. I t  is probable, however, 
th a t he has skipped out.
