When the Bradys and 
tlie Dorseys were running star routes upon 
the principle of “addition, division and si 
lence" with the post office department a t 
Washington, the administration was en 
dors eil. When John Roach and Bill Chand­
ler were making millions they never earned 
out of old government hulks, the adminis­
tration was endorsed. When Carl Schurz 
was offensively enforcing his timber rules 
and regulations and seizing wood in the 
back yards of the homes of widows and or­
phans, the administration was endorsed. 
When fraud and corruption permeated 
every department of the government; when 
swindlers and thieves, occupying high po­
sitions, were annually whitewashed by ac­
commodating Congressional Committees 
and stalked unblusbingly in the higher 
courts of justice and bade them defiance 
the adminstration was endorsed. When 
the ballot box was trampled under foot, 
the voice of the people stifled and the pres­
idency of this great nation twice stolen, the 
administration was endorsed. And when 
the outraged masses finally rose in their 
might and hurled their oppressors from 
power und entrusted the reins of govern­
ment to an honest party the past Republi­
can administrations were still endorsed.

And yet during those years of misruls 
and of peculation and oppression upon thé 
part ot Federal officials, the Democracy 
fought their battles purely upon the princi­
ples and policy in government. When San­
ders, and Tufts, and Claggett, and Hedges, 
and Leavitt, and Orr, and Botkin, and 
Knowles rati for Delegate in Congress it was 
not held by the Democratic press that their 
election would be an endorsement of the 
high crimes and misdemeanors of their 
parly a t Washington. During the canvass 
of Botkin aud Knowles, and when the tim­
ber rules and regulations of a Republican 
administration were being enforced in every 
portion of the Territory, it was not charged 
by the Democratic press that the election 
of either of those gentlemen would be an 
endorsement of those rules and regula­
tions by the people of Montana. No such 
contemptible claptrap was indulged in.

In Ma>, 1870, be was arrested, and on the 
evidence of an infamous informer namsd 
Corydon, sentenced to  fifteen years’ penal 
servitude, for alleged disloyalty to  the 
British government. With other Irish po­
litical prisoners, he was subjected to  ter­
rible punishment and humiliation. After 
nearly eight years ot terrib'e punishment 
he wak released, and on his fetutn to Ire­
land was enthusiastically received. Then 
Davitt came td America And visited his 
old mother, living in Pennsylvania, hear 
Philadelphia. Returning to his 
native land, fired with new vigor by his 
kindly greetings from Irish-Amerieans, he 
devoted his entire energy to the redemption 
of the Green Isle lrom the despolations of 
English landlords. He was the father, and 
still is, of the Irish Land League. Of late 
years, our distinguished guest, in company 
with Parnell, the great Irish leader, and 
the score of other brave and talented sons 
of Erin, has gloriously fought, iu and out 
of Parliament, for the restoration of Ire­
land’s right to free government, and of an 
Irishman’s right to own and till fair Erin’s 
soil.

A Utah & Northern Employe Detected 
in Robbing Freight Car«.

An important arrest was made on Satur­
day night last, which will in all probability 
result in further arrests of prominent resi­
dents ef Silver Bow County a t  an early 
date. The facts were known to the editor 
of The Miner a t the time of the arrest, 
but a t the request of the officers and in 
the interest of justice, silence was main­
tained for twenty-four hours, 
officer of the company estimates that the 
thieves have stolen goods 'to the gross 
value of $10,000.

As a matter of course, a  detective was 
quickly put op service, and a good one 
was selected, in the person of Mike Clearv, 
one of the oldest and trusted of the Utah 
<k Northern special detective force.

For some six months it has been known 
to the officials of the Utah A Northern 
road, that a systematic course of robberv 
has been in progress on the line of the road 
between Dillon and Butte. Fre:ght cars 
have been opened repeatedly and robbed 
of valuable wares, mainly dry goods. And 
after careful investigation he eatne to tho 
conclusion th at the head man in the rob­
bing scheme was one Billy Lean, for a 
number of years a  locomotive engineer on 
the r<*ad. In company with Deputy Sheriff 
James Irish, Dean was arrested 
a t  bis house, in Silver Bow 
Junction. He resisted viol-ntly, but the 
haudeuffs were put on his wrists and he 
was escorted to Butte and lodged in the 
county Jail. He stoutly maintained his 
innocence, bnt the fact that over $400 
worth of goods, manifestly stolen from 
freight cars, were found in his house, in a 
false cellar, is pretty conclusive evidence 
that the man is guilty.

MICHAEL DAVITT,

The Hero of Old Ireland:
Though this world-renowned Irish pa­

trio t might not recognize, in this great 
mining camp, any resemblance to the Em­
erald lele—the land- of his birth—as regards 
natural scenery, yet, the etentorian voices, 
coming from Irish throats, th a t greeted 
him on his first appearance in our city, 
m utt have satisfied him th a t the Land 
League, Home Rulo and kindred subjects 
all more or less interesting to  lovers of 
justice and freedom, found many warm 
supporter« for Ireland and Ireland's cause. 
Michael Davitt lectured Isst evening to a 
most appreciative audience, his entrance 
a t once arousing the enthusiasm of 
bis countrymen, who were eager to 
award him a hearty reception. 
That he thoroughly deserves the world’s 
applause is beyond a doubt. He is un­
questionably the friend of the people; the 
friend of the poor, suffering peasants of ill- 
governed Ireland. Not born with a silver 
spoon ii. his mouth—quite the reverse—he 
has experienced poverty, and for years his 
large-hearted sympathy has been with his 
down-trodden people. Davitt was evi­
dently born to become a leader in one oi 
the most cruel struggles the present cen­
tury has witnessed; a struggle between an 
intelligent race of people like the Irish, on 
one side, and an obstinate English aristoc­
racy on the other.

Irish Home Rule will be a triumph a t­
tained in the near future and the names of 
Davitt, Gladstone and Parnell will be re­
in-inhered in the hearts of the present suf­
fering people. An Indi pendent Irish Par­
liament is what the people want and are 
justly entitled to, And moreover they will 
fight for it to the bitter end, and a t last 
will he rewarded. A firm belief in the iu- 
sue of the controversy makes men 
like Davitt and Parnell keep 
their hands to the plough.

The lecturer last night was n living wit­
ness tu the cause of Home Rule; ho stood 
before us as an exponent of Irish wrong, 
and to engage tho attention of willing 
listeners on a theme ever interesting ami 
of great importance.

The Irish wish a  peaceful and constitu­
tional method, and the fight for this will 
eve-tually be successful. The application 
of Home Rule to  Ireland is reasonable.
For F"gtwnd to  attem pt to  legislate lor 
all the countries under the British flag is 
impossible. This Anglo-Irish struggle is 
not time wasted. The cause has become 
universal, and people must tire before tne 
Irish will. In a letter written in 1846 the 
writer advocated giving them a parlia­
ment to  get rid of them. In 1873 
an Irish difficulty faced us.
In 1879 again. In 1880 the Land League.
In 1881, still the Irish question. In 1884 
the Irish members in the English Commons 
have shown the people what obstruction 
can do, and the dull minds of the English 
people will soon wish to  bo relieved of the 
Irish question, which they have so long 
considered a nuisance. A little instance is 
given : Parnell <fc Co. have been obstructing 
affairs till the dinuer hour, when a division 
was taken. A Colonel w ho was lame hob­
bled along, stood before Parnell and said,
"What do you want? Take it and let me 
have my dinner.”

The Americans do not nndeijptand the 
complications of English legislature. Local 
improvements are handicapped. Scotland 
is now convinced th at she wants a home 
parliament, and demands self government.
Wales desires the same. This Irish move­
ment is not selfish. I t  has leaped across 
the Irish channel and taught peop'e of 
other countries, and includes in its cause 
social reform. The English working classes 
are on the Irish side. They are no longer 
ignorant of the movement, and see nothing 
objectionable in the Irish demands.
The policy to be pursued now is to  educate 
the English democracy. And briefly, this, 
the policy must not be revenge, but the de­
sire to ignore the injustice done to Ireland 
in the past. The revenge desired is to win 
back the Parliament. Three millions of 
intelligent people cannot be put down in 
this matter, they are resolved to wiu a t 
any sacrifice.

I am inclined to think Churchill will give 
encouragement to Dublin Castle and em­
ploy petty tyranv to suppress the Laud 
League. He may give County government 
to Ireland, but his idea in the end is to en­
force coercion. The Americans may be 
pleased to know that their generous sub­
scriptions have helped many poor evicted 
tenants. The evil system of land grabbing 
and other evils are being stamped out.
This struggle will last until an Irish Parlia­
ment sits to legislate upon its own affairs.

Many American critics ask why Parnell 
introduced, in 1882, his land measure. The 
decline in the value of products in Ireland 
had been 30 to 40 per cent., and Parnell 
was only too anxious to do what he could 
to alleviate the sufferings of his country­
men.
