BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

The following from Tue MiNgr's eastern
correspondent is & brief synopsis of the
businees outlook from the thirty-eight
statrs, showing the labor and wages gitu-
ation, the prospects of manufacturers and
of a good year ahead:

Storek and manufacturers in many
small towns mildly contradict the' r@f ts
of booming ‘activity in the greatchan-
nels of industry and trade. The summa-
ries of the great industrial and Dbusiness
centers count up 25 per cent. ahead of
1885. This is strong prool.

Bteel rails have bounded from $34 to
$88, and 1,300,090 tons are sold, though
most of them are near the former figure.
Nearly 1,100 locomotives have been or-
dered within ninety days including orders
to be placed this week. All the car works
are loaded with orders. The blast furnace
output has increased 4,000 tons in a
month and is now 128,000 tons per week.
The iron and steel buyersare trembling lcst
an advance take place.

The bears are depressing wheat in New
York under increasing visible supplies in
the West and checked exports. Hog pro-
ducts and provisions are weaker, Dry
goods and clothing are in better demand at
New York and Philadelphia, and cashmere
and ted \/ ers are asking 5
per cent. more.

A good many failures are occurring as
usual after January settlements. The rail-

erwise, or justify practices inconsistent
with the good order, peace or salety of
the State, or opposed to the civil author-

Employgrs have
opened the year in several directions by
advancing wages voluntarily.

Combinations of employers are progres-
sing all over the country, and employers
feel less concerned this year.

Last vear nine manulacturers associa-
tions locked out 80,000 workmen and in
all 450,000 struck, of these 100,000 were
in Chicago, 75,000 in New York, 38,000 in
Cincinnati.

British agriculturists are "gaining in their
ability to compete with the outside compe-
tition of America and Australia.

Prices in some British manufacturing
centers have taken an upward turn. Lin-
fngs, worsted coatings and cheviot cloths
are being exported in increasing quantities.

The Fall River print cloth manufacturers
have sold 1,000,000 pieces for future deliv-
ery, and the productive eapacity is.from
9,000,000 to 10,000,000 pieces per year.
Stocks have not been as low for years.
Wages have increased ten per cent.

One of the largest engineering undertak-
ings now in progress is the construction of
the Illinois steel bridge at Cairo. The ap-
proaches will be a mile and a half in length
and the bridge proper a mile, making the
entire bridge four miles long and fifty-two
feet abeve high-water mark. The structure
will be the firest on the Ohio.

The sugar producers of the world are to
hold a world’s convention sometime soon
in Belgium to consider the best means of
controlling that rapidly increasing indus-

Concerning Montana the committee says
in its report: **No census has bren taken
since 1880, but the rapid increase of popu-
lation can be determined by the votes cast
at the elections held for electing delegates
to Congress in 1884 and 1886. These ta-
bles, by the usual calculation, would give
Montana 151,472 population, and when
we take into consideration the large non-
voting population of the Territory engaged
in mining at places remote from voting pre-
cincts, and also the large number of per-
sons who have not resided in the Territery
long enwugh to become citizens, it would
seem that Montana claims a larger popula-
tion than the ratio of population in Con-
gress. With 1,0C0 miles of additional rail-
road under construction, every town of im-
portance in the Territory will have within
a year ample railroad facilities. It is easy
to conceive the impetus that such an ex-
penditure of money will give to bufiness,
as well #8 the cheap and easy mole of
conveyance given to emigrants seeking new
fields of enterprise.

The committee’s figures give the total
area of Montana in square miles at 143,-
776, or 92,016,640 acres. The number of
acres exclusive of the Indian and military
reservations is 61,442,000, of which 16,-
000,000 were surveyed up to the close o
1888; 20,500,000 of this land was granted
to the Northern Pacific Railroad, and the
railroad has surveyed up to December,
1882, 5,716,000 acres. The total valua-
tion of the property assessed for taxation
is incrensed from $24,010.806 in 1881, to
$565,076,871 in 1886. The rate of taxa-
tion is about fifteen mills on the dollar,
but these estimates do not embrace the
mining districts of the Territory which are
exempt from taxation under the law, nor
does it inclade 1,000 miles of railroad in
successful operation.” 2

In conclusion the committee says:

“It is fair to conclude that the total val-
uation of assessable property.at this time
is not far from $100,000,000. The total
exports from Montana in 1885 amounted
to $26,400,000, consisting of gold, silver,
copper, lead, beel ana wool, which includes
75,000,000 head of beef cattleand 600,00
pounds of wool. There are 28 banking
houses in the territory and 31 newspapers.
School houses and churches are to he found
wherever the country has been settled. The
people are generally wealthy, energetic and
intelligent, and the remarkably rapid io-
crease of population and property during
the last six years leaves scarcely any room
to doubt that the people of Montauva are
able to establish and maintuaina state Zov-
ernment without imposing on themeselves
unnecessary and heavy taxation. They
memorialize Congress for admission and
are willing to assume the responsibilities of
statehood.”

And yet in the face of our population; in
face of the fact that the Territory is abun-
dantly able to maintain a state organiza-
tion without the imposition of cnerous
taxation upon its people; in face of the fact
that its increasing railread facilities will
induce a constant and large stream of im-
migrants within its borders, and in face of
the further fact that th» people of Montana
desire to be admitted into the Union upon
the same footing with neighboring States,
that they are ‘gencrally wealthy, energetic
and intelligent” and can take care of them-
selves, it is extremely doubtful whether
this Congress will admit the Territory. It
seems loth to release the people from their
present condition of Territorial vassalage
and give them the rights of freemen.

Xl.ebanon concern has received a con-
tract for twelve blowing engines for Ala-
bama furnaces. A Rhode Island concern
has just booked a large order for engines
and boilers for the New Orleans Custom
House. A Boston concern has just re-
ceived an order from Denmark for corru-
gated brass-tube radiators. A Dubuque
concern will ship next week a carload of
harrows to St. Petersburg. Their plows
have already a good sale in that country.
A Wheeling nail factory turned out week
before last 8,000 kegs of nails. The elec-
tric lighting companies are expanding their
capacity, and new works are being erected
in the South. A new structural steel plant
will likely be erccted at Chicago. Krupp,
the German manufacturer, has taken an
order for 50,000 tons of steel rails fromthe
Victorian Government. .

A Philadelphia firm has now under con-
tract seven large steel plants, both Besse-
mer and open hearth, and has inquiries
from & good many companies who con-
template investing large sums of money in
iron and steel making enterprises during
the year. An Alliance, Ohio, firm is com-
pleting shears of 950 tons which will cut
steel plate ten fect long and one and one-
half inches thick. e

A Philadelphia corporation has opened
a vein of iron ore in North Carolina 800
feet wide, which gives 40,000,000 tons of
ore in sight. 1t makes a superb steel. A
railroad is being built from South Caroli-
na through this ore region to the Ohio
river, by which this ore will be delivered to
furnaces that may want it.

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company
has just built thirty-two sixty-ton engines,
with four driving wheels, which can draw
forty-five loaded freight cars with as much
easc as the largest engine now on the sur-
face can draw thirty-five cars. All the
bridges are being strengthened to stand the
weight of these monsters.

The new glass factories are to be erected
in Florida.

The production of coke in 1886 was 80
per ceut greater thanin 1885. Some ene
suggests that hollow iron blocks be made
for street paving.

Reports are just to hand concerning the
increasing disemployment in many of the
industries, both east and west.

The State Workingmen'’s Assemb'y of
New York meet at Albany on Tuesday
next.  The workingmen will lay their
plans for pregenting a programwe to the
Legislature.  All special grievances are
called for. The retail salesmen will ask
that an amendment to the closing law be
sought. All workingmen will demand the
repeal of the conspiracy laws. The printers
will urge that a State printing office be
started. The building trades will show
why the Mechanics’ Lien law should be
amended. A gencral demand will be made
for the enforcement of the eight-hour law.

VARIETY THEATER WAR.

TrE MINER will take second place to no
one in the advocacy of legitimate measures
for the suppression of vice in whatever
form it may present itself. It stands
ready to unite with honest, earnest reform-
ers in purifying the moral atmosphere and
in all endeavors to make men better and a
community happier, It recognizes the
great truth that morality is the foun-
dation of good society, and that
in the observance of certain unwrittenlaws,
ru'es and regulations, established by the
civilization of the age, depends the
well-being, advancement and prosperity of
& people. It furthermore recognizes the
fact that in those unwritten laws, rules and
regulations the principle is laii down that
as far as possible, exact justice should
be meted out to all; that no one portion of
a community should be permitted to tres-
pass upon the rights of another portion or
be denied privileges extended to and en-
joyed- by their neighbors, and that while
the right to compete in businesses and
trades exists, it does not follow that men
engaged in any given occupation are jus-
tified in tearing down and destroying oppo-
sition, in order that their own pecuniary
interests may be advanced.

For this reason Tae MiNen deprecates
and opposes the war now being waged
against the vaudeville theaters of this city
by the gambling house keepers, saloon men
and mistresses of bagnios. It is not con-
tended there arn not many good men
and women who desire to see the sale of
intoxicating liquors prohibited in variety
theaters, but it is a well known fact, as far
as Butte is concerned, the most active men
in this war against variety theaters are
found among those who make their living
by the sale of in'- .icants, and they make
it through purely gelfish motives—
that their own ea'es may be
encouraged by the patronage réceived
by variety theater proprictors. This isa
very plain and blunt way.of putting a plain
fact, but the subject is one that should be
handled without gloves.

A ROAD BILL.

Representative Brown, of Beaverhead
county, has introduced a bill for an act
concerning road superintendents and de-
fining their duties. The bill provides as
follows: For the creation of the office of
road superintendent; that the Board of
Commissioners of the several counties
shall at their regular meeting in March ap-
point a road superintendent for their
county to serve until the next general elec-
tion, when a superintendent shall be
elected and biennially thereafter.

The road superintendent is paid a salary
of $1,000 a year,and gives a bend of
$2,000 for the faithful performance of his
duty. He has the public roads of his
county under his control and must see to
the keeping of them in repair. He must
keep a strict account of all labor per-
formed upon the roads, and by whom and
make a report each month to the Board of
Commissioners of the labor performed by
him. He shall pay no more than $2.50
per day for labor and the same price for
the use of a epan of borses. The bill pro-
vides the usual penalties for neglect of
duties, etc., and hedges him in with the
usual restrictions as to keeping correct ac-
counts and the issuancé of road receipts.

The bill teems to cover what is needed,
and as the Territory has ne practical road
law or one that answers the purpose of the
people, the bill will doubtless find its way

upon the statute books of the Territory. Jo! men in this community cheaply

there is far less drunkenness springing
from them than from many other places in
the city where liquor is sold. In fact the
police court records will show that for the
first two years in the history of the variety
theater in Butte not an arrest was made
in them and that during the past three
years not over a hall dozen have been
made and these were of parties who be-
came intoxicated elsewhere. This is men-
tioned simply to show the orderly charac-
ter of the places and that they arenot hot-
beds of drunkenness.

On the other hand there are seventy-
eight places in Butte in which- intoxicants
are sold by the glass, not including the
large number of bagnios where a man can
get drunk and robbed as often as he enters
them. It is at these places and in gambling
hells where intemperance is seen in its
worst forms, where men’s brains are stolen
and families impoverished and starved.
And this fact is referred to simply to show
that if the sale of intoxicants must be, or
should be, prohibited, the last named
placcs should be included with the variety
theaters.

In view of these facts the proposition is
submitted to the Legislative Assembly
either to include them.all in a body in
which intoxicating drinks shall be prohib-
ited, or else to relegate the whole matter to
the municipal authorities of the places
where they exist. This disposition of the
subject would be fair to all parties con-
cerned. In fact, it is very questionable
whether any other disposition of the mat-
ter can be legally made by the Legislative
Assembly, for no body can lawlully assume
the right to legislate the sale of liquor of
apy kind out of one place into another,
and this would be the effect of the passage
of Mr. White’s Bill No. 13.

Bomtime ago Mr. Page, ol the House,
gave notice of a bill providing that the
game known as *faro’ should not be dealt
or played except in the secord story of
buildings, and prohibiting the dealing of
certain other games of chance or of per-
centage. Mr. Page would do a good ser-
vice to the people of Montana by in*roduc-
ing and pushing his bill through. The
measure i8 a good one, and meets the
hearty approval of all orderly citizens,
and of the great majority of the profes-
sional gamblers themselves. The bill
should be an iron-clad one, and prohibit,
under heavy penalties, the admission of
boys under 21 years of age into gambling
saloons.

The world does move. Time was, and
that w'thin the memory of most of our
veterans, when there was little or no sym-
pathy and a great deal of prejudice for
Irishmen and Ireland among the English
people. But now it is said the reports of
cruel and relentless evictions in Ireland
are exciting great indignation throunghout
England. Were it not for the Conservative
and Tory idea that it would establish a
bad precedent to yield too quickly to pub-
lic opinion, the evictions would be stopped

THE BALL OPENED.

Variety Theater Managers Arrested
for Violating the Sunday Law.

Rumors were flitting around the streets
Sunday morning that the proprietors of
the variety theaters would surely be
‘“‘pulled ’ that night by the courty author-
ities. One rumor was to the effect that
they were violating the law by giying nde-
cent performances, and were to be arrested
on that charge; another was to the effect
that they were selling liquor in violation of
the Sunday law, and would have to an-
swer for that; and still another that, heing
a common nuisance, they were to be
abated. DBut while nothing was done fun-
day night, warrants weresworn out szainst
the managers and proprietors of all three
variety places—the Comique, the Arion
and the Newport—yesterday forenoon.
The complaint charges them with*then and
there willully and unlawlully and know-
ingly keeping open and maintaining, and
causing to be kept open and maintained, a
certain theater and play-house on the first
day of the week, commonly known as the
Lord’s day, viz., by then and there keeping
open and maintainiag a variety theater on
the 23d day of January, A. D. 1887, at the
city of Butte,” ete.

All three complaints were sworn to by
John B. Knight. The parties were ar-
rested, and gave hond for appearance be-
fore Justice Dingevon in the sum of $200
each. Later in the day their attorney,
J. H. Duffy. appeared and entered a plea of
“not guailty” for each of the defendants—
John A. Gordon, Frederic Ritchie, Dick
Foster and Harry Osborne. The justice
set the examinations for 2 o'clock to-mor-
row, the defendants’ counsel claiming his
clients would be unable to procure the at-
tendance of desired witnesses gooner. At-
torney C. J. Walsh has been employed to
prosecute the cases.

.The complaining witness, J. B. Knight,
i, or has been, an organizer of YoungMen's
Christian Associations in Montana, and is
at present the president of the local organi-
zation of that association in Butte. He
claima to be an old-time resident of the
Territory, and a pioneer in the Yellowstone
valley seventeen years ago, at one time
being the sheriff of Custer county, where he
was known by the subriquet of “Yellow-
stone Jack.” He has 1vsided in Butte
about a year, and rece:tly entered the
employ of a prominent real estate firm of
this city.

The following is the law alleged to have
been violated :

Sec. 142. Itshall be unlawful for any
person to keep open any play house, thea-
ter, dance-house, hurdy-gurdy house, prize
ring, race track, or to keep open any bank-
ing game at cards, on the first day of the
week, commonly called Sunday, or the
Lord’s Day. Any person who shall violate
the provisions of this seetion shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and,
upon conviction thereof, shall be fined In
any sum not less than one dollar, nor
more than one hundred dollars, or by im-
prisonment in the county jail not less
than one, nor more than thirty days, or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

THE RAILROAD BLOCKADE.

Raised in Time, as the Anaconda
Smelter is Short of Coal.

The Utah & Northern have had consider-
able trouble during the past two weeks in
keeping their road open, on account of the
heavy fall of snow in and below Beaver
Canyon. Afreight train got stuck and had
to b2 shoveled out. This, of course, de-
layed traffic, both freight and passenger.
The worst place on the road was on the
hill between Monida and Williams. No
sooner was the snow-engulfed freight re-
leased and started than thestorm broke
out anew, and the cut soon drifted full
again. The company had every man em-
ployed that could be ottained, as the
blockade was serionsly nterlering with
their supplying coal to the Anaconda
smelter. That vast concera is at the pres-
ent time running to its ful capacity, and
ifthe blockade had lasted tvo or three days
longer it would have had to have closed
down anumber of its furnaces. But, if the
storm does not recommente, that dangeris
probably averted, as coalwas being rap-
idly sent to the front yesterday. The pas-
senger train due at 8 arrivid at 12 o’clock
yesterday, four hours belind time. At
latest advices last night all trains were
moving.

It is the opinion of experenced railroad
men that the trouble®ould have been in
great part, if notentirely, averted if theroad
was of standard gauge. The rarrow gauge
engines not being powerful en>ugh to force
their way through snow when 5adly drifted
and packed.

The Montana Union is dailyhaulingfrom
sixty to eighty cars (1,200 to 1.600 tons)
of ore from the mines to the smelter at
Anaconda, and so far this wirter have had
no trouble in keeping their ine open for
traffic.

A CALL FOR A HALT.

A Petition to the Legislative Assembly
Concerning H. B. No. 13,

This petition is signed by 100 of the
leading business men of Butte, including
the most substantial and influextial citi-
zens of the city. The petition exglains it-
self in unmistakable language:

Burre City, M. T., January 24,1887.
To the Honerable the Counciland House

ol Representatives of the Terrtory of

Montana—Gentlemen:

In the matter of H. B. No.13 intro-
duced by Representative White, o Deer
Lodge county, relating to ‘**Variety Thea-
tres,” your petitioners desire respe:tfully
to represent:

First. That while they recognize the bill
to be in the interest of morality and
would, under ordinary circumstances, be
favorable to its passage; yet there are i1-
dications that the evils complained of, it
abated, would only tend to foster and er-
courage the growth of other evils of stil
greater magnitude.

Second. While variety theaters are 1ec
ognized to be objectionable places of re-
sort, it is believed that the men who now
patronize them would, if they were closed
up, spend their time and money in places
where the associations are far more im-
moral, and where the victims are nightly
plundered by ‘‘sure-thing men” and cor-
rupted by open prostitution.

Third. That if the proprietors of the
variety theaters are to be denied the privi-
lege of conducting the sale of liquors, in all
fairness and justice, the gambling houses
and other saloon interests should be sub-
jeeted to similar restrictions by your hon-
orable body.

And we believe that the expression of
such a purpose by your honorable body
would immediately array against the
present bill the influence and money of the
men who have been chiefly instrumental in
seeking to foment this agitation to deprive
the vaudeville proprietors of privileges
which the said instigators propose them-
selves to monopolize.

Fourth. That while gome of the
names gigoed to the petition pre-
sented to you are of reputable and honest
men, whose intentions are above reproach,
the instigators of the movement do not be-
long to that class of citizens who have ever
been or who ever intend to bhe identified
v(;th the cause of public morality in this
city.

Fifth. That it is poesible to run & varie-
ty theatre en a plan absolutely unobjec-
tionable, and that a sweeping law, such as
proposed, would work a hardship upon
deserving men and women. While one
theatre may be totally vicious in its influ-
ence and deserves to be summarily and
permanently closed up, another conducted
on a different plan might not be open to
criticism on the score of immorality; yet

We believe that the city charter of Butte
Iqlly empowers the city council to super-
vise and regulate public performances with.
in the city limits, and unless it is the inten-
tion of your honorable body to pass a gen-
eral law regulating the sale of liquors in al}
parts of Montana, withouat prejudice or
partiality, we respectlully ask you to leave
the control of the variety theatres to the
properly constituted municipal authorities
who can suit their repressive laws to the
Varying exigencies of the situatien; and
such a course, we believe, will be followed
by the city autherities of Butte; and Your
petitioners will ever pray.

A Piano Player Seriously Wounded by
a Liguor Dealer.

About 11 o’clock yesterday forenoon a
shooting affray occurred in Gilroy's saloon,
in Masonic Temple block, on West Park
street, bet B. J.S8chlesinger and Harry
Elwes. The former is a wholesale liquer
dealer and has an office in the rear end of
the saloon.

Another report is that Elwes pulled
a pistol, but Schlesinger grabbing the pistol
hand of Elwes, pulled his own weapon
and fired the shot. Still another report is
that Schlesinger pulled his pistol and
shoved its muzzle i Elwes’ face, and as he
fired the latter threw his head to one side,
thus avoiding a fatal shot. Elwes then
pulling his pistol, and throwing it on the
floor, saying, “You muy as well finish the
business.” They were standing between the
end of the bar and adoer that leads to
a closet under the hall stairway. The ball
entered Elwes’ neck in front, to the right of
the jugular veir, passing round and coming
out near the spine and shoulder blade, and
was found imbedded in the wall near the
closet door. Elwes walked out of the sa-
loon, and meeting Marshal Jolly on the
street, told him he had been shot by
Schlesinger, then proceeded to a Main
street saloon and took a drink, then to his
room in the second story of the Houser
building, on East Park street. On arriv-
ing there he was so weak from loss of bleod
that he was unable to open his room door.
Assistance arriving, he was placed in bed,
and r. Bacon called in. The wound was
dressed, and the patient was resting easy
at two o'clock. Later in the evening he
had several fainting fits, but at midnight
waag sleeping quiet!y.

Elwes came to Butte three years ago
from the Puget Sound country, and has
been employed in the Arion since the first
opening of that resort. He is well spoken
of among his associates, as being liberal
with his money and quietly disposed.

Schlesinger was arrested and placed under
bonds of $5,000, and will have his prelimi-
nary examination on Saturday before
Judge McHatton.
