A QUESTION OF RELATIONS,

The recent discussion about the relation
of the Knights of Labor to the Church of
Rome has received such attention from the
digmtaries of that religious organization
that no room is left for doubt as to the at-
titude it will assume towards all secret la-
bor organizations. Cardinal Gibbons and
other Romish prelates who have been try-
ing to reconcile the order with the teach-
ings and traditions of the church on the

bject of secret , have, as may be
seen by THE Miser dispatches yesterday
morning, succeeded in their work. A con-
ditional toleration will be accorded the or-
der.

But a question of quite as much import-
ance to the Jaboring wen of
the country, and ome which is begin-
ning to receive the attention of the public,
is the aelation of the Knights of Labor to
other labor organizations. The original
theory that the Knights were to embrace
all others, and that the labor unions of
the United States were to become subject
to the executive officers of the Knights of
Labor, has long since been exploded as ut-
terly impracticable. To-day it is the con-
viction of many influential leaders in the
union that the influence of the Knights, as

but beneficial, and the resistance to that
influence by other labor organizations is
stronger than ever before. There is not an
instance in the past six months where its
orders have been complied with that the
results have not been digastrous to the
man who works for wages. In Ohio, New
York, Massachusetts and New Jersey, noth- !
ing but loss! The silk weavers at Paterson

and the journeymen brewers of New
York, recognizing the real source of
their trouble, have severed their

connection with the knights. A number of
bodies in a similar situation have received
charters from the American Federation of
Labor, an order of which more will be heard
in the future. The feeling is strong among
trades nnions that their interests will beat
be served by preserving their various or-
ganizations intact and free from the dicta-
tion of any general body which cannot pos-
sibly comprehend such diversified intereats.
The Knights of Labor may have a useful
fleld in which to work, with or without
ecclesiastical consent, but their influence
with the various labor unions will be leesin
the future than in the past, or else indica-
tions are greatly misunderstood.

That these relations do
Dot now exist is evidenced by the prevail-
ing dissatisfaction and violent demonstra-
tions of labor erganizations throughout the
land. That the means is at hand whereby
a unity of interests may be secured is re-
garded by many as problematical.

It is believed that such a result
can only be effected by an act of Congress,
restricting immigration.

LAND AND LABOR TALK.

Henry George spoke in Chicago one night
last week upon the subject of *‘Land and
Labor.” Mr. George is a speaker of inter-
national fame, and although his reasonings
may not always be sound or his views
practical, whatever he sayshe says well
and pointedly. Pronounced Socialists and
leading candidates upon the Labor ticket
including Mr. Nelson were present and oc-
cupied prominent places upon the stage.
The galleries were crowded and a great
many ladies were present. With these
stimulating auxiliaries at hand it will be
taken for granted that Mr. George put for-
ward his best foot and made one of his
most telling efforts. Thegentleman opened
his discourse by saying: 2

“I propose to speak to-night upon the
greatest of all great questions—the labor
question. It is one which the world over
assumes a more and more menacing form,
beside which all other questions sink into
insignificance. Norisit a class question.
It is one that concerns all who put muscle
or brains into the strife for earning their
daily bread.” This was the introductory
remark of the subject matter, and it was
greeted with great applause. Mr. George
said, among other things, that if the labor
question cou'd not be satisfactorily set-
tled our civilization would 'be doomed.
But the great social problem could not be
solved by shouting or fighting, nor could
it be done by electing one or another set of
men to office.

Then the speaker propounded the ques-
tion:** What is the labor question?” This
he proceeded to answer by saying that very
little attention had been given to the mat-
ter. Some was being paid to it just now.
Some rich men occupied leisure hours in
seeking what they did not want to find.
The labor question was simply one of too
many hands and too little work. Aye,
some would say, here is the Malthusian
theory. That theory, Mr.George held, was
not tenable in a new country like this.
Why, others would say, your view eof the
labor question is readily explained by over-
production. “Isnotthis,” thespeaker said,
amid great applause, ‘“‘an assertion that
want and suffering are here becauee thereis
too much wealth? 8o much food is pro-
duced that people have to go hungry; so
much clothing is manufactured that people
must wear their old clothes; 80 many shoes
are made that children mustgo barefooted.
How absurd! Does not all this cry about
overproduction resolve itself down to the
bare fact that what we are suffering from 13
urjust distribution ?"

Having thus briefly answered his own
question, he branches off into a discussion
of the tariff. *‘What is the tariff for?” in-
quired Mr. George. *‘For the capitalists ?
Oh, no; for the laboring man, so we are
told. To prevent outsiders from doing
our work, and at present we are devising
means to keep the foreigners out. Yet the
home laborer has to lie idle and suffer
under that very protective tariff.” Recur-
ring again to the cry of scarcity of work,
the speaker directly went to the land ques-
tion. Old country monarchies, he said,
appointed Parliamentary commissions;
we appoint Congressional committees to
find out why there was not work enough.
Buppose it were possible to send a i
sion to the high court of heaven and com-
plain of the want of work. Would not the
answer be Are all your fields tilled? Have
all resources of nature been exhausted?
Certainly nature, or God, as he preferred
to call it, Mr. George said, had created a
domain that was inexhaustible. The
fault, then, must lie in man.”

Mr. George then took up the matter of
‘“the unjust distribution of property.”
He declared that in every great city the
population of an ordinary village was
often crowded into one block, while the
whole great West had thousands of miles
of unproductive property, and yet people
were clamoring for homes. Here, Mr.
George claimed, was the very heart of the
labor question.

Coming back to a discussion of the labor
and land question the speaker insisted *'the
land question was not one thing and the
labor question another. One could mot
examine the latter without coming right
down to the other. Of course there were
many other things wrong in society, but all
together were of not so much importance
as the one of land monopoly. At the root
of all the misery and squalor of today,
right in the midst of our centers of ciwili-
zation, there must be an injustice, and that
inj was the disinheritance of our chil-
dran.

The Rhode Island legislature recently
adopted a resolutiow providingfor the sub-
mission of the question of holding a consti-
tutional convention to a popular vote at
the April election of 1889 and on each
tenth year thereafter.
