Mdebay, I. T., Jane *1.—[Special corres­
pondence of The Miner.]—Early in the his­
tory of placer on the North Sid*,
Galena silver leads were discovered, but 
until since the great discoveries of that 
character of ore on the South Fork not 
much attention was paid to such minerals, 
as the prospectors were lookingfor gold. A 
discovery of some importance was made 
a t the head of Batte galch on the Belknap 
summit, near the Monta a line. Three lo­
cations were secured, viz: The Crtesus, 
Lucky Boy aDd Bullion. These mines are 
high in lead and carry quite a per centage 
in silver. They are good sized, well defined 
veins, and are largely owned by Montan- 
iane—H. L. Frank and other* o* Butte. 
Several miles east of Murray on the divide 
between the beads of Beaver and Mill 
creeks, on the ridge seperating the North 
from the South side, is the camp of Carbon 
Centre. Here are a number of lead-silver 
mines, many of which are developed to 
that extent that they may be classed as 
paying properties. Hon. W. A. Clark and 
brother J. K., of Batte, are the owners of 
the 8unset, which i f  a fine mine and well de­
veloped. wiih thousands of tons of ore in 
sight. The Silver Tip was purchased by 
Colorado parties last falL Other leadsin 
this immediate neighborhood are being 
rapidly developed, and sales ofsome conse­
quence are likely to occur before the win­
ter’s snows commence falling.

LITTLE WAS KNOWN

of the immense galena carb o n ate  and  sil 
ver deposits of the  South F o rk  country  
until the  fall of ’85. F o r m any years  the 
celebrated M ullan wagon road  traversed  
th a t  region following the  South Fork  n v e r 
from  the sum m it of the  B itte r R oot m oun­
ta in s  to  the  lake th ir ty  miles below the 
F a th e r de Smet mission, which was estab  
lisbed ab o u t forty-six years ago. The 
N orth  and South forks unite  a b o u t ten 
miles above the  mission. The sum m er of 
85 Mr. N. S. Kellogg, a lum berm an, erected 

a  small shingle mill in the  tow n of M urray 
which failed to  be a  success. After repeated 
tria ls  to  m ake shiDgles by th is  m ethod, he 
had to  abandon  the  project. Being throw n 
o u t of em ploym ent and having no funds of 
his own. be applied to  different parties  fbr 
a  grub s take  on which to  go prospecting, 
finally Dr. J .  T . Cooper, form erly of Butte, 
and 0 . 0 . Peck, a  mechanic of M urray ou t­
fitted Mr. Kellogg with too ls and provis­
ions and  furnished him with a  sm all white 
doDkey. Mr. Kellogg pushed his way across 
the  m ountains to  the  South  F ork . There 
a re  tw o different stories regarding the  dis­
covery of the  wonderful Bunker Hill and 
Sullivan mines. At present I can only give 
one of them , which if n o t absolu tely  cor­
rect I shall be pleased a t  any tim e to  cor­
rect and  give th e  world the  true  h isto ry  of 
these immense discoveries.
