‘T'he Funeral of Nick Millen.

The remains of Nicholas Miller were
escorted yesterday by a large number of
friends from the family residence on Sev-
enth avenue to the Catholic church at one
o'clock in the afternoon. Arriving at the
church door the casket was taken from the
hearse and carried by six pall-bearers to
the front of the altar, where the usual ser-
vices for the dead were held. The Rev.
Father Imoda gave a very consoling
instruction, taking for his text, “It is de-
creed for all men once to die.” At the
conclusirn of the church services, the face
of the deceased was exposed under the
glass covering of the casket, and hundreds
of friends and relatives passed in review
taking a last look at the departed dead,
while the touching strains of the organ
gave additional solemnity to the impressive
ceremony. The metalic casket, which was
of elegant design, was covered with a cross
of white lillies and natural flowers, and the
inscription “Nicholas Millen, died Decem-
ber 21,1833, aged 51 years,” was beauti-
fully engraved upon a silver plate at the
foot of a silver crucifix. The remains were
then followed to the Catholic cemetery by
a long line of relatives and friends in
carriages, where the asperges was said by
the priest, and the body consigned to that
dust “to which thou shalt return.”

Here we found on Christmas morning a
display of grass-fed beef and mutton that
has no equal probably in the world for ele-
gance of fat and meat, flavor and juiciness
combined. The holiday meats are hung
up by the quarter and carcass, amounting
in value to about $1,500, and it is beauti-
| fully decorated with rosettes and ribbons of
red, white anu blue. To manage a busi-
ness of such proportions as Mr. Blake's he
has to employ a number of trustworthy
men, and a capital of $60,000 is
invested. His expenses amount to
$1,000 per month, and his sales reaching
from $300 to $500 per day. Boyd Dickinson
is the head butcher and stock dresser, and
has full charge at the slaughter house.
John Yopst is the man who attends to the
meat market, and to his taste Mr. Blake is
indebted for the decoration and splendid
appearance of the stalls on Christmas.
The general business is managed by Mr.
J. T. Blake, a nephew, who is ever to be
found at the meat market on lower Main
street, while Mr. James Blake does the
buying and managing of herds. The busi-
ness requires great experience and close
attention, and is profitable in proportion to
the time and care devoted to its prosecu-
tion. Mr. Blake wholesales meat on the
line of the Northern Pacific from Bozeman
to Missoula, and furnishes the dining cars
from Helena to Ainsworth, Oregon. He
has a branch meat market at Marysville,
in charge of a competent manager, who
supplies that place and Gloster. Mr.
Blake employs a force of more than a
dozen men and thirty horses. A late en-
terprise of his was to exhibit a carcass of
Montana beef in Portland, which adorns
the front of the first hotel therc. His
market, as now ornamented with choice
beef, mutton and pork, will remain in its
present holiday attire until after New
Year’s, and the finest meat exhibi-
tion ever seen in the mountains may be
witnessed there during this week and a
part of next.

Through the Bozeman Tunnel.

On Saturday last connection was made
in the heading of the Bozeman tunnel and
East and West daylight saluted for the first
time through nearly a mile of the great
subterranean bore. On Christmas day only
about thirty feet of the lower bench re-
mained to be taken out to complete the
tunnel from end to end. From the Muir
Bros., contractors, it is learned that this
stupendous piece of work will be wholly
finished not later than January 5th, and
that within five days thereafter, or not later
than January 10th, trains will be passing
through the tunnel. The track is going
down from both approaches, and the work
of leveling and ballasting will be out of the
way within the time stated. Thus the
last obtructions interfering with the cheap
and safe operation of the Rocky Mountain
division of the road is removed.
