Loxpox, May

in Trafalgar Square. About 10,000 men
had assembled in the square to make a de-
monstration against the government’s
budget proposal to increase the duty on
spirits and beer. The crowd was very un-
raly—a large proportion of it consisting of
an element in search for sport. The police

and the pressure on the speakers compelled
' them to mount the pedestal of the Nelson
monument. When from this eminence
speeches were resumed they were rendered
inandible to the andience addressed by the
uproar among the roysterers. The police |
intervened to secure silence for the orators
and then a great struggle ensuned between
the mob and police for possession of the
monument. The row lasted nearly an
hour, and the promoters of the meeting
and police were finally forced to retire,
leaving the crowd singing in trinmph,
“Rule Prittania.” Soon after the mob had
compelled the speakers to leave, it surged
down to the front of the National Club,
which faces Trafalgar Square. Every per-
son noticed entering or leaving the club |
building was mobbed. The attitude of the |
crowd was so menacing that the club
doors were closed and a messenger disy
patched to the Scotland Yard for addi-
tional police. At9 o'clock the rioters were
still in full possession of Trafalgar Square,
and Northumberland ave. was also occu-
pied by a mob of many thousand. The
police by this time had been largely re-
enforced and bad charged a number of
times upon the mob.

Revision of the Old Testament,

Loxpoxn, May 15, The arch-bishop of
Canterbury, the only person who, as yet,
has been permitted to receive a complete
copy of the revised Old Testament. Five
thousand people who were employed in
binding and packing were closely watched
to prevent a breach of trust on their part.
The Dean of Canterbury, who was a mem-
ber of the revising committee, is preparing
a paper on the revised version.

LoNDoN, May 16.—Copies of the revised |
version of the Old Testament were given
to the newspapers at midnight last night.
All the papers this morning contain copi-
ous extracts from the work. In the follow-
ing extract is given the substance of a
semi-official article prepared for the 7imes
in which some account of the work of re-
vision, with particular reference to the
American part of it, is given:

Finally, an international work of four-
teen years has come to a close. The re-
vised version of the New Testament was
issued in May, i5=1 and now the revised
Old Testament will soon be published in
all parts of the LEnglish-speaking world.
This revision is the most important event |
in the history of the English Bible since )
publication of King James's translation in
1611. The success of the Old Testament

" may not be as great as that of the new—

of which more than a million copies were
sold on the day of publication, and more
than three mallions of copies before the
close of the year—but it will probably be
more favorably received and less severely
criticised, for it involves no changes of the
Hebrew text. No other manuscripts than
the Masoritic having been discovered and
the idiom of the authorized version is
most carefully preserved out of regard for
the conservative feeling of the church in
its attachment for the language of the old
version. All the errors of translation, how-
ever, have been removed and the the re-
vision will be pronounced by every compe-
tent Bible reader to be a great improve-

ment.

The Mormon Address,
WasHINGTON, May 13.—The following

is a synopsis of the address presented by | informs the Navy Department that th

the Mormons to President Cleveland :

Mr. President :—The Latter Day Saints
assembled in general conference at Logan,
Utah, on the 6th day of April, 1855 ap-
pointed a committee to draita specific
statement of the wrongs they have suffer-
ed and are still suffering from the tyrani-
cal conduct of Federal officials. The com-
mittee thus created submitted the result of
its labors to the Mormon people yathered
in mass meetings in the several counties of
that Territory on the 2d of May, 1885, and
the people, of their owu free will, unani-
mously and enthusiastically ratified this
“declaration of grievences and protest,”
and the undersigned were delegated to
come here and formally deliver the same
to you. In the performance of this duty
we beg leave to assure you that this docu-
ment voices the unified expression of the
whole Mormon people. It 1s not the mere
dictum of the Church authorities, for the
President of the Charch had nothing
whatever todo with the preparation or
ratification of this declaration of the peo-
ples’ grievance and their protest of the
wrongs inflicted upon them. The people
wanted to have formulated the facts of
their faith which are made the cause of
complaint against them, and also a state-
ment of the acts of the men who have
been sent by the General Government to
rule over them. This has been done and
the people have approved thereof and made
it their act and deed. In the exercise of
the right guaranteed to them by the Con-
stitution of the United States, nearly 200 -
000 citizens apj eal to their fellow-citizens
for a fair hearing, and petition you for re-
dress of their grievances.

The address, after reciting their “bill of
complaint,” closes as follows:

We respectfully ask for the appointment
by the President of a Commission to fairly
and thoroughly investigate the Utah situ-

| ation, and pending its report we solemnly

protest against the continuance of this
merciless crusade.

In conclusion, Mr. President, permit us
to express the belief that a fair and con-
did investigation of the “Mormon proo-
lem” would disabuse the public mind and
remove much of the prejudice existing
against us. May we not therefore enter-
tain the hope that you will institute such
an investigation and thus open the door

for a settlement of this “vexed question.”

Mormon Affairs in ldaho.

SALT LAKE, May 14.—A special dispatch
from Blackfoot, Idaho, says: Last Satur-
day three deputies visited Paris to arrest
eight persons charged with illegal cohabi-
tation. They found an assemblage at the
meeting house of the chief Mormons, the
ones wanted being inside. The deputies
attempted to enter but were refused ad-
mission under the pretext that the meet-
ing was a private one. The doors were
locked and guarded inside and out. The
deputies were given to understand that if
they attempted to enter the house they
would be severely dealt with. Seeing no |
chance to arrest their men, the deputies
left, followed by a part of the crowd, a con-
stable being one of ther:. The deputies
went out of town until the crowd dispers-
ed. That afiernoon the deputies arrested
Sam Humphrey, out of town, and also
Simpson, and took them to Montpelier, and
on Sunday they brought the prisoners to
Blackfoot, after an attempt had been made
at Montpelier to rescue them from the of-
ficers. On Monday moring Marshal Du-
bois arrived at Montpelier, but could find
no county officers, and then searched twe |
or three houses but found no one that he |
wanted, all having fled. The Marshal had |
warrants for the arrest of nearly all the
county officer, who are polygamists.

On Friday John D. Jones, of Malad,
pleaded guilty of unlawful cohabitation
and was fined $300 and costs. About fif-
teen similar cases are on the docket and
more to come.
