to the Flathead reservation. The Com-
missioners were entertained by Agent
Ronan and also by the fathers and sisters
at the Mission. The result of their con-
ference with the Flatheads leaves the

| reservation bounded as at present, contrary

to the expectations of many Montanians,
who thought its extent would be some-
what cut down. The Commission arranged
for all wandering bands of Kalispels, Spo-
kanes and other neighboring tribes to make
permanent settlement on the reserve,
guaranteeing them the privilege of taking
up farms and holding them. Assistance
of the government in providing utensils
and buildings was also promised. A lease
was given the fathers and sisters to the
ground now used by them for school pur-
poses, the gronnd to revert to the Indians
shounld its present occupants relinquish
their residence thereon. The Commission
will soon leave Moutana to treat with
other tribes farther East. .

Grading Work.

The city has teams at work on Ewing
street grading the Catholic hill. The
ground is full of rock and blasting is re-
sorted to for excavation purposes. The
grade, as established, takes off about ten
feet at the top of the hill, but the amount
of money appropriated for the work will
only allow the removal of three or four
feet at present. As fast as the earth and
rock is removed at the top it is carted
down the hill and dumped at needed
spots between Wood street and the sum-
mit. When the work is completed there
will be an easy ascent from Wood street to
the top of the hill and as gradual a de-
cline towards Broadway. It will open
up easy communication between south and
north Helena that has long been needed.
In connection with the above it is under-
stood that three feet will be taken off the
hill on Broadway at the court house and
the required amount beyond until the
grade of Rodney street is reached. The
surface of Broadway is now three feet
above the floor of the new court house.
The work will probably be done this
season.

The
poles were formerly owned by the Western
Union, who sold them to a Butte party
under stipulation that they should not be
used by any other telegraph company, and
the Rocky Mountain corporation are now
stringing their wires to Butte upon these
poles. The Western Union applied to the
Court for an injonction to restrain the
Rocky ;Mountain Company from further

proceedings in making use of said
line of poles. Judge Wade re-
fosed to grant an injunction but

issued an order, summoning the defendants
to appear May 11th and show cause why
an injunction should not issue.

Gov. Hauser Signifies that the Herald
is a Good Guesser.

A HERALD representative to-day inter-
rupted the busy occupations of Governor
Hauser to inquire if he had any amend-
ments to offer to the plans set forth in
yesterday’s HERALD concerning the in-
tentions of the Northern Pacific or its con-
nections in gaining an entrance into Helena
to correspond with the Montana Central
and to obtain at least equal advantages for
trafic. Gov. Hauser went so far as to con-
fess that the HERALD was as a rule a good
guesser, and intimated pretty strongly that
it had a clever knack of camping pretty
close upon the trail of railroaders. Tbe
Governor intimated that he was not
altogether prepared to speak for the
Northern Pacific proper, or to verify the
intentions or purposes of the parent com-
pany, but so far aslocal and collateral
connections were concerned, which inter-
ested him more, he should undertake to
seek and realize avenues of advance into
the city that should- not suffer in point of
advantage with any other road.

Infected Districts Scheduled.

Governor Leslie has issued a proclama-
tion, setting forth that cattle from Illinois,
New York, New Jersey, Pennsyvania,
Maryland, Delaware, District of Columbia,
Virginia, Texas and Vermont, are liable to
convey disease if brought into the Terri-
tory and forbidding the importation of cat-
tle into Montana from any of these locali-
ties, except upon certificate of the Terri-
torial Veterinary Surgeon that such cattle
have been subject to a quarantine of ninety
days, and except Texas cattle that have
been driven overland all the way from
Texas, and which are accompanied by a
veterinarian’s certificate of health.

The proclamation also enjoins upon the
stock officials and law officers the enforce-
ment of the regulations therein contained.

The Work of Dynamiters.

The Dillon Zribune says: Wednesday
evening an attempt was made to blow up
the south bound passenger train between
Butte and Melrose. Giant powder was
used and the mine went off prematurely,
it is supposed, as the roadmaster acci-
dentally discovered what had taken place
and had time to flag the train, thus pre-
venting what might have been a horrible
accident.
