surplus being provided for. In addi !
tion to the main ballot there are five |
small ballots this year. One of these
is on the prohibition measure. An.
other is the initiative measure No. 11,
for the boxing bill. All who wish to
vote against the restoration of boxing
should vote against this measure
while those who favor it should, of |
course, vote for it. Then there is the
bill authorizing the issue of bonds
for establishing a twine factory at |
the penitentiary: another measure'
amending the constitution so as to |
exempt mortgages from taxation and
a second proposed amendment to the
constitution for the creation of a state
board and county board of equaliza-|
tion. The ballot itself is a huge affair
this year. The democrats, republi-|
cans and socialisas all have full tick-|
ets, national, state and county, ex:|
cept that the soclalists pass up a few
county offices. The progressive party, |
which has no candidate for president, |
has no candidates for presidential elec |
tors. This is the result of the presi-
dential primary vote, the Chicago con-
vention afterwards making the selec-
tion of electors a useless one. It
might be sald in passing, however, '
that Mr, Parker of Louisiana, the
regularly nominated candidate for vice
president on the progressive ticket,|
has come out squarely for Woodrow
Wilson and urges all progressives to
vote for him. Mr. Parker is now mak- |
ing speeches in behalf of Mr. Wilson,

The fifth column on the ballot is|
headed by the '“non-partison educa-!
