Mining Nuggets.

lFron Ai Miing hlwieal
It is reported that tin has been dis-

covered near Loveland. Col.
The graphite deposits near Hum-

boldt, 'Vis., are now being developed.
Last year's Cape (liamond export

value is put down at nearly .i 4.000,-
000.

The receipts from sales of the Has-
sick bnine during 1883 were ,654,-
175.81.

The Wickes, Montana, smelting
works are treating about 16i tons of
ore daily.

The total gold bullion yield of Brit-
ish Columbia is put at about $20,000,-
00o for 1833.

A conservative and safe calculation
places the Montana production of pure
copper for 1885 at 8o,ooo,uoo pounds.

The product of the Horn Silver
mine in Utah, during the past year
sold in New York for $5,517,982.24.

In the mining Exposition at Zacat-
ecas, Mexico, there is a specimen of
silver sulphurets weighing 18 arrobas,
or 450 pounds.

During the first quarter of 1884 the
shipments of specie from New York
were about $16,80o,670 of gold, and
$4,260,547 of silver.

Since active operations began in the
Black Hills mines in Dakota, 1,512,-
037 tons of good ore have been milled,
yielding $10,435,126.

The Committee on Weights, Coin-
age and Measures . have reported
favorably the bill to establish an assay
Oitice at I )eadwood. Dakota.

Reduction in Rates of Shipment.

The Northern Pacific has recently
made a reduction in rates for trans-
portation of ore that will commend
itself favorably to the owners of mines
producing low grade ore. The com-
pany now carries low grade ore from
[[elena and Iatte to eastern terminals
at 5 t(, per ton -a reduction of twenty
per cent. from the former rate. This
rate taken in connection with the low
rate from Duluth (by the lakes) will
render it practicable to transport ores
to Newaik and other eastern reduc-
tion works (br to New York for ship-
ment across the ocean) at about $21
per ton.

Important reduction, have also been
male in the rates upon wool, hides,
and pelts-rates for carloads of io,ooo
pounms being $1,75 per hundred, and
82 per hundred for shipments in lei:s

luantities.-Ilelena Independent.
