teimptted to throw himself Uokra it.
Tihe rider was thrown, hut, getting or
his feet, lihe ltIl the horse awlly prob-
atbly Isti yards land "Ig: i iIouttel.
The aanimal initnetliately turned anI
matde a dtus at the lsnag, impaling
himself llton it. At a:iotler time a
