When
the light was well under way on the
plains of Manassas it wasnfiltowatch
Bulge chase the half-spcut cnnnonm
balls amd shells as they rolled along
or plowed up the earth. It was while
engaged in this cheerful pastiime that
Budge lost his left foreleg; a tnnnon
ball took it clean off. We who took
an interest in him were about. that
tine too miuch engaged to look after
wounded men, much less a dog, t here-
fore Budge was left on the field as we
supposed to die, or fall into the hands
of the enemy.

"Mome days subsequent to the hat-
tIe, when we bail all returned to our
olI camping ground, who shoult colme
limping in on three legs, his tail wag-
ging like mad with joy, but oli Itulge.
Well, sir, some of the boys who wit-
tnemsid the scene just shaied tears over
the ildelity and loyalty of that dumb
brute. A surgeon of the Twent ty er-
enth New York tixed lip the stump.
and in the course of time it, heiatem.
Budge was all through the lPenusyl-
vania eampaign, and dulring the ad-
vance and retreat lie hohbllt along,
and during engagements followed his
favorite pastime, chasing cannon bulls
and shells.
