Mr. Foster ought to
send Congressman Springer a telegram
reading: "I told you so; Charles FoE-
ter."

When Mr. Cleveland and those mem-
bers of his cabinet who accompanied
him to the World's Fair returned to
Washington they found the office-

seekers smilingly awaiting them, al-
though some of the waiters openly
acknowledged that they had reached

the "hot and hungry" stage. But as

one member of the cabinet remarked,
"let them have patience, for that is
all that most of them will get."

"Uncle Jerry" Rusk has gone home,
and Washington will know him no
more, until another Republican presi-
dent is inaugurated. He will stop a

few days at the World's Fair before
again resuming his place as a Wiscon-
sin farmer. "Uncle Jerry" carries
away with him the good wishes of
everybody with whom he has come in
contact during his residence in Wash-
ington, and that is something that

can be truthfully said of few members
of any cabinet; but he deserves all
and more than can be said in his
praise. He never knew what the "big
head," that attacks so many public

otficials, was; he left Washington, as
he entered it, a plain, honest straight-
forward man, and no honor that ever
collies to him in the future can add to
the esteem in which lhe is held in Wash-
in,, ol.

'There is a condenced sermon on the

tariff question contained in the fol-

lowing remarks made in this city by
George Beard, a large iron manufac-

turer of Glasgow. Said he: "The iron
and steel trade of England and Scot-

land is sufferingz considerable depres-

sion just now, because of overproduc-

tion. The output has increased faster
than the demand. I hope you people
will soon repeal the McKinley bill, for

since it went into effect my house has
not sold a dollar's worth of sheet iron
or steel in the United States."

Civil Service Commissioner Roose-

velt, who tendered his resignation to

M r. Cleveland t% o days after his inaug-
uration, has, at Mr. Cleveland's re-
quest, withdrawn the resignation and

coaIsented to keep his present posi-
tion.

There is a general disposition here

to criticise the failure to extend invi-
tations to ex-President Harrison and
ex-Vice-President Morton to attend
the naval review and the opening of
World's Fair. It was certainly a very
unusual lack of courtesy on the part
of those who sent out the invitations.
Secretary Herbert is the guilty man,
so far as the naval review isconcerned;
but there seems to be a doubt as to
who is to blame for the failure to in-

vite them to the World's Fair. It will
be remembered that MAr Cleveland
was invited to attend the dedicatory
ceremonies, held in Chicago last Sep-
tember.

Having received all the "glory" that
could be extracted from his alleged
snubbing of the Wall street bankers,
it is now stated that Secretary Car-
lisle has not only promised to go to
New York, if another flurry occurs, to
confer with the aforesaid Wall street
bankers, but also to pay them for the
use of any gold he may find it neces-
sary to borrow from them. Verily,

this administration is a queer one,
but so is the party that put it in office.

A Spokane special to the Independ-
ent of the 8th inst. says Sheriff Pugh
received a telegram this evening from
his brother Felix, now in Choteau
county, Montana, stating that hehad
captured Bill Matthews, last of a no-
torious ganl; of cattle thieves, wno
despoiled ranches throuohout thiseec-
tion two years ago. The gang was
practically broken up at the time.

Late in January, 1891, it was
learned that Bill Matthews and John
Miles, two of the most desperate
members of the gang, were in biding
twelve miles south of this city, and
IDeputy Felix Pugh went out to arrest
them. They were ready for him and
on his arrival opened fire with Win-
chesters, Pugh receiving a bullet
through the arm.

On the following morning Miles was
found dead in the toad, with his horse
lying dead on top of him.

The man-
ner of Miles' death has al.ays been a
mystery. It is supposed somerancher
who had suffered from the deprada-
tions of the gang fired upon the out-
laws as they passed along the road.
