TEXT BOOK LAW.

Synopsis of the Measure Under Which Free
Text Books May be Furnished.

[Helena Independent.]

In addition to the school election
law, and that which provides for the
issuance of certificates to teachers,
the legislature passed, two other
measures of vital importance to the
schools of the state. One of these
was the school text book bill.

Under its provigions the governor
will appoint three persons engaged
in public school work in Montana,
and these, with the surperintendent
of public instruction, the attorne)
general, the president of the state
university and the president of the
agricultural college, will compose a
text book ecommission. The com-
mission will meet in Helepa the first
Monday in May next, and select and
adopt a uniform series of text books
for use in the public schools for the
next six years.

Under the law the superintendent
of publie instruction is to advertise
for bids for 30 days in two daily
newspapers published in Montana
for supplying the schools of the state
for the ensuing six years with the
follewing books: Spelling, reading,
supplementary reading, writing,
arithmetic, geography, grammar,
physiology and hygiene, civil gov-
ernment, history of the United States,
and in all other branches taught
in the common and graded schools.
This commission is not authorized
to select high school books.

The proposals must state the price
the books will be delivered at in Chi-
cago, to merchants in Montana, or
to school districts, and must state
the retail price at which the books
will be sold in at least one place in
each county in the state.

The publishers who supply the
geography will be required to rivise
that portion relating to Montana
at least once in three years, and the
house furnishing civil government
shall put in it at least 30 pagescover-
ing the government of Montana.

In case the commission should re-
ject the first bids, they are em-
powered to readvertise immediately,
and meet again in 30 days to con-
sider the new proposals.

The local option feature is oue in
which a considerable amount of in-
terest is taken. That provision in
the bill says that upon the petition
of 10 legal veoters in any school dis-
trict, and upon the petition of 100

town or village, filed with the board
of trustees 15 days preceding a regu-
Jar annual election of trustees, the
question of the district providing
free text books must be submitted.
If it carries, and there is not sufficient
money in the school fund to pay for
the books, then, the county com-
missioners must levy a tax sufficient
to pay for the books.

The bill takes effect immediately,
and if the question is to besubmitted
to the people of Montana this year,
those interested havs not many days
in which to get up the petition, and
have itsigned.

LATEST GANE LAW.

Provisions of the Measure Enacted by the
‘*Late Lamented."’

A new game law is now in full
force and effect in Montana and it is
one that has the approval of all
devotees of the rod and gun, many
of whom worked enthusiastically in
favor of its enactment.

The killing of bison, buffalo, quail,
Chinese pheasant, beaver and moun-
tain sheep is absolutely prohibited.
Not more than two moose or elk
may be Killed in any season and the
open season for these animals is from
Sept. 15 to Nov. 15.

The open season for deer, antelope
and Rocky mountain goat is from
Sept. 1 to Jan. 1 and not more than
six of either may be Kkilled in one
year.

Dogs in the chase are prohibited.
Not more than 20 grouse, prairie
chickens, feol hens, pheasants or par-
tridges may be killed in one day, and
the open season for these birds is
from Aug. 15 to Dec. 15.

The open season for ducks, geese,
brants and swans is frem Sept. 1 to
May 1.

Singing birds shall not be killed;
and the nests of birds of all kinds
are protected from despoliation.

It is unlawful to trap, or other-
wise cateh, or restrain, for sale or
domestication, any buffalo, elk,
moose, or mountain sheep.

A pole, line and hook are the only
legal implements for fishing, except
below the Great falls of the Missouri,
where a two-inch seine may be used.

The sale of trout and grayling is
prohibited.

Dynamitting for fish is a peniten-
tiary offense.

The sale of any of the birds or ani-
mals mentioned is prohibited; and
w0 is Kkilling for hide or bead.

One-half of every fine will ge to the
informer.

A screen, with meshes not exceeding
one inch square, shall be maintained
from July 1 to Nov. 1 at the head of
every ditch or flume from a stream
containing trout or grayling.

Penalties for violation of the law
are very severe.

NOT THIS YEAR.
Agent Joknstom Says the Burlingten Will
Not Extend its Lines This Season.

W. W. Johnston, commercial agent
of the Burlington road, was inter-
viewed in Billings last week by a
Gazette reporter concerning the re-
ports that his road would build from
Huntley to Great Falls this season.
Mr. Johnston said:

“The newspapers,” said he, “have

been building the Burlington ount of
Billings ever since the shrill shriek of
a Burlington locomotive first awoke
the echoes in the Big Horn canyon
and reverberated up and down the
rugged steepes of the historic battle-
field where fell Gen. Custer and his
brave troopers. The rumor con-
cerning the alleged extension has
lately been revived by the Great
Falls Leader and that paper is now
engaged in telling a listening world
that it has information which itsays
war secured from official sources
—that the Burlington will immedi-
ately build to that city: that mate-
rial for the construction has been laid
down in Billings. As to the first
part of the assertion I am in total
ignoranceconcerning its authenticity,
but as to the last, it has no founda-
tion in fact. The Burlington has no
material in Billings or anywhere else
that 1 know of for an extension of
ite lines, and it is undoubtedly the
intention of the company ultimately
to build te Butte and several differ-
ent routes have already been sur-
veyed. [ have heard talk that the
road was considering the advisabil-
ity of running its line to the south of
the National park, tapping Jackson’s
Hole and reaching Butte via the
Teton country. The most favorable
route, however, and the one which
may be adopted when the Burling-
ton gets ready to baild, is up the
Musselshell from the present termi-
nus at Huntley. 1 believe the ob-
jective point is Butte, but just when
or by what route the extension will
be built I am not prepared to say.
“Our traffic agreement with the
Northern Pacific is still in force and
while the existing conditions are
such that it ceuld be abrogated at
any time by the latter road, it is not
likely to be.
Our relations are perfectly friendly
and willundoubtedly remainso. No,
I don’t look for the Burlington to
build out of Billings this year.”
