The organization of another elec-
tric light company and the install-
ing of a plant in Lewistown is being
agitated by several gentlemen who
are able to carry the plan into execu-
tion and give the public satisfactory
service if they should decide to pro-
ceed. Although Lewistown already
has one plant, the service is so poor
that citizens are Ibecomingaroused,
not only because their houses or
stores are so poorly lighted but be-
cause reading by the light is work-
ing such injury to the eyes. For a
month past many houses have fre-
qluently haul to light lampsnll in addi-
tion to the electrics and at Culver's
hall 8aturday night it was noted
several gentlemen lighted matches
in order to read the programs, which
was a dangerous proceeding, when
the hall was so crowded. With the
magnificent water power and price
being paid there is no excuse for such
a service as during the past month
and it is little wonder that the public
are dissatisfled.

Probably the largest audience
which ever assembled in Culver's
hall was that in attendance upon
the school entertainment Saturday
evening. The tableaux "Cinderella"
had been prepared by Misses Glancy
and DeBord and the costumes and
stage settings were good, the effect,
however, being injured by the light
which was not thrown to the beet
advantage. Probably the best num-
bers on the program were the sing-
ing of "Montana," a prize song by
Mises S. Mackey, supported by four
other young girls, and "Fairy Moon-
light" by the same quintet. The
drills by the younger children dis-
played long training on the part of
the teachers and good results,
though the maneuvres were possibly
too prolonged. A farce by Walter
Lehman and Johnnie Campbell, re-
lieved the program considerably.
Other numbers were also good and
no doubt would have been better
had the teachers undertaken the prep-

aration of a shorter program. The
receipts were about 9175 and as
the expenses did not exceed $25, at
least $150 will have been realized for

the purchase of new books for the
library, and pupils and parents
should be sincerely grateful to the

I teachers for their efforts.

Tresurer Cook Informs as that the
new license law I. amendatory of the
old statute, comparatively few chan-
ges being made.

Wholesale liquor licenses are now
$100 semi-annually, instead of based
upon sales as formerly. Liquor can-
not be sold to be drank upon the
premises.

Brewers now pay $5 per month In-
stead of $1•.0.

Laundries (other than steam or
where less than two women are em-
ployed) pay $10 per quarter.

The phraseology of the section im-
posing a license for hotels and ree-
tuarants in the old law was so de-
lective that enforcement was Im-
practicable; this has been corrected.

The section requiring the payment
of $1 fee in addition to the regular
license was repealed, as well as the
sections requiring a lieense for stal-
lions, jacks and bulls.

Billiard tables pay $3.T5 Instead of
$7.50 as under the old law.

A most Important section of the
new law I. that imposing a penalty
of 10 per cent for not procuring a
license prior to opening of any busi-
ness for which a license Is required.
The section is as follows:
See. 4084. Every person who com-

mences or carries on a business,
trade or profession, or calling for
the transaction or carrying on of
which a license is required by the
provisions of this act, without taking a
out or procuring a license as herein
prescribed, or who shall violate any
of the provisions of this act, shall
be punished as provided in section
780 of the Penal code, and in addi- U
tion thereto shall be liable to a pen-
alty of ten per cent of the amount of
the said license, which said penalty
must be added to the amount of said
license and collected by the county
treasurer at the time of the collec-
tion of the i5cense, but the payment I
of said panalty shall not in any
event relieve any person from the
prosecution provided for in section
780 of the penal code.

Bosro., March 26.-The Boston
Commercial Bulletin will say tomor-
row of the wool market: Last week's
activity has developed a further
boom. All previous records of weekly
sales are broken. Michigan wool has
advanced to 18 cents and the terri-
tory climbed to 40c, the highest price

paid since the repeal of the McKinley
tariff. One lot of scoured wool was
sold three times in three hours, each
time at a profit. Sales in Boston for
the first three months of 1 97 are
three times as large as those of the
three months last year. The sales in
Boston alone, since Jan. l,exceed the
amount of wool ever sold in an
entire year at any time in any other
American market.
