CHeCAno, July 2.-There was a fair
Friday supply of cattle. The de-
mand was about as good as it
usually is so late in the week, and
prices were barely steady at yester
day's quotations. Sales were on a
basis of $3.75@5.75 for the poorest to
the best native beef steers. Only a
small percentage sold as high as $5,
and sales were largely at $4.25@4.85.
The best calves sold at $7. Stocker

and feeder trade was not specially
good, but the prices of smaller offer-
ilngs firmed up in consequence of
smaller offerings, choice feeders being
decidedly scarce. Texas cattle were
steady and good Missouri and N(-
braska fed lots brought $4@425.

Sheep-A lower range of prices pre-
vailed, although the demand was

better. Spring lambs sold for [$3•
5.40 and sheep sold at $~3.75, fed
westerns, Mexicans, and Texans

comprising the larger part of the
offerings. The last of Colorado fed
lambs were marketed and brought
$1.85, their average weighlt being K2
pounds.

Tir m D ssti Smple Teas As Upwd J-mp

BoeTON, July 2.-The Commercial
Bulletin will say tomorrow of the
wool market: The bottom of the
wool market was reached in August,
1883 Just before the Vermont election.
At that time fine staple Wyoming
wool was sold in the Boston market
at 35 cents per scoured pound. This
week fine Idaho staple has been sold
in the Boston market on a basis of
33 cents per scoured pound, an a'd-
vance of 13 cents a scoured pound.
This price and other prices that have
risen to correspond make the highest
level reached since July, 1896.

Growers in Montana are getting 12
cents a pound for wool. A year ago
they were shipping wool on consign-
ment with no advances but that of
the cost of freight

Sales of the week are 5,001,000
pounds of domestic and 5,084.000
pounds of foreign, against 2,850,000
pounds of domestic and 3,896,000
pounds of foreign last week, and
1,447.000 pounds of domestic and
541,000 pounds of foreign for thesame
week last year. The sales to date
show an increase of 45,506,800 pounds
of domestic and 76,845,700 pounds of
foreign over the sales to the same
date in 1896. " Receipts to date show
an increase of 302,941 bales of foreign.

SARING8 BY STEAM.

A Specal Trm Cfardre a crowd • spee the

Mahame is Opertam.

[(reat Fall Tribune.)
Yesterday morning a special train

left for the Power ranch near Steele.
on the Great Falls & Canada road,
to see the new steam shearing ma-
chines in use there and inspect the
work. There were about 35 sheep
men and others interested in the
crowd, and they had a very pleasant
trip, arriving at their destination
about 10:30 a. m. and leaving again
shortly after noon.

The machines are what are known
as the Wooleley machine. They are
the invention of theyoungest brother
of the present commander-n-chlef of
the British army, Lord Woolaley,
who was in the sheep business in
AustraHa. It I. said that these ma-
chines are in general use there and
Woolsley has made a fortune out of
the invention. It can scarcely be
said that there is anything new or
novel about the machine. It works
very much as the knife of a mowing
machine works, guards coming be-
tween the knife and the skin of the
sheep. The power to run the knife
comes from a flexible rope, which
works on the same principle that is
employed in the drilling machine one
sees in a dentist's office, only the
power is supplied from a steam
a--na

The advantages claimed for the
machine are as follows:

First-A longer staple is necered.
as the machine cuts very evenly and
closer to the skin. It is claimed that
at least a quarter of an inch is added
to the length of the fiber and conse-
quently the wool will bring a better
price per pound and there will Ibe
more of it. The gain in quantity is
estimated at about a pound per
head the first year and 10 ounces
afterw anrd.

Second-It is clulimed that with
the machine a larger number of
sheep can be sheared on an average
than by hand with less hard work to
the shearer and much more safety
to the sheep, it being very seldom
that a sheep gets cut with the ma-
chine, and then it cannot be more
than a mere nip.

The plant at the Power ranch con-
slate of 22 machines, although they
were not all in operation yesterday.

This plant can turn out about
3,000 head a day. One of the men
sheared 165 sheep Friday last, and
the same man turned out 192 sheep
in 10 hours in Wyoming with the
machine a few weeks ago. Most of
.the men working are green hands
with the machine, but they average
85 in 10 hours.

The machines cost $70 each, includ-
ing everything necessary, and a one-
horme power engine will run six ma-
chines.

Power Bros. have 23,000 head to
shear and they are paying 9 cents
per head, 7 cents of which goes to
the shearer and the other 2 cents to
the machine. The latter are under
the charge of J. D. Holliday, who
courteously sbowed the visitorn
about and explained everything to
them.
