EXPORTS INCREASING.

Great increase During Past Year in Exporta-
tion of Breadstufls.

—

WasHINGTON, Feb. 9.—A statistical
review of the import and export
trade of the United States in agri-
cultural products is given in a bul-
letin of the United States department
of agriculture, in which data concern-
ing 85 items of export and 103 of im-
port are tabulated and compared.
A comparison of agricultural and
non-agricultural produets, with the
percentage of each, is made, showing
a slightly increased percentage
of agricultural products ex-
ported and a large increase in
the value both of the agricultural
total exports for 1897 as compared
with 1896. Of the total value of ex-
ports for 1897 ($1,032,007,063), G6.84
per cent, or $689,755,193, was agri-
cultural; and of this amount $501,-
432,972, or 72.70 per cent. was of veg-
etables and $188,322 221, or 27.30 per
cent. of animal products.

The total of agricultural imports
for 1897 was $400,5871,468, ot which
71.42 per cent. was vegetable pro-
ducts.

Tne North American Review for
February contains a brilliant and
witty essay by Miss Frances M. Ab-
bott on “A Comparative View of the
Woman Suffrage Movement.”” An
argument either for or against wo-
man ruffrage, the writer declares,
would seem out of date at the pres-
ent time.
