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COCAINE IN SURGERY.

The anesthetic properties of co-
caine when used as a hypodermic in.
Jection have been known for many
years, but until recently only minor
surgical operations on the external
parts of the body have been performed
with its aid, and cocaine has been
classed as merely a local anaesthetic.
Its future has, however, suddenly been
opened along new and startling lines,.
says a writer in Popular Science
Monthly. by the dlscovery that when
it is Injected into the spinal cord it
causes a total loss of sensation below
the point of puncture, so that the most
elaborate and dificult operations may
be carried on while the patient chats
pleasantly with the surgeon and his
attendants.

This discovery, like so many others
in medical science, has been reached
only by successive stages of experi-
ments made by men of various nation-
alities until finally culminating in prac-
tical results. These experiments have
been reported in medical journals from
time to time in the last fifteen years,
but the discovery needed a dramatic
setting to bring it effectively before the
medical fraternity, and this it obtained
at the medical congress held In connec-
tion with the Paris exposition. At the
clinics of M. Tuffler on the occasion,
with all nations for eyewitnesses, one
operation after another was performed
on patients who were perfectly con-
clous and yet were absolutely insensl-
ble to pain below the nipple line. His
feats were the talk of tie congress.
Many of the most famous surgeons of
the world were present and saw how
comparatively simple it was, after first
rendering the point of puncture insen-
sible with a little cocaine, to canes the
patient to lean forward, as if scorch-
ing on a bicycle, thus straining the ver-
tebrm slightly apart, when It was easy
to insert the hypodermic needle until
the appearance of a few drops of the
spinal fluid showed that the cord had
been tapped and then to attach the
syringe and inject the cocaine solution.

In some of these operations the pa-
tlents left the operating table with al-
most no unpleasant sensations, yet nla
the majority there were dizziness, nau-
sea and frightful headache, which In
some cases lasted as long as eight days
in spite of every effort to bring relief.
These disagreeable after effects, for
which as yet no remedy has been
found, together with the fact that con-
sciousness In the patient, even though
no pain is felt, is undesirable both for
himself and the operator In such eases
as the removal of a limb, must prevent
this new anaesthetle from rivaling sue-
essafully chloroform and ether, except
in those not Infrequent eases when the
use of these latter would be dangerous
on account of a weak heart, tendencies
to asthma or other complications. But,
though cocaine cannot at present take
the place of other anesthetics, it has
given a hint of what may be developed,
and doubtless experiments with it will
be continued. The ideal, absolutely safe
and universally applicable general an-
-esthetle Is not yet discovered, but un-
questionably a new way has been
pointed out, and within a few years
the results of scentific experiments
may justify the hope that has sprung
up with this method of cocalnlsing the
splnal cord.

Even the lightest waves genes
ate the light, while the heaviest storms
fail to put it out. Furthermore, In this
device wave action also operates a
large bell, three resounding strokes
being given before every flash of the
light. These buoys are now belng
largely employed in the shallow water
along the German const.
