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MAGANESE IN MONTANA,

Lewis- | Mincral Discovered in Large Quanti.

ties Near Virginia City,

Notwithstanding the tfact that the |
United States geological survey claim
ed that there was no maganese ore |

1 the United States, and no maganege
tat all except what lay loosely sifted
in the sand, two Virginia citizens
| have disproved the claims of the sur-
vey, says the Virginia City Madison-
| ian. They are M. B, Davis and Chas.
L. Girove. The mine in question be-

longs to the gentlemen above mention-
ed and to Messrs. George P, Dodge
and D. H. Duncan of Denver,

The ore occurs as pyPfomsite, which
is a combination of firon and mag-
anese, 40 per cent maganese, Of

course the maganese is easily oxidized
in which form it is dangerous, causing
paralytic afflictions and other dis-
turbances of the nervous system,

Maganese {8 absolutely necessary
in the manufacture of high grade
steel.

Acting upon the assumption that
there was no maganese in any part
of the world except Cuba and far
southern islands, the United States
steel corporation refused to listen to
the Montana people who discovered
the valuable deposits. Now, however,
we understand that they are among
the underground bidders on the prop-
erty, and Mr. Davis, as agent of his
company, may receive the the largest
bid for them.

When distant from manufacturing
centers maganese g of no value ex-
cept when it is of high grade and eas-
ily reducible. In Cuba the maganese
is gotten out of the ground, but even
when rolled and separated physically
it is not as high grade as this ore—
it does not contain the amount of
maganese which the deposits out here
yield. Maganese is of absolutely no
value unless of high grade. When
asked as to how the maganese would
be gotten out of the ground, Mr. Davis
stated that it would be quarried like
stone,

“One peculiarity maganese has,"
continued Mr. Davis, “is that when
used alone it renders steel highly mag-
netie, but when alloyed slightly with
nickel, the product is non-magnetie.”

As Mr. Daviz previously said, all
the maganese for the steel companies
was imported from Cuba, Brazil and
Russia. The ore from Russia is not
nearly so valuable as the southern
ore,

The people of the Great Falls steel
plant say that there is maganese in
Jefferson county. Mr. Davis said he
thought the Madison county deposit
the first in the state and was not
aware of any ore in Jefferson county,

If any steel concern is hunting for
maganese ore, Madison county is the

place,

In form, the Madison county man-
agers looks lke vast ledges in the
ground, which could be mined with
little diffieulty, The vein seems from

36 to 52 feet deep,
