to bring about their prompt settlement.

A number of the Artnenians having ar-
rived at our ports, an order has lately
Ieen obtained from the Turkish govern-
ment permitting the wives and children
of such refugees to bring them here. It
is hoped that hereafter no obstacle will
be imposed to prevent those who seek to
avoid the perils which threaten them in
Turkish dominion.
Ou'r recently appointed consul to Er-

zeroum is at his post and discharging the
duties of his office, though for some un-
accountable reason his formal exequator
from the sultan has not been issued. I do
not btliive: that the present sombre pros-
pect in Turkey will be long permitted to
offend the sight of Christendom. It so
mars the humane and enlightened civiliz-
ation that belongs to the close of the 19th
century that it seems hardly possible thitt
the earnest demand of good people
throughouf the Christian world for its
corrective treatment will remain unan-
swered.

ON T'Iill CUIIAN INSURRECTION.

RIecengu ition of Ilelligerency Mr.
Cleveland Deems Unwise.

The insurrection in Cuba still continues
with all its perplexities. It is difficult to
plerceive that any progress has thus far
bIeen made towards the pacification of the
island, or that the situation of affairs as
depicted in my last annual message has
in the least improved. If Spain still holds
lavana and the seaports and all the con-

sideraldle towns, the insurgents still run
at will over at least two-thirds of the
isl:andt country. The determination of
Spain to put down the insurrection seems
hut to strengthen with the lapse of time
and is evidenced by her unhesitating de-
vorlon of largely increased military and
naval forces to the task. There is much
reason to believe that the insurgents have'
gained in number, character and re-
sources, and are none the less Inflexible in
their resolve not to succumb without
practically securing the great object for
which they took up arms. If Spain has
not yet re-established her authority,
neither have the insurgents yet made
good their claim to be regarded as an in-
dependent state. Indeed, as the contest
has gone on, the pretense that civil gov-
ernment exists, on the island, except so
far' as Spait is able to maintain it. has
been practically refuted. Spain does keep
on foot such a government, more or less

'imperfectly, in 'the large towns and the
immediate suburbs; but that exception be-
ing made, the entire country is either
given over to anarchy or Is subject to the
military occupation of one or the other

party. It it reported, indeed, on reliable

E authority, that at the demand of the com-
mander-in-chief of the insurgent army
the putative Cuban government has now
given up all attempt to exercise its fune-
tions, leaving that government confessed-
ly (what there is best reason for suppas-

S ing it always has been in fact) a govern-
ment merely on paper.

Of (Great C.IICernI to Us.
The spectaaeo of the uitter ruin of ain

adjoining country. by nature one of I he
most fertile and chareing on the whole
globe, would engage the serlo s attention
of the government and the people of tlhe
United States in any circumstances. In e
ioint of fact, they have concern with it
which is by no means of a wholly ston-
timental character. It lies so near to us
as to be only partly separated from our
territory. Our actual pecuniary interest
in it is second only to that of the pieoiple
and government of Spain. It is reason-
ably estimated that at least from thirty
to iifty million dollars of American cap-
ital are invested in plantations and rail- 1
roading, mining and other business elnter- t
prises on the island. The volumen of trade
between the United States and Cual. '
which in ISS9 amounted to about n4,0 l(llit . t
lose in 1896 to about $103 000o.00, vndl in 1!!t 1.
the year before the plresent insurroetion t
broke out, amounted -to nearly $90(.000,000.

Involvedn in Other Wnays.
Besides this large iecuniary stalke ihn

the fortunes of Cuba, the Unitel States
finds itself inextricably involved in thei
piresent contest in other ways, Iboth vex- n
utious and costly. .

Out lii ibusi•erling.

•he United States is conmplled to tan ;it-
ive policy along the line of sea coa;t
against unlawful expleditions, the (esc.alp
of which the utmost vigilance will !tot
always suffice to preventi. Tlhce inevi-
table entanglements of the Ulnited Stat rg
with the rebellion in Cuba, the I. rg.-
American pt opetrty affec:ed, and consid-
erations of philanthiropy and with h-it
inanity in general, have led to a vehement
demand in various quarters for some sort
of positive intervention on the part of the
United States.

Ca.n't Receognize elligerency.
It was at lirst proposed that belligrc-

enL rights should be accorded the Iu-
surgents, a proposition no longer weight-.
ht cause untimely and inlmpral:ticable, :Il
operation clearly perilous and injurious to
our interests. it has since ellen allt 1S
now sometimes contended that the inde-
pendence of the insurgents should . he
recognized, but imperfect and restricted
as the Spanish government of the island
mnay be, no other exists there unless the
will of the military ofticer in temporary
command of the insurgents catl be dig-
nilied as a species of government. It is
new also suggested that the United States
should buy the island, a suggestion pos-
sibly worthy of consideration if there were
any evidences of a desire or willingness
on the part of Spain to entertain such a
lncposal. It is urged, finally, that all
other methods failing, the existing inter-
necine strife in Cuba should be terminat-
ed by our intervention, even at the cost
of war between the United States and
Spain-a war which its advocates conli-
dently prophesy could neither be large in
its proportions nor doubtful in its issue.
The correctness of this forecast need be

neither affirmed nor denied. The United
States has, nevertheless, a character to
maintain as a nation, which plainly dic-
tates that right, and not might. should be
the rule of its conduct.

Have Territory Enough.
I'urther, though the United States is

not a nation to which peace is a necaes-
sily, it is in truth the most ,pacitic of
powers, and desires nothing so much as
to live in amity with all the world, Its
own ample and diversified domains, sati.s-
fying all possible longings for territory,
[precludes all claims of conquest and Ipre-
vents any casting of covetous eyes upon
neighboring regions, however attractive.
That our conduct toward Spain and her
dominions has constituted no exception
to this national disposition is made man.
ifest by the course of our government,
not only thus far during the present
insurrection, but during the 10 years that
followed the rising at Yara in 1868. No
other great power, it may safely be said,
under circumstances of similar perplex-
ity, would have manifested the same re-
straint and the same patient endurance.
It may also be said that this persistent
attitude of the United States towards
Spain In connection with Cuba unques-
tionably evinces no slight respect and re-
gard for Spain on the part of the Ameri-
can people. They, in truth, do not for-
get her connection with the discovery of
the western hemisphere, nor do they un-
der-estimate the great qualities of the
Spanish people, nor fail to fully recognize
their splendid patriotism and their chi-
valrous devotion to the national honor.
They view with wonder and admiration1
the cheerful resolution with which large
bodies of men are sent across thousan[ls
of miles of ocean and an enormous debt
accumulateu by the country in posses-
sion of the gem of the Antilles. Cuba
may still hold its place in the Spanish
crown, and yet neither the government
nor the people in the United States have
shut their eyes to the course of Spain :n
Cuba, or have failed to realize the ex-
pense. The conceded grievances which
have led to the present revolt from the
authority of Spain, grievances admitted
by' the queen regent and by the cortes

-voiced by the most patriotic and enlight-
Sc'ed of Spanish statesmen without re-
:gard to party, are demonstrated by re-

forms proposed by the executive and Lp-
proved by the legislative branch of the
Spanis:h government. It is in the assumed

It is, tierefole, fervently hop.d on all grounds
that earnest efforts for healing the breach be-
t'I.' sit ipaill 'nitd It:e insurgents in Cuba upon
the lines above indicated may be at once in-
atlgurated and pushed to an immediate sue-
cessfual issue. The friendly offices of the United
States, either in the manner above outlined
or in any other way consistent with our con-
stitution and laws, will always be at the dis-
posal of either party. WVhatever circumstances
lay arise, our policy andi our interest would

cttnstrain us to object to the acquisition of the
island or an interference with its control by
aily other power.

Patience WVill Soon Cease.
It shotuld be ,ldeid that it can not be reason-

ably assumed that tile hitherto expectant atti-
tudle of the United States will be indefinitely
maintained. While we are anxious to accord
all due reselct to the sovereigtlty of Spain, we
(ain neot view the pending conflict in all its
features and properly apprehend our close re-
lations to it and its possible results without
c nsidering that by the course of events we
llay lie drawn into such an unusual and unlpre-
e toented condition as will lix a limit to oiur
patient waiting for Spain to ,itd the contest,
,-ithlle allone and in her owtn way, or with our
frienslly so-opJeration. When the inability of
Spain to deal suceessfully with the insurgents
Ihec Ile et~ln manitfest and it is demonstrated
that sovereignty is extinct in ('uba for all pur-
p•ses of its rightful existence, and when the
sltruggle fo: re-establishment has degeneratid
into a. strife which means nothing ilore than
the useless sacrilie of humnan life and . ,,t-
tIor destruction of every subject matter of the
Penflict. a situationl is presented in whlicih our

,li4atits to the sovereignty of Spain will be
superseded by higher obligati. ns, whieh we can

Ih cferring the choice of ways and methods
until the time for action arrives, we should
mlake thei depenld unlon the precise condlitions
then existing; and they shoull not be deter-
mined upon without giving careful ieed to ev-
ery consideration involving our honor and in-
t:rest, or the international duty we owe to
Spain. Until we face the contingencies sug-
gested, or the situation is by other incidents
imlperatively cihanged, we should continue in
the line of conduct heretofore pursued, thus
in ill circumstances exhibiting our obedience
to, the requirements of public law and our re-
gard for the duty enjoined upon us by the posi-
tion we occupy in the galaxy of nations. A
c~llltelipnlation of emergencies that may arise
shoull plainly lead us to avoid their creation
either through a careless disregard of present
duty or even an undue stimulation and ill-
tinmed expression of feeling. But I have deemed
it not amiss to renmind the congress that a time
may arrive when a correct policy and care for
our interests as well as a regard for the in-
terests of other nations and their citizens, join-
ed by considerations of humanity and a desire
to see a rich and fertile country intimately re-
lated to us saved from complete devastation,
wi!l constrain our government to such action
as will suliserve the. interests involved and at
the same time promise to Cuba and its inhabi-
tants an opportunity to enjoy the blessings of
eIeace.

0''E1 •11R MINORI FOREIGN MATTERS.

VlenIzeLla No Longer in Controversy
-('onsula r Allpointlt en is.

The Venezuelan question has ceased to be a
matter of difference between Great Britain and
Ithe United States, the respective governments

having agreed upon the substantial provisions
of a treaty between Great Britain and Venez-
uela, submitting the whole controversy to ar-
bitration. The provisions of the treaty are so
eminently just and fair that the assent of
Venezuela thereto may confidently be antici-
patled. Negotiations by a treaty of general
arbitration for all differences between Great
Britain and the United States are advanced and
promise to reach a successful consummation at
:It early date.

Consullar Civil Service.
The scheme of examining applicants for cer-

tain coisullir positions to test their competency
and fitness, adopted under an executive ordler
issued on September 20, 1895, has fully demon-
strated the usefulness of this innovation. in
connection with this plan of examination, pro-
motions and transfers of deserving mncunbents
have been quite extensively made with ex-
cellent resnlts.

Iuring the past year 35 appointments have I
been made in the consular service, 27 of which
were made to fill vacancies caused by death or
resignation or to supply newly created posts,
two to succeed incumbents removed for cause,
two for the purpose of displacing alien consular
officials by American citizens and four merely
changing the official title of the incumbent
from commercial agent to consul. Twelve of
these appointments were transfers or promo-
tions from other positions under the department
of state, four of those appointed had rendered
previous service in the department, eight were
made of persons who passed a satisfactory ex-
amination, seven were appointed to places not
included in the order of September 20. 195, and
four appointments as above stated, involvell no
change of incumbency.

The inspection of consular offices, provided
for by an appropriation for that purpose at the
last session of the congress, has been productive
of such wholesome effects that I hope this im-
portant work will in future be continued. I
know of totlting tl at , an he d;ote with the same [
slight expense so improving the service.

I desire to repeat the recommendation con-
t! ained in my last annual message in favor of
providing at ,public expense official residences
for our amhassadors and ministers at foreign
capitals. The reasons supporting this recom-
mendlation are strongly stated in the report of
the secretary of state and tile subject seems of
such importance that I hope it nay receive the
early attention of congress.
