Before the close of bl:nk-
ing 'hours the excitement had complet:ely
died out.

ON SALMON INVESTIGATIONS.

Fish Co jlunnission T'ells the EIst
About the ('Cinook Salnlon.

Washington, Dec. 22.-The report on
salmon investigations conducted by the
United States fish commission in the head
waters of the Columbia river in Idaho,
has been complleted and !iublishcd. The
inquiry was begun July 211 of last year,
and both the large and small fish had

reached tit2 Idaho !:'s then. Tlhe im-

portant results of the investigation are
summed up as follows:

It is probable both the large and small
forms of red tish are anadromous, though

the evidence that the smaller comes from
the sea is not complete. The mutilations,
sores, fraying out of hils, etc.. are prae-
tically rcircived subsequent to reaching

the spawn•ing grounlds. The red lish all
die soon after spa'wnin

g
.

The young red tish riinain in the lakes

and connecting water at lea<t one year

;af tir the eggs are Sl)tawntid. The Chinook
salmon which come to these water's die
after spawxning. The yountg Chinook
salmon appear to remain for alout onlt
year afte'r the egg's are laid linear whe\

thiy are hatched.

CIVIL SERVICE UNI)ER D)EBATE.

Attempt to Abolish the Commlission
Overwhelmingly Defeated.

Washington, Dec. 2.--The house today
passed the legislative, executive and ju-
dicial appropriation bill, and then ad-

journed for the holiday recess.
This is the first time in the history of

congress that the legislative bill has
Ieen passed before the holidays.

The day was devoted to the annual de-
bate of the civil service law and as usual
the attempt to strike out the provision
for the commission was overwhelmingly
defeated.

The bill as passed carries $22,36').:;,
$36.375 more than the current bill.

Mr. Baker of New IIampshire attacked
the method of administering the civil
service laws under the prl'esent admin;s-
trations. He asserted that 106 Georgian.-,
had been allppointed to places in the in-

terior department by this ;tlministra-
tion; that of the S6 dismissals froml the
department, 15 were ve'ter1lns. tandl thlat
the treasury department also hilt dis-
criminated against republica-ns ill 'pi-

pointments and dismissals, lea;vintg but
one relpublican in the secre't servictc.

nlder the spoils system the lpilblic bus-
iness had been better hIadld i1hil Iinow.
when clerks are kept undelr secret espi-
onage aind arel no better off than f;atory

hitnds. Yet the civil servitet comminssion

had never protested against such mal-

administration.

FIRE AT NEW BRUNSWICK, N. J.

The Largest Building in Town Des-
troyed.

New Brunswick, N. J., Dec. 21.-One of

the most destructive fires that has oc-

curred in this place for several years broke

out at 1:30 this morning in Allen's build-

ing, which is i;uateC at the corner cf

George and Albany streets. The building
is 150 feet front on George street and 220
feet on Albany street and contains Allen's
theater, the common council chambers of
New Brunswick and the traction coml-
pany's office, also the Masonic rooms. On
the ground floor is Leonard Scheibig's
cafe. The fire started in the rear of the
stage and quickly gutted the building.

John O'Brien, stage manager of the the-
ater, was found lying on a trunk in an un-
conscious condition. He was carried out
by firemen. Joseph Castner and wife were
found on the fourth floor of the burning

building, running from one room to anoth-
er. They were also rescued.

The whole tire department was summon-
ed to the scene. The adjoining proper;y is
threatened.

The burned building is owned by the
Newark Building Association, having bb-en
built in 1272 at a cost of $240,000, and it is
said to be the largest in the city. The
causec of the fire is unknown.

TOMMY RYAN WON THE BATTLE.

Fought hilly tleCartlhy to a Stand-
still in Seven Rounds.

Buffalo, Dec. 21.-Tommy Ryan of Sy-
racuse won the fight from Billy McCar-
thy of Australia in seven rounds before
the Empire Athletic Club tonight. The
first round was decidedly in Ryan's favol.

The second round proved a surprise
to the Syracuse boy. McCarthy fought
Ryan almost to a standstill. Twice Ryan
went to the floor, once from a savage
uppercut and again to escape punishment.

The computations made this evening by
the treasury officials show that the best
bids received by the government for $2.-
5S0,000 first mortgage bonds now held in
the sinking fund of the Pacific railroads

SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY

CARLISLE MAKES A REPORT.

No More Taxes Are Needed. but More
Ecolinomy in Approprialtions

and Expenditures.

T~ashington, Dec. 21.-Secretary Car-

lisle, in his annual report, shows the rev-

enues of the government to have been

$4u9,475,40S, and the expenditures $434,GS.btI.

leaving a dencit for the year ended June
30 of $25,205,2Yo.

In addition to ordinary revenues, the
cash in the treasury was increased by

the following sums: The sale of $I00,000,-
000 4 per cent 30-year bonds. $111,1le.2t;:

and from the issue of 4 per cent bonds in
liquidation or interest accrued on refund-
ing certificates converted during the yt-.tr.
$4130, making a total of $111.170tt37ti . As

compared with 18953, the receipts for t',t;

increased $19,102,205, of which the follow-
ing are the principal items of incrcas.-:
Customs, $7,863,134; internal revenue, $371,-
392; the profits of coinage bullion dcpo.p-
ited, etc., $1,256,512; postal service, $5,531,-
080.

There Is shown to have been at de-
crease in the ordinary expenditures of
$4,105,082.

The revenues of the government for the
current fiscal year are thus estimated
upon the basis of existing laws: From
customs, $148,000,000; from internal rev-
enue. $150,000,000; miscellaneous source:s.

$30,000,000; from postal service, $79.792,1'2_;

total estimated revenues, $107,793,120.
The expenditures for the same period

are estimated at $472,293,120, leaving an
estimated deficiency for the year of $64.-

500,000.
If our ordinary business activity should

be resumed and the consumption of ar-
ticles subject to taxation should increase
to its normal proportions, there may be
in fact, the secretary says, no deliciency
in our revenues.

In his discussion of the currency, the
secretary makes an exhaustive argument

in favor of the retirement fronm circula-

tion of United States and treasury notes.
The secretary says:

"The maintenance of a policy which

necessarily imposes upon the governmentl

the burden of furnishing gold at tlhe

public expense to whom may demllandl it
for use or hoarding at home or fur ex-

port to other countries can not be justi-

fled upon any grounds of expediency or

sound financial principle.

"While the government has plower to

borrow money, it is not its duty to issue
public obligations merely for the purpose

of providing the paper currency for use

in the transaction of business; nor has
it the constitutional power, in my opin-

ion, to make its promises legal tender

in the payment of private debts.

"Although the actual ability of the gov-

ernment to redeem its notes promptly in

gold coin may be undisputed, still the

question whether they will be or ought

to be so redeemed must always be open

to public discussion, and it is well known

that the constant agitation of this ques-

tioil during 'the past few years has upon

several occasions greatly imperiled the

safety of our entire currency system. So

long as the United States notes remain

in circulation, questions as to the mode

and manner of redemption and public
confidence in the stability of our cur-

rency must be more or less disturbed.

"No system of coinage that can be ile-

x:sed will furnish the country with I cther

gold or silver unless it pays for it with

mneans already collected by taxation or by

icntriating an indebtedness to be paid by
the people in the future.

"I am thoroughly convinced the r:.tire-

ment and cancellation of United Stotes

notes of both classes, under such re.,son-

able limitationis and restrictions as to the

tiine and methods as congress may seet
proper to ascribe, or as a prudent sctre-

tary of the treasury would alolpt in tile x-

exaise of his ofliiiai discretion, would not

result either permanently or temporlrily

in an illjurious contraction of the cur-

ellcey.'

SPANISH PRESS IN A CALMER MOOD.

Inclined to Believe the United States
Is Harmless.

Madrid, Dec. 21.-There can be no doubt
that the Spanish press and public take

a much calmer view of the attitude of

the United States toward the Cuban ques-
tion. This is In large part due to the
dispatches received from Senor Dupuy do

Lome, the Spanish minister at Washing-

ton, giving the views of Mr. Olney as

to the power of the president to ignore
the behest of congress for the recogni-
tion of a new government, and the presi-
dent's opinion that no government has
been established by the insurgents in
Cuba.

The ministeriblist organs and all tlhe
sytnp:tlizers with thile government are
taking the ground from this that there
will be a conflict between the legislativo
and executive powers ill the United States
which will delay action and give Spain
a respite from intervention, during which

she may have opportunity to crush the
rebellion.

The mood of optimism of the ministe-
lialists goes beyond President Cleveland's

ttermn, since they express the opinion that

Mr. McKinley, uplon coming into ollice,

will follow tite same policy toward Cuba:

as I'resident Cleveland has done.

On the other hand, the newspapers El
Impartial, El 1-leraldo and El Liberal do

not believe a pacific solution is possi-
ble of the problem of Spanish relations

with the United States. These newspapers .

express the belief that congress, backed

by public opinion in the United States,

is bent upon gaining the independence of

tilhe Cubans.

MIr. McKinley, they say, will also follow

ptublic opinion and his own convictions

and will declare the independence of

C'uba, and tertmintate the war in the

island, even at thie cost of armed inter-

vention by the United States, if the war

shall be prolonged beyond March, when

lie assumes the presidency.
