INVITATIONS ARE OUT

Will Be Most Notable Gathering of

This Fraternity in County's His-

tory-Big Banquet.

Friday, Dec. 26, will be a great rally

day for members of the Masonic fra-
ternity in Carbon county. In fact, it
is :almost certain that on that date
more members of this oldest and most

world-wode of all orders will gather
in Red Lodge than has ever been the

case before.
The occasion for this prospective

gathering will be the celebration of

St. John's day, planned by Star in the

West lodge No. 40 of this city. The

actual date for this universally-ob-
served Masonic anniversary is Dec.

27. But that date comes on Satur-

day this year, and it was deemed best

to celebrate on the evening before.
Wednesday evening Star in the

West lodge enjoyed something of a
.foretaste of the prospective pleasures
of St. John's day, when members of

the lodge and visiting brothers were

present in an unusually large number
to witness the conferring of the third

degree on Sanfrid Reniand.
The work was splendidly exempli-

fied by Worshipful Master Charles

Wilson, assisted by the other officers

of the lodge.- Subsequently an appe-

tizing lunch was partaken of. Then

came the annual election of officers.
i'lve of the officers are elective; the

others appointive. Charles Wilson

was again chosen to serve as worship-

ful master, J. M. Kay was re-elected
senior warden, George J. Jackson was

retained as junior warden and F. Frei-

man' as treasurer. A. E. Flager, who
has served the lodge at different
times in almost every official capac-

ity, requested that he be relieved of

the uuties of secretary, and accord-

ingly V. E. Meyer was advanced from

the .position of junior deacon to that
of secretary.

Invitations to the celebration of St. d

John's day have been sent all over
Carbon county. It is said that there h
are about 200 Masons in the county, r,
and the great effort of the invitation s
comimittee will ble: to gt all "if' thee c
members to come to Red Lodge for 

this occasion.
The celebration of St. John's day t

is an acknowledgment and memorial t
of the fact that St. John the Baptist,
of biblical fame and history,; :was a

prominent Mason of the ancient days
in Which Masonry found an origih,

the original tenets and piinciples ' f'
-the order having been preserved

through almost countless generations
in a- most wonderful manner.

The program for this ocasion is now

in course of preparation. It will be

made up of the beautiful ritualistic
work, of ;the order and many fine mu-

sical features. Invitations have been
extended to Masons and their wives,

wherever their addresses could be

learned, and the committee wishes it

understood that any members of the

order who may' have been by chance
overlooked in the sending 'out of the

regular IinVitations, are just as cordial-

ly invited as any others, and are ex-

pected to be present.

Witness I

caught her by the arms and prevented

her from getting the weapon. Mary'

Patterson then went home with her. t

When Taggart first reached the body

and found that life was extinct he I

said, as though speaking from what

he had actually had knowledge of, I
"His wife has killed him; that shot

was fired by M~irs. Fleming."

Testimony of Taggart.

Sam Taggart was then called and

said shortly after 9 o'clock Friday

night, as he was coming out of Taff's

saloon, he saw Paddy Fleming and his

wife come out of the Oasis saloon

across the street and walk up Billings

avenue, together. At times Paddy

would be in the lead and at other

times Mrs. Fleming would be in ad-

vance. If they conversed it was in

tones so low that he could not hear

them. While they were going up on

the west side 'of Billings avenu.e he

kept opposite them on the other side

of the street until he reached the El-

men house, when he crossed over,

keeping them in sight all the time.

They left the sidewalk just after they

had passed Burkp's hotel and went

across lots toward their home. He

had paid particular attention to them

all the way up the street and had

kept his eyes constantly upon them.

While he was looking at them the

shot was fired and he saw the flash

of the gun. They were not over

twenty-five to thirty yards away at

the time. Mrs. Fleming was in front

of her husband at the time, probably

four feet in advance of him. She had
k partly turned around and stood fac-

t ing him. The flash of the gun came

from in front of. Paddy, but it was too

dark for .him to see in whose hand the
i weapon was. He saw Paddy fall and

his wife hasten toward her home. He

ran to Paddy and lifted him up by the
1 shoulders and spoke his name. Re-

e ceiving no answer, he exclaimed, "My

r God, he's dead; she has killed him!"

Burke and Spry coming up at that

Y time, he had requested them to stay
l there while he went after a doctor.

Wylie a Witness.

:~The testimony" of Robert J. Wylie

in the. main corroborated that given

by., Mr. .- Burke. He. had been sitting.

in the Burke house looking out of the

south window and had seen the figure

of a man as he went by the window. t

*He had only seen one person go by the

window and was satisfied that if more

had passed he would most likely have

seen them, as be sat facing the win-

dow for three or four minutes before

the shot was heard. He followed Mr.

Burke to where the body had fallen

and had seen a woman come and

throw herself at the feet of the dead i

man and cry out: "Oh, thy husband,

why did you .do this? Was it. be-

cause-" He could not distinguish i

the rest of the sentence, as he had

stepped back, not caring to overhear

what a wife might say under such

circumstances.
Was First to See Mrs. Fleming.

Gilbert Patterson testified that he

and his family were sitting in his

back room when the shot was heard.

His house adjoins the Fleming resi-

dence and is a hundred feet or more

from where the body was found. He

went to the door immediately after

hearing the shot and saw Mrs. Flem-

ing advancing through her back yard

to her door. He asked her what the

trouble was and she had replied, "I

don't know, but I think that Paddy

has shot himself." In response to her

request he went over to where the

shooting had occurred, being accom-

panied by his wife and Mary and Bob.

by Patterson. The balance of his tes-

timony was corroborative of that giv-

en by the other witnesses concerning

what transpired after he reached the

scene.
The evidence of Mrs. Patterson,

Mary and Bobby Patterson dealt

along the same line as the testimony

introduced by the previous witness

and is not necessary of being repro-

duced at length here. Neither did

the testimony of John Spry bring out

any material fact not established by

the other witnesses, and it also is

omitted.

McAllister's Account of Affair.

Officer James McAlister related the

circumstances in connection with

Mrs.- Fleming appearing at th 'Oasis
L shortly before 9 o'clock and what

transpired at that time. He said that
a when Mrs. Fleming saw the deceased

I. there she grabbed him by the shoul-

e ders and pointing a gun at him de-

f manded that he go home with hei'.

Fleming, assisted by McAllister, took

the weapon from her, Fleming taking

possession of the weapon and putting

it in his own pocket. In the scuffle

for the gun not a word was spoken,

Paddy then turned around and went

out with his wife and both started

home. Fearing that a quarrel might

arise between them, the witness said

he allowed them to get a little start

of him and then followed until he

came to the opera house, at which

point he saw them disappear around

the Burke house. He heard of the

shooting in about four minutes after-

ward, ,while in the opera house. He
went at once to where the body lay

and found that Paddy was dead, al-

though at first he made the crowd

stand back, as he did not believe that

he was dead.
The witness testified that it was the

same pistol which he had helped to

take away from Mrs. Fleming at the

Oasis which had been picked up from

beside the deceased right after the

shooting. The weapon was showed to

him and he identified the same. It

was Smith & Wesson pattern, 38 cal-

iber, a gun which had been in the pos-

session of the city marshal for six

months or more.

Questioned by the jury, the witness

said that Mrs. Fleming on the night

in question walked on the left side of

her husband. He had never known

Paddy Fleming to ever threaten to

take his own life. He did not think

that the deceased or his wife had any

other weapons on them at the time.

The deceased owned another gun, but

its whereabouts had since been ascer-

tained. When Paddy and the witness

took the gun from Mrs. Fleming Pad-
dy might have said, "Here, what are

you doing?" but witness was not sure.

The Verdict,

At the conclusion of the testimony Cl

a verdict was returned to the effect "e

that deceased had come to his death

as a result of a pistol wound inflicted m

by his own hand. I1
