TOIWNLEY IEFISI
BOISEMOBSTERSI
POWER COMPANY FAILS IN OR-

GANIZED EFFORT TO ASSAULT
SPEAKERS AND BREAK UP
MONSTER FARMERS MEETING.

"Townley shall not speak tonight!"
Thus shouted some 75 to 80 business

men and thugs as they rushed from
their hiding places on the steps of the
Capitol building at Boise, Idaho, and
hurried toward the League speakers
in an effort to make good the threat.

The five thousand people who had
assembled to hear A. C. Townley
were for the moment too astonished to
give expression to their indignation
but when there arose and confronted
the mobsters 300 farmers who had
been sworn in in anticipation of just
such happenings the audience broke
into cheers and the pot-valiant mob
came to a sudden halt. Their slogan
that "Townley shall not speak to-
niuht" died away in a miserable wail.
"DEFENSE COUNCIL" BLUNDERS

The Ada County "defense league"
had blundered, they had calculated
without the spirit of courageous, but
tolerant purpose with which the far-
mers and people of Boise were filled.
They had come there prepared to in-
flict bodily harm upon the person of
Mr. Townley, they went away chas-
tened and filled with gloom.

It is not expected that this will be
the end of their unlawful and auto-
cratic activities for they are rendered
desperate by the power which the
League has developed in Idaho, and
must do the bidding of their masters,
the Power company, at all hazards.
They are destined to defeat however.
That they are destined to utter de-

feat and fully realise the fact does
not tend to make them the less in-
tolerant,as the hollowing from the
Idaho Leader will show.

"STRONG ARM" METHOD
The so-called "Defense league" was

formed with the avowed purpose, so
members declare, of using "strong
arm" methods. These methods have
been directed against the farmers
and organized labor.

It was McVety who signed the proc-
lamation against Townley as "acting
chairman" of the "Defense league."
McVety is a political henchman of
Governor Alexander, and an outspok-
en hater of the Nonpartisan league.

Their efforts to rush President
Townley on the steps of the capitol
was the closing act in their program,
which had been carefully planned for
several days, and included the tarring
and feathering of Townley and W. G.
Scholtz, head of the Nonpartisan
league in Idaho.

WORKED FOR SMALL CROWD
President Townleys coming to Boise

had been advertised by the League
in every county in the state and by
many newspapers including those in
Boise. As an offset to this, the "De-
fense league" had also been circulat-
ing the story that Townley did not
expect to come, and that this was
merely a "bluff" of Scholtz to get
"notoriety" and a big audience for
Governor Frazier of North Dakota
and II. F. Samuels, League candidate
for governor of Idaho.

But they prepared to receive Town-
lecy while trying to discourage far-
mers and League supporters into
thinking he was not coming and so
keep them from attending. They
wanted as small an audience as pos-
sible, as the cntire "Defense league"
membership is but 600, and not more
than 75 to 100 of them were in sym-
pathy with the Hawley-Paine-McVety
mob plans.

POLICE TAKE HAND.
When the time came to introduce

President Townley to the audience
that filled the Pinney theater, both
the theatre management and police of-
ficers interferred and declared they
would not permit him to speak.

The manager said he had prom-
ised the mob leaders that he would
not let Townley speak in his theater.
The policemen said they had orders
to arrest him if he tried to speak. But
the audience had come to hear Town-
Icy, had been promised by Scholtz
that they would hear Townley, and
were determined not to be disappoint-
ed. Their enthusiasm was keen from
the moment they realized he was in
the house.

H. F. Samuels was on the .te'ge
and had just finished his address.

"You have been told that President
Townley is not to speak to you to-
night," he began. "President Town-
ley is here in this room now. Do you
want Townley to speak"

DEMAND FOR TOWNLEY.
"You bet we do!" "Townley,

Townley, Townley!" Bring him out!"
"We'll stick!" and other calls sound-
ed from the audience.

"All who want to hear Townley
speak, stand up," said Samuels.

The crowd stood up as one person.
Samuels waved them to their seats
again.

"Now all who don't want to hear
Townley, stand up," he said. Nobody
arose. This demonstration of unani-
mous support was followed by laugh-
ter and renewed calls for Townley.

While Mr. Scholtz, the theater
management, and the police were try-
ing to reach an agreement, President
Townley cut it all short by announc-
ing that he would go to the capitol
steps where Governor Frazier had
spoken a few minutes before, and
where other local speakers were at
that moment holding an audience of.
several thousand.

Scholtz carried this message from
the leader to the platform.

Many in the audience declared the
mob was waiting to get Town!,ey
and his life would be in danger. Re-
newed demands for him to speak in
the building were made, but Scholtz
told the audience to adjourn to the
capitol steps and that Townley would
shortly appear and positively would
speak to them in spite of threats
and lawlessness.

TOWNLEY SPEAKS.
No sooner did Mr. Townley make

his appearance on the capitol steps
than mob leaders began calling for
his name.

"Who is that?' they asked.
"Is your name Townley?"
In reply Townley looked them!

straight in the eye and calmly said;
"My name is A. C. Townley."

The ensuing rush to assault the i
League leader was instantly checked
by stalwart farmers who stood in
readiness and who handed the dis-
turbers over to the sheriff.

Mr. Townley addressed the crowd
who listened to his explanations of
the League and its purpose until long
after midnight.

vote, regardless of political affilia-
tions was delivered for Dr. Lanstrum.

Senator Walsh being unopposed
left the old democrats free to herd
for the time being with their political
antagonists (?) of the republican
camp.

Now. altho the League had given
no indorsement anywhere, save in
the matter of state senators and rep-
resentatives, there naturally existed
a great deal of real regard for the
Montana congresswoman which while
clearly expressing itself in counties
indorsing on the republican ticket
was utterly impossible of manifesta-
tion in such places as were democra-
tic, the primary law being what it
is.

There were many democratic coun-
ties, for instance, in which the League
carried everything from state senator
to public administrator, where League
members and their friends voted solid-
ly for the League indorsements and
this, with admirable insight into the
nature of the case. Our friends, the
old gang, will be extremely foolish if
they imagine that this meant opposi-
tion to Miss Rankin, it simply means
that altho the support was there
aplenty, it was rendered nugatory by
the existence of a stupid and vicious
primary law.

We venture to suggest that should
Miss Rankin decide to run on an in-
dependent or national ticket, as the
rumor has it; quite a different tale
will be told at the general election
where one may express one's political
convictions unhindered by carefully
arranged statutory barriers.

INSURANCE MEN
HEAR RAPPINGS

AT THEIR DOOR
"THERE'S A RAPPING AT OUR

WINDOW," is the opening statement
of an organization which is to be
formed in the state of Montana for
the purposes of fighting the farmers
organization, the Nonpartisan league.
lit is evidently feared that the "rap-
ping' will soon develop into a full
sized knocking as insurance men or
"ANY PERSON OR ORGANIZA-
TION INTERESTED IN THE SUC-
CESS OF 'LEGITIMATE' INSUR-
ANCE OF ANY KIND" are invited to
join in the fight against the estab-
lishment of state insurance of any

:kind.

INSURANCE FEDERATION

The men who are invited to join
the new organization, which, by the
way, is to be called the "Insurance
Federation of Montana,' are of the'same class of people who have been
putting up a strong protest against
the organization of the farmers and
laboring men, "during the period of
the war." In other words it's wrong
for the producers and consumers to
organize while our country is at war,
but it's all right for the other fellow
to put his money into a new organiza-
tion, if it is for the protection of the
interests that prey upon the people.
The dues of the Insurance Federa-

tion of Montana are to be $10 a year,
according to the announcement and
a strong appeal is being made to se-
cure membership.

ORGANIZERS ARE TO BE PUT
IN THE FIELD IN A SHORT TIME.
These men are going to explain the
need of the new organization and they
are going out after the money which
is to be used to fight the program of
the League where it would provide
for insurance at a reasonable price
and of a practical kind.

"ENLIGHTEN" THE PUBLIC

The federation is going to "EN-
LIGHTEN" the public as to insur-
ance and its functions, etc. Probably
with an emphisis on the "etc.' The
announcement calls particular atten-
tion to the fact that the state has al-
ready engaged in the hail insurance
business and that it has even gone so
far as to write the Workmen's Com-
pensation Insurance from a state
fund. They apparently believe that
they are entitled to whatever profit
they can make from the insurance of
working men. In other words they
want to get all the traffic will bear.
The fact that the state engaging in
the insurance business will mean
cheaper and better protection for the
laboring man and the farmer does not
enter into their scheme of things at
all.
The real work of the new organiza-

tion about to be formed at $10 per
year per head, is to direct legislation
away from the control of the people
at the next session of the Montana
legislature. It appears to be the
plan to take this fund which is to be
collected and go to Helena this win-
ter and put state insurance out of
business. They are not only going to
endeavor to prevent new issues but
are going to FIGIIT TO KILL THE
LAWS NOW ON THE BOOKS OF
THE STATE PROVIDING FOR
STATE HAIL INSURANCE AND
WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION
INSURANCE.

The one way to crush the new
scheme of Big Business interests to
prevent the people gaining control of
their own affairs is to support the
Nonpartisan league program and the
men who have been nominated as leg-
islative candidates at the August pri-
mary.
