We denounce the failure for all these
eleven yeirs of peace to make good the
promise of the lceal tender notes, which
are a changing standard of value in the
bands ol the people, ana the nt

ofnhich is a disregard of the plighted
iaith of the Nation.

We denounce the improvidence which,
in eleven years of peace, has taken from
the people, in Federal Taxes, thirteen
times the whole amount of the legal ten-

der notes, and squandered four times
their sum in useless expense, without ao
cumulating any reserve for their redemp-
tion.

RETRENCHMENT AND RESUMPTION.
We denouce the financial imbecility

and immorality of that party which du-

ring eleven years of peace, has made no
advances toward resumption, no prepar-
ation for resumption, but instead has ob-
structed resumption, by wasting our
resources and exhausting all our
surplus income; and, while annually pro-
fessing to intend & speedy return to specie
payment, has annually enacted fresh hin-
drances thereto.
