ties in the Electoral College would be
the same as 111 the Presidential contest,
though the majority of one vote would
be shifted to the Democratic side.

As a matter of course, if the Demo-
crats lose New York their chances for
victory will be utterly destroyed. All
the other Northern States that can by
any exercise of arithmetical ingenuity
be tortured into the doubtful column
would not make up for the loss of New
Yonl's thirty-tivevote- s. They can find
no comfort in New Jersey, for if New
York goes Republican, New Jersey will
do likewise. If they were to carry Con-
necticut, California, Nevada and Ore-
gon, and lose New .'ork, they would
still be out of reach of the great prize.
The deductions from these figures and
the indications of the present are that
New York will be the great battle
ground in the next campaign. If the
Republicans carry the State their ticket
will be elected certainly. They might
lose New York and still elect, but the
risk would lie very great. If the Dem-
ocrats lose New ork, their defeat is in-

evitable. They may carry the State
and still lose the election, but under the
circumstances that is a most improba-
ble contingency. It is the vast impor-
tance of New York that makes Tilden's
chances of nomination so strong, and
the same reason will compel the Itepub-lica- ns

to pick out for their banner-bear- er

the man most likely to overthrow
the Democracy of tho Empire State.

It will be seen that New York is the

pivotal State in his estimate, and that
the difference between the two parties
in the Electoral College is but ouo vote.

osition to Upward eu. Grantfor liljS Services.

Since the adjournment of Cougress a
number of Grant's friends have had
under consideration a suggestion, com-
ing originally from a distinguished
Southern soldier whose name is with-
held for the present, but whose services
in military and civil life have won for
him tho contldence and esteem of his
people, as well as the respect of the
country t large, to create the office of
Captain General of the Army, with suit-
able pay and allowances, and to have
the same tendered to Gen. U. S. Grant,
in recognition of his patriotic services

in behalf of the Union, as well at to af-
ford him permanent occupation in a
congenial employment the remainder of
his life. This Idea hai been quietly can-
vassed among the members of the Sen
ate and House who have visited Wash-
ington during the recess, as well as at
Saratoga, Newport, Long Branch and
White Sulphur Springs. It can be said
that the proposition has been received
with great favor, nnd will take shape in
a bill accomplishing the purposes named
early at the next session of Congress.

These friends of Gen. Grant have
viewed with great regret the efforts of
jioliticiaiis to embark him once more on
the muddy stream of politics, and have
been casting about for some suitable em-
ployment and position for the distin-
guished This proposition
has been prematurely developed in con-
sequence of the recent announcement
that Gen. Grant was willing to accept
tlie Presidency of the NIcaraguan Canal
Company. His friends are of the opin-
ion that the position of Commander-in-Chie- f

of the army of the United States
would be much more acceptable to him
If It could be gracefully tendered by
Congress, since it would restore him to
the rank he was taken from almost
forcibly by the politicians in 18C8, and
which sacrifice lie lias frequently had
occasion to regret.

The amendment was adopted, but
the whole bill was subsequently lost in
a conflict lictween the two houses.
Then, however, the Senate had a Re-
publican majority. Now, the regular
session or the t orty-slxt- h Congress will
contain a Democratic majority in both
branches, so that the proposition to add
to Gen. Grant's honors will be a Demo
cratic measure, and will, it is believed
by its promoters. lie the grandest chal- -
legetliatany political party has ever
given to its adversaries.

Illlnis Highland far.
McMillan's Magazine gives the fol-

lowing biography of the Scottish poet's
.Mary: one was nurse-mad- e to uavin
Hamilton's son, Alexander, bora in
July. 1785: and she saw him through
several stages of infancy before leaving
his house. Her father was a sailor In a
revenue cutter, stationed at Campbell- -
town, near the southern end or Lantire.
She had spent some of her early years
at Loch Ranza, in the family of the
Rev. Davtd Campbell, a relation of her
mother. She left Burns on May 14, no
doubt for Campbell, where she spent the
summer, it is believed mat sne had
letters from him, and the two songs,
"My Highland Lassie, O," and "Will
ye go to the Indies, my Marv?" are
likely enough to have been sent to her
tliere. tier mother's cousin was a Jlrs.
MacPherson, in Greenock. Her brother
was to be apprenticed to Mr. MacPher
son, who was a snip carpenter; and in
the autumn Mary accompanied him to
Greenock. Before leaving home she
had agreed to take a place in Glasgow,
at Martinmas, so that she had then
given up the idea of sailing with Burns,
though she may have been still willing
to marry him before he left Scotland.
After his apprentice supper, her brother
became ill, and Mary nursed him and
caught a fever, which hurried her in a
few days to the grave. Iierorc the boy
sickened, MacPherson had "agreed to
nurchaso a lair in the kirk-vani- ." and
it is likely enough that the purchase of
the lair, which is registered on Uctober
12th, 17S6, may have been completed
between her death and her funeral. It
wat almost certainly concluded before
the funeral, and a mere agreement to
purchase is not likely to have been com-
pleted by a superstitious Highlander
while the boy or Mary was lying ill and
the issue uncertain. I think the evi
dence of burial points to Mary's death
as somewhere about October 12th. The
story of the immortal verses, "To Mary
in Heaven," was given by Mrs. Burns
to Mr. McDiarmid. Burns had spent
one day in the usual work of harvest,
apparently in excellent spirits. "But as
twilight deepened he appeared to grow
'very sad about something,' and at
length wandered out into the barnyard,
to which his wife, in her anxiety, fol-

lowed him, entreating him in vain to
observe that frost had set in, and to re
turn to the fireside. On being again
and again requested to do so, he prom-
ised compliance, but still remained
where he was. striding up and down
slowly, contemplating the sky, which
was singularly clear and starry. At
last Mrs. Burns found him stretched on
a mass of straw, his eyes fixed on n
beautiful planet 'that shone like another
moon.'anu prevailed onhini to come in."
