The tlark forms sat like black
witches, grimacing me with their hide-
ous shtiics. I had only thcc ghastly
ilemons of darkness gniujHtl over this
wild, weinl, unearthly scene for com-iKin- y.

The bats, and owls, and lizards
hml'left the scene. No sound came to
the ear, or movement broke thesolitude
of this dreary pri.-o- n house of silence,
as stillness reigned king over the plain.
The black crags sat confronting each
other as they were thrown when out of
tlie llerv caverns tliey were ionncil.
My llesfi crawled at such a gloomy as-
pect. No birds were to bo seen, not
even a cricket or grasshopper broke tho
monotony with his soug. An ant, or
scorpion, could not find a living here.
Loneliness of the most wearisome nature
sat heavily on me.

Tills great lava-Ho- w burst out of
Manna ixui in '(.!, mid went coursing
down to the sen, deluging a fertile-plul-

covering up hundreds of terror-stricke- n

cattle, aud burying villages of native
50 feet beneath its fiery waves, aud left
this horrid wreck, as gravestones to
mark their sepulchres, over the theatre
of its devastation. At this great erup-
tion five acres fell in and disappeared
out of sight, and the ml molten lava,
like a boiling river of fire, burst out of
the great gap and ran down twelve
miles into the sea, and overspread the
shore with its fiery Hood.

For five consecutive days these Haul-
ing vents poured forth a stream of lava
a mile in width. The lava was as thin
as water, and ran over the mountain
and leaped Into chasms of crimson cat-
aracts of fire. Streams of lava a mile
long were spouted from the mountain,
and thrown like red water into the sky
to the height of COO feet, then fell lu
teeming showers to mix with the roar-
ing flood tearing down the mountain
side. Solid waves of fluid lava, a league
in length, shot up like sheets of fire 100
teet into the air. Hie sea boiled around
the coast of Kau, and hundreds of fish
were cooked to death. The island was
at noonday wraped In a black pall of
darkness, and the sea was beclouded
with smoke for miles around. Coasting
vesoels were enveloped, lost, and be-
wildered in the dense haze that hung
like dark curtains over the sea. The
sky was a dark blank, distance was
void; ami dense masses of mist rolled
over the ocean.

Farther on I came to the site of u na-
tive village, that with all its inlmbi-ta- ut

was carried away by a tidal wave
that followed this memorable eruption.
Hushing in from the ocean in a wave
40 feet high, it plunged inland for miles
and receding far out to sett, bore the
grass thatched huts of the poor natives,
of whom were drowned. A grove of
many cocoanut trees stands among the
old foundations.

A high blurt" overlooks this saddened
scene, on whose brow the trembling na-
tives, who escaped a water' grave and
a burning casket from the sudden mes-
senger of destruction above gathered
from the east mid from the west. On
its highest top, filled with consterna-
tion, they collected together from miles
around, without previous appointment,
agreement, or any bulletin notice what-
soever, but by universal instinct that it
was the highest and safest resort. Some
natives who were up in the mountains,
contrary to the statutes,secrtly distilling
native spirits, roused by the earthquake
simultaneously tied, and came tearing
down the mountain side with suspicious
looking implements in their hands.
On this knoll they met, and under the
excitement, the few dissenters aud
frightened pagans forgot their idols und
superstitious deities, aud even the
sttiuuchest followers of Pele, the vol-
canic goddess, let hercxistence slip their
memory, und all prayed aloud to the
God of heaven for refuge.

A native minister, who witnessed the
scene, informed me that a great num-
ber of old idolatrous natives who scorn-
ed the religion of the church, and
never darkened his sanctuary with
their presence, disowned his God and
clung to the old Hawaiian heathenism,

when this great test came to try their
honesty, they all with one unanimous
accord joined the Christian natives in
earnest, and even led in the universal
chorus to heaven for protection, and
had ever since been conducting them-
selves with becoming propriety.

Passing this noted promoutory, I at
length emerged from this gloomy world
of cinders, aud rode out upon the green
gross-coate- d slopes of Kau, whew
leagues on leagues of luxuriant mead-
ows mantled in a rich growth of verd-
ure, as prolific as the famous plains of
Texus or the pampas of llrazll, lay
sleeping in waving beauty for 'JS) miles
eastward, hud extend up to thu black
timber-be-lt high up on the mountain
top, and spread in ono grand aud mag-
nificent sweep of greener' down to the
blue ocean, that lay below In sheeta of

indigo stretched out in the misty dis-
tance beyond.

This immense plateau resembled a
mammoth meadow verdant with wav-
ing grass, covered with herds of round-
ing cuttle with tinkling liells.and thous-
ands of lieanled goats bounding about,
aud grazing up to their Hanks in the
heavy blades of grass. As I rode on
among the thick verdure, beauties after
beauties multiplied, grotlcos of leafy
trees tlotted the mountain slope, viney
arbors hung with fairy colored blossoms
bent their swinging trailers on the
breeze. Flowers richly lined and fair
to behold beautified the way. What a
glorious prospect! how lovely! I
thought, as my enraptured eyes dwelt
on the picture. Coming out of that
dreary lava-Ho- the scene was refresh-
ing to the soul. Beyond, all was beauty
and lovliness behind, all was desola-
tion. These black lava-How- s, with
their trenchant gloom, contrasted with
the cool shady groves and green lawns,
blooming with wild flowers and sweet-scent- ed

blossoms like a fallen depraved
woman, serve as the background to re-

fill tt lie divine beauty of "the guileless"
und pure.

Upon the green slopes I passed a
break hi the mountain Hide

the site of an immense Iaudside, caused
by an underground reservoir of water,
caught from the mountain above,
which, moistened the hillside into mor-
tar, and, jarred and jolted, by a violent
earthquake three years ago, broke out
of the mountain above aud plunged
down the mountain side, carrying an
avalanche of mud on the slopes below,
covering up-1- natives und their cottages
in a How of slush .7) feet in depth nnd
three miles in length. The grass Is now
growing above the hamlet, whose huts
antl "native are buried 40 feet beneath ;
anil the night cricket sings his twilight
songs over their grave.

The turf over which I rode resounded
under my horse's hoofs like n drum, In-

dicating that the ground-she- ll was in-

deed thin. Tne whole island and
mountain is a hollow cone, filled with
toiling lava, with a crust of earth
formed over the vast cavern, with fiery
cavern, with the volcanic craters us
valves, through which It spouts contin-
ually. When the craters get choked,
or a surplus of lava Is boiled up, It
breaks through the crust of the earth,
runs down the mountain, anil pours
in avalanche Into the sea. The island
is only a cooled crust of lava, covered
with vegetation, and occupied by the
natives, and during a throb of the surg-
ing volcano any part of the island is
liable to open and deluge its slopes with
a river of molten fire.

As I perambulated over the plain, I
was in constant dread lest I should fall
Into some deep pits overgrown with
grass, which ojiencd on every hand.
Subterranean tunnels ran up the moun-
tain sIoh whose interior is unexplored.
Many riders have been precipitated
into these caverns, and crushed to
atoms. Persons out walking have
stepped on u rich growth of vines that
went down beneath them, mid in these
dark wells starved to death. A native
girl a few days since, while out collect-
ing fi'rns fora lady tourist at the volcano,
rumbling about among the growing
vines, fell headlong into one of these
caves, and was rescued three days af-

terwards, an emaciated skeleton. My
little pony seemed to understand the
situation, or had grt--at regard for his
safety, as he stepped with cure.

Farther on I found a company organ
ised and on the grounds preparing to
erect a sugar-mil- l, and bring this fa
vored region into sugar cultivation.
The soil here is extremely fertile.

14,000 reet above me tlie majestic
dome of Mauna Loa stood in solemn
majesty, with its lofty heights capped
in clouds tinted witli the L'old mid our- -
ple shades of sunset, which Hushed like
airy robes let down around tlie moun
tain irom mo miry looms oi rarauise,
ami dyed with a celestial halo of beauty.
Its tlark belt of woods, followed by the
liuhter green of the meadows, lay off
against the sky, reddening in the sun
set, wulle its colossal outlines loomed
up grand antl imposing in its lofty
grandeur. In the distance the lurid
smoke of the volcano rose Into the sky.
Kcu-tougu- sheets of name leaped
high in the air. I looked on the ascend-
ing flames with silent wonder. Blue,
white, red, anil yellow smoke rose in a
vast column and drifted oil" on the sky.
I rode on with my eye fixed on that
pillar of tire towering in the heavens.
The goal of my ambition was in sight,
the long-soug- ht picture rose before me.

By early twilight I reached u tlairy
ranch embowered with trees inthe midst
of the vast green plain. I was warmly
welcomed by the gentlemanly host,and
ushered into a sumptuous repast of fresh
mountain milk, excellent butter, a fat
steak, ripe peaches, and the usual

After tea I went out
on the verandah to watch tlie burning
tires aud ascending flames of the volca-
no, that blazed up in ruddy ton-he- high
into the 8Ky. iiKe a vast red waterspout
und formed a rosy canopy over the boil
ing crater that reneci the blinding reti-
nitis of the glaring tires beneath, and
illuminated the star-sjiangl-ed firma-
ment with a blazing cloud suspended
midway in the heavens. Sometimes it
burst out like a powder-magazin- e,

touched off declining flared up afresh
like a burning city, or a great plain tin
fire, while its red curling smoke rolled
oli'on the heavens like molten clouds.
I looked long on the light of that tire
not made with hands, and meditatedoii
the glare oi those names whose runiace
burns forever whose fires are never
tiileuchcd. I sat up late aud gazed up
on the fiery picture. I felt as though I
was ut the door of the world's foundry,
and at the fireside of the earth's moulding-fu-

rnace, and I pondered on the fa-

ther of volcanoes with veneration and
wonder. J finally retired to a downy
bed ami anions fresh sheets, dreamed
wouderous dreams of the great volcano
aud its glories.

About is o'clock in the morning l was
roused from the sweet realms of dream
land by loud shaking at my door,clas!i-iugo- f

windows, banging of shutters,
cracking of floors: the big chair had
lent its arms to a slnall table and begun
u waltz, u settee took for its partner thu
centre table, while the bookcase joiued
hands with thu sideboard: the plates
down stairs joined in the frolic aud set
up a clatter; the bells began to clang.aud
the kettle in the kitchen caught the In-

fection aud set up a racket; the bureau
bowed to the cupboard, and began to
trip over the floor; my boots were com-
mitting somersaults, my bed got on a
spree; I was ou the floor, then on my
refractory couch, thcu on the surging
floor; the housu was in the throes of an
ague, while the earth Itself was on a
tear.

ical and Collegiate Institute and was
editor of the college paper.

He resigned his pastorate
and sought another field, smothering
his pain by hard study and work. And
the only sigh of that pain the world
ever saw was the heart-cr- y in the song
of "Lorena."
