How Kill Criminal.

A long und intimate acquaintance
with death as it is met with in hospital
life led me a few years since to Institute
a careful comparative study of the rela-
tive time mode of death in the dif-
ferent forms of execution to-Ia- y sanc-
tioned und practiced hy civilized na-
tions. These studies, carried on at
home and abroad, and pursued, where
occasion ottered, even beyond the scaf-
fold, have led to the detection of cer-
tain errors, heretofore universally ac
cepted as truths, hi regard to each of
the common methods of executing
criminals. The oriuin of capital pun
ishment, though not like crime, as old
as humanity, is probably coeval with
society. The early methods of putting
criminals to death were as infinite in
their variety as the varying habits and
tustcs of the ditTereut communities
among whom the deuth penalty was
enforced. But, however dissimilar in
other rcsiiects, tho ancient forms of cap
ital punisiiment possessed one striking
similarity in common the universal
practice of subjecting the criminal to as
much preliminary torture as the hu
man frame was thouchtcanableof bear
ing. AU the museums of Europe bear
wituess to this universal barbarism,
which died a natural death at no re
mote period of history. To-da- y there
are practically but three forms of exe-
cution in ue bunging, decapitation
(either manual or mechanically) and
shooting, bliooting, which Is almost
entirely confined to military organiza-
tions, 1 shall not consider minutely, be
cause tue objections which can be urged
against hanging and decapitation apply
witli tenfold force against shooting, ou
uccouut of the uncertainty of its appli-
cation, und because the modification I
urge is equally applicable to all forms of
execution, not excepting gurroting as
practiced in Spain. The term "capital
punishment" indicates in its derivation
that it fa the head we endeavor to at
tack, from the generally accepted idea
that tho head, containing the brains, fa
the most vulnerable part of the body;
but a little reflection will show that the
brain fa not directly anil immediately
affected either in hanging or decapita-
tion. First let us minutely study the
modus operandi of banging, What fa
the time und maimer ot death? The
time fa variable, the mode fa uniformly
strangulation, more or less rapid, as
more or less oxygenated blood reaches

traverses the brain. The interrup-
tion of the respiration fa only mediate
in its eireets upon life. We could com-
fortably dispense with its function alto-ceth- er

if .we could .be supplied with ox-
ygen and eliminate carbolic acid gas by
some other means. ludeed, for nine
months of our existence such fa really
the case. In ul) cases of strangulation,
therefore, whether the neck be broken
or not, we die not because we can not
get air, but because we are poisoned by
the and storing up ia
the bruin of carbonic acid gas. The du-
ration of consdotisuesK iu this form of
death fa lu direct proportion to the ra-

pidity of the uction of the poison, while
the ncuteness of pain fa in the Inverse
ratio to both. That Is to say, slow
strangulation fa not altogether un un
pleasant lorm oi deatn.
probably the slowest mode of strangu-
lation aud yet persons who have been
rescued from imminent drowning uni-
formly testify that, after a certain point.
their sensations were ultogether pleas-
ant. Again, many suicides have been
found hi positions which thev could
not have maintained had their deaths
been painful.

PAINLESS STRANGULATION.
Men have been found tied to the do ,r

knob, with their knees upon the floor,
and other men have hung for supiKwed
murders, simply on account of this
erroneous idea iu regard to the palnful-nes- s

of slow strangulation. Anyone
can demonstrate the truth of this as-
sertion who can lean his neck uikiii a
cord or rope In such a way as to slight-
ly contract the Juirular veins, and thus
siowiy narcotize Himself Dy impeding
the circulation of the blood through the
brain. Such an experiment, if thor--
ougmy tried, will almost inevitably
lead to unintentional suicide. W Itliin
u week of a recent hanging in London
lour boys nave Killed themselves by
playing at hanging. do not for a mo
ment hold tliat thu eutire proce fa a
pleasant one for from it. It is only
when tile action of the poison besius
that conclous pain ceases, and when
the pofaoniuir is very slow the ualu b so
slight that the boundary line fa easily
passed. It has al .rays been the endeav-
or of the hangman to break the neck
of the criminal from this same mistak-
en idea. While the attempt fa lauda
ble, us deuth undoubtedly does take
place a little more rapidly, yet it can
not oe proved mat tne man becomes
unconscious a moment sooner than he
would have done had his neck not been
broken. There fa, of course, no sensa
tion of uuy kind, und. eoneiuentlv. no
pain in that part ot the body to which
are distributed the nerves emerging
from the spine below that point of frac-
ture or dislocation. It fa this entire ub- -

Ifwe separate
the head und watch it closely, we will
tie uble to detect a movement of the
eyelids, a contraction and dilatation of
the Iris, anil even an opening and clon-
ing of the mouth. What is curious, I
have found that when the head is
wrung or twisted otn these movements
continue a nrecentlbly loncer time than
when we sever it quickly with n knife
or ax. 1 lie explanation of this is aim
pie a torn or twisted artery bleeds
slowly, if at all.

REKLEC ACTION.

It will be urged that this theory of
deatn by decapitation completely Ig-
nores the theory of reflection and I ad-

mit that with no better illustrations
than these I can not hope to prove these
apparently sentient movements to be
due to anything more than reflex ac-
tion. But there are many recorded
and some authenticated cases of these
same motions perceived In human
heads, after separation from the body.
We are generally Inclined to look upon
such tales as idle legends, but they are
not necessarily so, and there fa no suf-
ficient reason to doubt even the possi
bility of the head's instantaneously ar-
ticulating when the line of severance
bos been below the nerves and muscles
of articulation. We have all read the
story of the execution of Sir Kenelm
Digby how, when the executioner, as
was the custom in those days, held the
head in the air before the assembled
multitude und said. "This fa the head
of a traitor," the lips answered, "You
He." Such a scence, while improbable
fa not impossible, for a strong will,
knowing what was to occur, might
have articulated the words In the nt

of consciousness left to him.
Again the check of Marie Antoinette
reddened with anger when slapped by
by tne executioner, iiiese sentient
movements can not be explained by
the theory of reflex action. A good il-

lustration of purely reflex action was
seen In Paris recently, when the body
of a criminal the first of a double exe-
cution stood erect in the basket, actu-
ally forcinir open the lid. It fa also well
seen in the long-continu- contortions
of the chicken's body, but fa, I believe,
altogether distinct from that other sen- -

It fully meets the recoKuized
ends of justlce,aliMluteIy does away with
all physical suffering, and, It adopted
as u modification, b applicable to any
of the present forms of execution. In
the Ilrst place, would such a measure
really defeat the legitimate ends of
justice. W c demand the death of cer
tain criminals for three reasons to pun
ish them, to prevent tnelr doins; more
hurm und to deter others from follow
ing their example! It fa not necessary
to consider the second of these reasons
in this connection.

A.VSWKRINO OBJECTIONS.

In retard to the others, would the
administration of chloroform unduly
diminish the severity of the punish
ment ? As far as the physical pain fa
concerned it would totally annul it.
But all men are agreed that mental nir

Is far more unbearable than any
amount of physical pain, and I take it
that pain, Pike pleasure, fa more than
half in the anticipation. The French
and Germans more humane than we,
recognize this fact and only give their
criminals a few hours' notice of the
time of cxecutiou, thus partly sparing
them a louir mental torture. My meas
ure would not diminish this part of. the
punishment. It b the appointed death
men dread, not the manner of their
taking off, and indeed to the class from
which tne majority of our criminate
come the very quietness of such a death
would add to the Intensity of then-drea-d

of it. It would be much harder
for many men to submit to the sponge
in the seclusion of their cell than to as
cend the scaffold iu the presence of the
noisy crowds before whom they have
nerved themselves to meet tnelr deain

On the other liund, would the adminis-
tration of chloroform lessen the deterr
ing effects of the punishment? I have
answered this question in answering
the preceding. If such a death is
equally to be dreaded by the criminal
then it also fully meets the third pur-
pose of the law. In favor of the adop
tion of this measure, whether as a mod'
ideation of the present forms of capital
punishment, or better, as a substitute
for them, I would urge, first, the facili-
ty of its applications. It fa indeed so
easy of application that It fa often liable
to become a substitute where it miht
only have been intended as a prepara
tion, and tins fact, siiouid It ever be
fenerally tried as a modification would

said that heretofore September has beeii
the laivest month in point of teleirrarh- -
Ic business of the year, and there has
usually been a large falling off about
the second week iu October. Thk year
October was the largest month, and
there was no perceptible atUmg otT until
the last week of November, making the
continuance of tbe increase last six
weeks longer than was ever known
before. About 6,005 miles of the No. 4
