But
for the purpose of getting up a poiitieal
disuussloii out of which they hoped In
some way to derive a party advantage,
the Republicans made a tight against
this restriction now, basing their oppo-
sition chiefly on the ground of antagon-
ism to "riders." The debate has leen
all on one side because the Democrats
declined to be drawn Into a foolish dis-
cussion which would, at best, be going
over ground thoroughly developed sev-
eral months ago. This policy worked
well. Such a delate as that is not very
exciting and can not last very long, and
after all the mouths on the other side
had lieen fired off" the Democrats put
forward Gen. Ewing to auswer them In
a single speech and then passed tho
bill.

It is really a pity about this llepuhli-ea- n

antipathy to "riders," as they call
them. There were only 387 riders put
on appropriation bills by that party
when they controlled both houses of
Congress, and among them were some
huge jobs and robberies and many out-
rages on tho constitution. Democratic
"riders," without exception, have been
iu the direction oY economy and consti-
tutional government. Thero is no Issue
on which the Democratic party can let-
ter afford an appeal to the jeople than
the "rider" question. The Democratic
record In this regard will, in all time to
come be cited as conclusive proof of the
partj',8 devotion to those great princi-
ples which are tho basis of free govern-
ment. The contrast between the Re-
publican and Democratic records In this
matter is a high tribute to that calm,
moderate, but determined spirit of resis-
tance to wrong which has characterized
the conduct of the patty since itbecame
responsible for the acts of the people's
branch of Congress. The Army bill as
passed, contains the restriction against
the use of troops at the polls, and also
Mr. Hurd's proviso that nothing In the
hill shall beheld to proveut the use of
the military by tho President under the
Constitution to suppress domestic vio-
lence when called upon by the Govern-
ors of .States or by the Legislatures
when in session. It is so fair and right
that the fraudulent President enn not
refuse to sign It.

Section 10 of article 17, chapter 29, of .

the General Statutes, provides that:
"No work or business shall be done on
the Sabbath day, except the ordinary
household offices, or other work of ne--
cessity or charity. If any persona, on
the Sabbath day, shall himself be found
at his own, or any other trade, or call-
ing, or sliall employ his apprentices, or
other person, in labor or other basl-nes- s,

whether the same be for profit'
or amusement, unlets such as ia per-
mitted above, he shall be fined not less
than two nor more than fifty dollars for
each offense. Every person or appren
tice so employed shall be deemed a sep-
arate offense. Persons who are. mem-
bers of a religious society, who observe 'as a Sabbath day any other day In the
week than Sunday, shall not be liable
to the penalty prescribed in this section,
if they observe as herein provkled."
