THE POLITICAL SITUATION.
An Interview With H. D, McHeary.

Mr. MeHenry returned home from
New York o few days since, where he
had been for a week, and we had s talk
with him about poiitieal matters. He
sl he saw Mr. Tilden several tines
nud conversed with him about the Ciu-
cinnati Convention. He isnot solicitous
for the nomination, but believes it will
be given to him. Hethinks s majority
of the delegates from Pennsvivania
and Ohlo, as well as New York, are
his friends.  He does not want the two-
thirds rule abolished. If he s nomi-
nnted, he desires it done by a twosthirds
majority. He does not want it unless
it Is thought he Is the strongest man,
He believes be can earry New York
over the defection of John Kelly and
Tammany. He thinks they will have
o very small following in a Presiden-
tial race, and that the orgunization
which they had lnst full, will all go to
pieces in the canvass this year,

Mr. McHenry said  Mr, Tilden's
benlth seemed ns good as it was four
years ago; that he had u slight palsy in
hands, that did not ineonvenience him
but little, and that his mind was as
bright, and his intellect as showy and
vigorous ne ever.

Mr. MeHenry thinks that the indi-
cations are, that Tilden will be nowmi-
nnted, and some Western man, either
Payne, of Ohlo, or English, of Indiana,
will be put on the ticket for Vice-Presi-
dent. He thinks Hendricks stands no
chance whatever. [If Mr. Tilden is not
nominated, some mwan who will have
his warm, active support, will be.
