It
lias been tried in the tobaccodlstricts of
Cuba and Brazil, and found to be an ef
fective protector of tho growing plants.
The insect is particularly attracted by
the noxious flower of the weed, and tle- -
iKwits its egg. The poison of the plant
destroys the larva, it Is claimed. If this
le true an experiment will demon
strata the. matter this heretofore de
spised and worthless weed will prove It'
self of inestimable value to toliaeco
growers, and save them much disagree
able labor In guarding ami preserving
the growing toUiceo from the ravages
of the destructive worm. llrcekcimdge
( A'y.)

ltAist.Nd Mri.KS. In Mr. Prime'
new book, "Model Farms and their
Methods," two writers speak of their
manner of raising and breeding these
useful animals. Mr. i'arsell, or Jersey
county III., says that in breeding and
mixing mules lie keeps three broiHl
mares and a well-bre- d Spanish Jack.
An exierieuce of thirty years teaches
him tliat to grow large, eoiiiimct, welf--
forincd mules, with good action, one
muHt have the very best bred mare
Give them good jiasture, and 110 grain.
At five mouths he weans the foal, and
feeds two quarts of oats twice tier day
Kuu them in the jkostureiu theday.tmtl
stable at night, lie commences halter
ing them at six mouths old.aud handles
them carefully. lie raises mules for
lro!lt. Never sold one for less than
$133, and as high as $330 each. lie al-

ways aimed to raise large, compact, well- -

roruicu animals.
Mr. It C Muuger,of Iroquois couuty,

xays that be has found that if a man
does not wish to breed from his work
teams, the mule is the team. Mules
will work in the dust and heat where it
would kill a horse: they are not nearly
so liable to accident or disease, and the
grain one horse will eat will keep two
mules. But the mule will get away
with as much hay as the horse, and b
not'iiartlcular If It Is musty, or has leen
damaged by rain. His mule teams do
more work than his horso teams. A
mule colt is as easy to raise as a horse
colt, lie lets them follow the mares
man the farm. The horse colt is with
the mare all the time : if the com rows
are a half mile long they want to suck
at each end. and when weaned, the llrst
year they have to be kept iu a shelter
with plenty of oats to keep them grow
ing. The inulo colt will stay at the
burn one or two hours after the mare
lias gone to the field ; then be will take
a walk down to the field, take a suck
and lie down, or pick grass. "When he
is weaned he turns hiui out with big
colts or cattle, and lets him run till he is
three years old, when he takes him up
and breaks him with as much kindness
as lie would a horse. The mule will sell
for more than a horse.

Somk Facts in Fakmiso. The man
who attempts to till his land from year
to year, removing tne crops without re-
plenishing the soil seasonably with the
elements ums removed, will eventually
ilud his labor unrewarded. All men
kuow that manures Judiciously ailied
tend to enrich the soil, making it more
productive, thus repaying the expense
of the outlay. If a farmer wishes to
raise a good crop of wheat, corn, pota
toes, liay or other produce from land
long tilled, he can only do Jt by apply
Ing fertilisers together with careful cut
Hire. If the laud is naturally wet and
heavy, little benefit, comparatively.
will result from fertilizers and culture
without drainage to free the soil from
superfluous moisture. The man who
neglects to drain his laud Judiciously
neglects one.of the elements of success
Iu fanning.

A fact worthy of more attention is the
time and mode of sowing and planting
the need of various crojis; there is a
time for depositing seed for any crop,
when the beed geroalaatea best, takes
root and becomes established In the soli
to best endure the vicissitudes of the
season, and is all the better if the soil is
properly prepared by plowing ami fin
inir: and unless those requisites aro
complied vith, a lean harvest bo

Iu the care and keep of farm-stoc- k

there is a right and wrong way. Horses
which need care according
to the work .they are called upon to
perform ; heavy work requiring heavier
feed than those which do lighter. For
grain, corn and oats are the beet. Good
timothy bay is considered the best
where liay is fed to horses. 'Working
oxen and cows require different care and
feed according as the demand from each
may be:,.Ujeyjnuit uavc.feed.aud time
for rumination, whlch is not necessary
for the horse.-- All'anlm'als must be kept
conuonaoie oy suitable tsueiter, stables,
etc, and keep them suitably sheltered
in cold or wet, inclement weather.
Sucli shelter benefits the stock and saves
fodder,as well as adding to their health
energies and well doing. Attempt to
keep ' no more stock. In winter than
youbave abundance of feed and
shelter for, as cattle want no fast-day- s,

a'lid.that half-starvin-g or freezlnc them
is virtually filching money from your
own pocket. i u - 4 -

Fowls, if kept,-- must be well fed arid
cared lor, like all oilier domestic aui'
mals.if any profit Is exnected from them
Food adapted to. their natures and to
their wauts- - and to meet' their taste
must be given them statedly and nleu
tifully. Lime, gravel and bone should
be provided so that they can repay you
with a good supply of eggs.

To sum up. I may say that the great
secret of success iu every department of
fanning is to do everything well, and to
no "it in its proper season, tsy sucn t
course only can you gain all the ad van
tages of fanning.

nrices. urowiugout of the extraordinary
demand for it, caused by the short crops
in Ureal llritulu and on the continent,
induced the farmers of Kentucky ami
of the wheat growing districts of tho
West to sow an extraordinary brendlli
in wheat last fall in the hoim that the
short cron of last year would leave the
foreign market so bare thai However
ureal tho cron of this year, the demand
for it would be active, and that It would

for unforeseen contingencies that
liave liefallcn it at almost every stage,
it would unquestionably have liecii the
largest tv millions of bushcN ever
harvested in this country. Its lirst bo
sctmcnt was from the Ay, by which it
was very generally attickcd: and how
ever it may have seemed to have re-

covered from the efleet of It by the
hatching out of the fly during the mild
winter, it would lie Iu a marked degree
xeentional If harvest docs not show
lamaging results.

a mild winter it hatches out the vital
ity of the stalk Is so far Impaired that it
is unreasonable to suppose that it can
fully recover from it. Our reiirts,
however, withered from all parts of the
State, and taken as a whole, Is-a- r any
thing else than a desponding tone, and
lead to the conclusion that a fair crop
Is pretty well assured. True, iu many
localities rust and tly have done their
work quite eitectlvely, ami complaints
are very general on lueso accounts.
The opinion Is also freely expressed
that the lute sown wheat lias been so
checked by the dry weather of the last
two weeks, and the hard and baked
condition of the ground, that it is im-
possible that it should make anything
like a fair crop. Our observation in
duces us to believe that the generous
mius of the last few days will work
such a change in the outlook of tho
late sown wheat as to reassure our de
spondent correspondents. From a care--
lui analysis or our reports, tne conclu
sion is forced utKm us, except for tho
happening of some contingency quite
out of the usual course, that the wheat
is so far advanced as to give assurance
of at least a fair crop, and taking into
account the unusual breadth sown, the
crop promises to aggregate more bush-
els than ol any previous year. What is
likely to be tho price of wheat product
depends so much on luiuro develop
ments that wo hesitate to express any
opinion about it, any further than to
say it will be both prudent and wise to
look to all sources likely to give tutor--
matlou as to the extent or the demand
before scllimr. The uniform disposition
of.our people to rush their wheat into
market as soon as Harvest is over and
threshers can be had must necessarily
have a depressing influence on tho
price imlcitcndcnt uf the tricc that the
actual demandfor it ultimately and al-
ways eel In addition, buyers art al
ways on hand at such times to aid by
extravagant estimates of the extent of
tue crop m depressing the market. As

general rule tue price that tue de--
maud for bread always sets is never
reached until the crop is gathered into
second hands, and Is held and controlled
uy wheat syndicates, jmok Orjorc ctl-in- n.

Wheat Is never injured by being
stacked, but on the contrary, is til ways
improved.

Tbbacco As the ready demand for
last year's wheat crop at remunerative
prices operated upon the wheat grow
ers, so, too, did the fair prices obtained
lor tobacco oiierate upon toiiacco raisers,
and preparations liave been made for
planting an unusually large crop.

plant-be- ds proves to be real rather than
imagiuary. Our information is that
whtio there is an absolute failure or
beds in some localities from dry weather
and from being eaten up by the Uy, that
generally in convenient reach, plants
win be procurable at reasonable cost.
so that, we think in the end, the acre
age set apart and prepared to be plant-
ed in tobacco, will not lx greatly di
minished by reason of the lailuro of a
few plant-bed- s. When the mind is
once set upon a particular crop it is not
characteristic of Kcntuckiaus to sur
render without lirst exhausting every
resource. We take it that by one
means and another the ground set aitart
for tobacco will bo planted if seasons
are only favorable lor setting. Irum
tlie frequent letters received at this of-
fice from Virginia and other tobacco
growing districts for White Burley seed,
and asking iiilormatlou as to tue Char
acter of soils best adapted to its growth,
ami moue or culture, dec. it is evident
that this variety is exciting a greater
interest at this time than any other
known variety.

Corn. The com crop will be necj?ssa-ril- y

somewhat abridged bv the fact that.
iu the cirbrts of Kentucky farmers to
compass an extraordinary wheat crop.
much or the ground that in the usual
routine of crops is put to corn was sown
10 wueau it may be remarked, uy me
way, that where wheat was sown after
wheat it has proven to have been more
subject to the various troubles to which
tuts crop is moro or less liable than In
the lauds that have been sown iu the
ordinary routine. A good stand of corn
is generally reported, and where there
uas been a failure to secure one, It lias
not resulted from defective seed but from
tho close, baked condition of the ground,
which results from tho want of the usu
al winter freezes. This condition of the
ground is generally noted by most of
our 'cbrresiiondcnt; 'iiud if wo are not
lavoreu wjtu a showery, growtuy, sea
son throughout, with the decreased
acreage planted Just apprehensions may
ue well entertained or a snort corn erop.
No mode of culture or means of pul-
verization can conipetrbato for that con
dition of the soil that can only bo
brought about by winter freezes; and
that Is so essential to the vigorous
growtn or all crop.

Oraie.An like causes produce like
effects, and, as all Kentucky crops for
proper growth 'and .maturity are subject
to like conditions, so, too, is our main
grass crop greativ shortened from the
same causes affecting other crops. In
deed, It Is 'a well .understood fact tint
an open, graziny tcintcr means a short
ntriny cron of grass. This results from
the impacted condition of tlie ground by
reason of the trumping iu whiter graz-
ing, and the absence of that friability
and looseuiug up of the sod only brought
about by winter freezes. Perhajw we
have had no Itetter season iu years for
the setting of clover aud orchard grasses.
The hay crop is unpromising. A dry

A check in I lie
grow th of timothy is hardly ever reco-ab- le

by seasonable weather afterward.
