As atmospheric elements of plants
ure obtained from matters existing lu
the utmasphere which surrounds the
globe, I will give n few developments
thut have been made, ulthough but lit-

tle Is kuowu in comparison with what
may bo known by future generations.

Air iscomosed of Oxygen und Xltro-ge- u,

four parts of Xltrogen Undone of
Oxygen. If It Is not In this proportion
It Is considered Impure. Oxygen Is the
active agent In combustion, decay of
organic matter, animal life and heat Is

produced aud sustained by this gas.
Matter will not rot, fires wilt not burn
without it.

First, It has to be diluted with Xltro-
gen or decay and combustion would be
so rapid that nothing could live.

Tho utmosphero also contains other
Impurities which an of the greatest
Importuuce to vegetable life carbonic
ucld, water and ammonia.

Carbon Isoss!hy only taken up by
plunts In the form of carbonic acid. It
is fount lu small quantities In the utmos-pher- e;

also1 lu marble, limestone, chalk
and other substances although we may
not understand how it Is produced,
yet we know that It Is produced by the
breathing of animals, the decay of veg-

etable mutter, burning of wood, etc.
It enters plants In two ways through
the roots, with wuter, In the form of sap
uud through the leaf It Is absorbed In
the form of gas.

The leaf has three olllces to absorb
carbon from the atmosphere, assist In
chemical preparation of the sup uud
evuporutlug wuter. Prof. Llebig says
If wo examine some leaves with a mi-

croscope we find that there are as many
as 170 thousand pores or openings to the
squurc Inch probably the pores on the
underside of the leaf absorb the carbon.
This Is generally conceded. We know
thut the underside of a leaf draws much
stronger than the top side. This Is ex-

emplified In applying u cabbage leaf to
a blister. The roots of plants also ab-

sorb carbonic acid gas from tho soil.
How much Is obtained In this way is
not yet dellultely known.

Charcoal Is tho purest form In which
we have carbon except hi u diamond.
Tills Is obtained by combustion m the
absence of oxygen, uud hence, If we
put charcoal of uuy kind In tlie soil It
not only Is a flue retainer of moisture,
but also feeds the plant. In an agricul-

tural sense, charcoal ineuuspeut, muck,
leaf mold, saw-dus- t, (decomposed) coal
from furnuces, tires, etc., In fact, any
sutistuucedecomiosed in the absence of
oxygen of the atmosphere. But tho
best uud most lasting carbon Is that
made from burning bones, of which I
will speak hereafter. Would advise the
farmer, however, to take great care of
any substance of this character as It
may be of value.

Carbon lu the soil renders it warmer,
as It Is dark In '.olor, A black coat
worn lu the sun ubsorbs more heat
thuu u light one hence light soils are
generally cooler thuu dark ones. Things
start to grow upon it more slowly. By
mixing carbon with the soil we darken
the color, which aUorlH more heat from
the sun's rays.

Another important element in plant
food Is nitrogen of which I will speak
more fully lu my next.
