The
trutli is, the poople see a-much greater
need of » more falthful administmtion
and execution of the laws we bave than
they do of new organic laws. That the
constitution might be improved by a
few amendments 1 presume no one
will deny, and it seems to me that it
can be smended without any very
great breach of sutbority. For lnstanece,
let the Genernl Assembly’get op such
smendments ax they  deem  advisable,
nud let their werits or demerits e dis-
cussed before the people, and at the
next general election they will know
Just whint Is proposed to be engrafted
Into the constitution, and be able to
vole for or against the propositions.
Then, If they vole afMrmatively, the
Amembly will have thelr suthority Jdi-
rectly from the people, and wmay on-
gruft it into the Constitution by author.
ity wvested in them from the source of
all power, The ides Is already too prev-
alent with our represeutatives that they
are chosen to thind, ns well s acf, for
the masses and say just what shall or
shall not be done. . This ldea will hold
good under a mounrehieal form of gov-
ernment, but it will not do for a Repub-
le nnder a republican form of govern-
ment like ours.
