Schools maintained hy taxation for
the benefit of the poor nrc n gratuitous
bestoxvment,nkIud of charity, prompt-
ed by a sense of moral obligation It Is
true, hut n gift and should
not create any emoluments or fat ofllces.
All persons should receh'o adequate

for their labor and no
more, nud be held to a fctrlct accounta-
bility lor n faithful performance of their
duty.

reduce the expense of the machinery
and leave a much larger balance to In-

vest hi education.
I will mention one Instance only

xvhereln quite a saving might be made.
The system provides for one commis-
sioner In each county, and he Is requir-
ed as a part of his duty to visit each
school 11 the county and reinrt tho con-
dition and progress of the school, for
xvhleh he receives good xx'nges. T have
heard It suggested by parties xvho had
given the subject some thought that
this part, at least, of the commission-
er's service might lie tflsenscd xvlth
without detriment to the schools. If
so, It would make an aggregate saving
to turn over to the credit of education
that xvould pay the tuition of quite a
number of pupils. Each school district
is required 10 elect three trustees. They
are generally chosen from tho best bus-

iness men lu the district, and It Is reas-
onable to suppose that those men being
directly Interested can and will make a
more faithful report of the condition
aud progress of tho school if required
to tlo so than can be made by a com-
missioner, who makes a dying visit,
spending only a few minutes, or hours

If those parties xvho prate so imlcTT

about taxation for the education of the
poor xxould constitute themselves a
board of supervisors, and have the use-
less appendages that are consuming so
much of tho funds already provided
stricken of! aud Inaugurate a system
that xx'ouhl produce the greatest amount
of good xvlth the least possible outlay,
xve might have more faith In the gen-

uineness of their professions; until then
hey mut bear xvlth our Incredulity.
