Advertising Judical Sales.

It ts one of tlie unaccountable things
that In Kentucky no provision has been
made bylaw for properly advertising
valuable real estate ottered for sale by
sheriirsaud commtaionerH. The law
requires nothing more than a few writ-
ten or printed notices usually putt
printed, part written to be stuck up at
certain points. They are obscure, and
attract very little attention. The law
Is absurd. It Is manifestly to the Intel-e- t

of all concerned more especially
the debtor that the property should
brlug at least Its fair value. That can
only be secured by adequate notice;
ami that notice can best be given by
publication of the sale hi a newspaper
The Kentucky law regulating sherltl-- ,
and commitslouerH' sales- - may haye
answered the purpose tUty years ago
It is long out of date. Now everybody
looks to the newspaper for all such in-

formation. The law as It stands Is In
the Interest of laud simulators. Tho
more limited the notice of the sale tho
better for them.
