Present Tariff Isnue.

The pending Usue before the country
on the tariff Isaplaiu oae.whlch admits
of no cavil or evasion The present
revenue tarlir U subject to grave objec-
tions, as follows, to-w- it :

1. It Is a protective tariff; that Is, a
tariff which unke protection Its miln
object, and reveuue a wimple Incident.

2. On tuatacjouut ItUnot limited In
amount to the actual or necessary
wants or expenses of thu Government.

3. It Is not adjusted with a view to
equality in the public burdens, but
maintain and creates monstrous mo-
nopolies, and gives uujuit advantages
to a few over the many.

4. Withhold protection either total-
ly or partially, from agricultural pro
ducts needing temporary aid and en-

couragement, whllu It umfers protec-
tion upon bloated inoaop tile not need-

ing such aid. It repealed the ten per
cent, ad valorem duty on woot, aud
gave hut pirtl il protection t th 1 arti-
cles of wool, hemp, tlix, aud raw tdlk
cocoons, while manufactured fabrics of
the same articles were highly protect-
ed. Auy one wtio will tako tlw pal n

to look over tUearttcle of import mado
dutiable, and thoie free of duty or but
partially protected by thU tariff, niujt
see at onco that the duties are not ad-

justed with auy fair view to elthnr
equality In tne public burdens, or to
protecting articles requiring aid and
eucouragemeut. For instance: Wool,
raw silk, hemp, aud flax aud other ar-

ticles, which, If properly aide I aud
encouraged, would, lu a few years,wlth
the vast canahltltle.s and resources of
our country for their production, be-

come nble not only to compete hi our
markets with the imported articles hut
through enlarged prnluctlon oven
bringdown thu price of thow of f.r
elgn production, aro by thU tarlft so
lightly protected as not to be effectu Ulv
aided. Aud yet proper Incidental pro-

tection to such articles would not pro
ducu monopolies, but foster aud en-

courage home productive InduitryAnd
labor In way calculated to enlarge the
resources, prosperity aud Independence
