A Kentucky Stoue Mason Whoso
Body is to be Buried With Honors- -

The steamer India, of the Auchor
.ll I.I ;line, wuieil is Many uiMMiliullikiirriu

here, will bring the remains of Joel T.
Hart, the Kentucky sculptor, who died
in Florence in September, 1S77. His
body is brought back at the expense of
the State of Kentucky. The Legisla-
ture made an appropriation fur the
transportation of the body and Its re-

interment In the State cemetery at
Frankfort, and Charles E. Kiticaid, the
Private Secretary of Gov. Knott, was
appointed a commissioner to visit
Florence and secure the body. He ar-

rived there Inst September, but was
prevented by the authorities on ac-

count of the cholera from having the
body exhumed before Xovember. The
hotly was placet! in a metallic case
which was hermetically sealed.

Mr. Hart diet! in poveity after a
singular career. He was born
county, Ky., ami in youth worked as a
farm hand, after which he went into a
tlntboat speculation that prove".! disas-

trous. Then lie became a stone mason,
and built fences and chimneys, some of
which are still objects' of interest in his
native State. He began more artistic
employment in Lexington as a tomb-
stone sculptor, his first work beluga
tiny marble lamb.

Mr. Hart was sixty-seve- years old
when he died, lived for thirty-liv- e years
lu Florence. He made the statues of
Henry Clay ttiat are in Xew Orleans,
Louisville and Kichmoud. He also
made a bust of Cassius M. Clay, for
which lie received ifoOO, anil it is related
as an incident of his prodigality that
he subsequently presented Mr. Clay
with a pedestal for the but, which cost
$1,000. He made busts of Millard Fil- -
more, Job 11 J. Crittenden, Alexauder
Campbell, the founder of Garlield's
church, and of Andrew Jackson, the
latter being a study from life at the
Hermitage. He also made a bust of

Nicholas Smith, the son-in-la- w of
Horace Greeley.

Mr. Hart's masterpiece was a lifu- -
size marble statue of a female figure
called "Woman Triumphant," uku
which lie spent eighteen years. The
marble is owned by the Art Memorial
Association of Lexington.

Mr. Halt invented some useful math
ematlcal instruments, which did not
return him much revenue. He was
fond of representing in marble some of
the stone-maso- n work he did in his
youth. His body is to be hurled at the

I am glad that these holidays tint! us

near a righteous solutiou of a question
that lias been dunlin mt in politics anil
philanthrophy aud religion for the last
sixty years. What 01 tne coioreii man

was the question that dug the
grave trenches for a million of soldiers.
end has kept our national tiuances
u jangle ever since. That qtiestlou 1

gave most of my time to asking and an
a wering during my recent tour of five

thousand miles up aud down the States
through the South and Southwest. I
have observed that the colored uiau
is better treated at the South than at
tl e Xorth. The-da- y I spent in Mont-

gomery, Ala., the Legislature parsed a
law for the full aud thorough eelucation
of the colored people. As mechanics,
they get all they can do. The colored
car men of Xew Orleans have their S3

a day. The colored people have the
preference as hired help at hotels aud
Ixiurdiug-hous- es and in steamers and
mail trains. They have their rac lep- -

resented in the Legislative halls. The
accomplished and eluqueut Seuaior
Iiruce, whom I met ou my j urr.ey, is

au illustration of the possibilities of
their political elevaliou. They are In

better cheer than the colored people ut

the Xorth. Which of the Xor hern
Legislatures has black men in thainV
How many colored ure
there in the State of Xe-- York? Ten?
Xo. Five? Xo. One? Xo. Iutn-du- ce

lntr one of our Xortheru hotels a
group of colored servants," how many
of the other servauts would remain?
Xotone. If I were a black man, with
a family to support, and I was deter
mined to industrious and sober, I
would go South. Tlie climate is more
lenient, the feeling of white people to
ward the colored is more kindly and
Christian than withus!" Knowing well

the fceliug toward eoloreil people in this,

section, and in that I am persuaded
that that rice wlllget justice done them
sooner at the South than at the Xorth
We can not teach the South how better
to treat the black man until we treat
him tiet I er ourselves.

As for myself, I am so peculiarly con-

structed that I have not a particle of

race prejudice in my composition, and
I declare that I should feel perfectly
contented seated in a church with a
colored. man before me anil one behind
me aud one on the right hand of me
and one on the left band of me and a
Mack minister in the pulpit and a black
choir to lead the music. But we are
not all alike constituted. I fiad a mer-

ry Christmas thonght in this consider
atinn, resultant from my recent obser-
vation that a thorough Christian feeling
is to be established betwenn the white
and black raee. Within a few years
this sceue occurred In the State-hoiJ- e

at Atlanta, Ga. A colored clergyman,
standing in that building, said he waa
thirsty, and was looking around for a
drink. A white gentleman standing
by said : "I will gpt you a drinK."
Tliegentleman departid from the room
and alter awhile appeared with a glass
of water. Some one said to the black
man : "Do you know who that in who
la getting you a glass of water?'.' "Xo,!'
sald.the black man, "who is It ?" The
answer was: "Gov. Colquitt." When
the black minister received the water
he said : VThank you, Governor, but I
can not drink." He poured It upon the
floor, saying: "I pour this as a libation
ou the altar of Christian feeling between
the white and black races." lalmujjr.
