The Error of Government.
"Were half the wealth bestowed on camps

and courts
Given to redeem the human mind from

error,
There were no need of arsenals aud forts."

The errors of government, the mis
takes of rulers, can be traced on the
historic page from patriarchal times to
this year of the 19th century. Some of
these errors were the result of ignor-
ance, others of tyrannic natures or of
cruel ambition, and wrong was a con
sequence flowing from these in purple
streams, which all the wars and revo-
lutions of the world have not dammed
with the truth or dried up with Justice.

Tribal rule anil absolute despotism
were succeded by the feudal system,
which had its Lords of the Manor and
n.oi- - ,.,..i t, c t.. ...... ..icwiucio, iu auiciuius uuu lueir
vassals, btill, there was more or less
tyranny and despotism extant in the
world, although feudalism, in itself
wrong, introduced family government
and contained the germ of local

With the exception of
theocracy of the Jews, the most

people, originally, either had a tribal
organization or lived under an imperis

despotic, municipal system, like
that of Ancient Itome. After the fall

Itome, and on the establishment of
Feudality, they lived as families hav

certain rights and Immunities, ac-

cording to their rank or station. Hence,
has become to be that "a man's house
his castle," from the fact of the cas'

of the ancient barous, who were
masters therein. Hence, also, repres-
entative government took form in after
times, because the barons not only
stood for themselves, but represented
their ieople also. Itefore this, there
was no country, a the present sense ;

only towns and cities, in which even
people who tilled the land lived as
all others. Uuuder the Imperial

Ctesars of Itome were thousands of
ofllcers, hut all power and authority
reached back to Home where the Em-

peror was supreme. Every dignitary,
the provincial governors were re-

sponsible to .him, from the lowest to
highest. This was the "One man

power " this was despotism !

In 404 Heuglst aud Horsa came over
Ancient Britain (now England, or
British Isles,) and set up what is

known in English History as the Sax-
on Monarchy. This Monarchy, was iu
tarn overthrown, and the Norman
Monarchy substituted instead by Wil-
liam the Conqueror. But it was these

Faxons who had a custom of holding
I open air assembly for the transaction ot
public business. This assembly, in
which every head of a family aud all
full-gro- men had a voice aud a vote,
is known in history as the "Ancient
Kjixmi WliltfvuiiPPmnt ?" ami It was

tin" germ of the present British l'arlia- -
ment, wlaiice all our representative
bodies have sprung. Hut it is a matter
of lact that the British Parliament had
very little renl authority until about
the Kith century. On one occasion
Henry VIH, who wanted a military
bill passed, sent for Montague, the
Premier. When Montague arrived
aud knelt at the feet of his monarch,
according to custom, Henry placed his
hand on the 1'remier'H head ami said,
"Montague, why host thou not passed
my bill ?" "Get thee my bill passed by

toiinorrow, or else this head
shall come oil'!" The bill was passed.

But it were useless to consume space
in detailing the wrangles between Par-

liament aud the ditlereut Kings, the
revolt of the Cromwellian Parliament
and the regicide of Charles I, anil eacli
successive step of this representative
body to farther acquisition of authority
till the present time, in which the
Parliament presided over by the Pre
inler, is in reality tiie governiug power.

The right of representation iu our
Mtiite aud National Legislatures is a
boon of liberty ; but, sometimes, its iu
the case of a Kentucky legislature, our
dearest interests are ceded away byi our
representatives to a corporation like
"Tiie Green & Barren Bivers Naviga-
tion Company," which has become uu
injurious monopoly to the citizens of
the Green Blver Section. Again, iu
the numerous instances iu which the
Congress of the United States has
made land-gran- ts of the Public Domain
and money subsidies ot the people's
revenue railroad aud steamship com-

panies. Such acts as these are to lie
considered as mistakes of legislation
and errors of government, to be repre-
hended by the iovcreign people, who
must teach legislators, governors nud
presidents that they are not masters
but servants. Are our legislatures aud
our cougresses Montagues to these
Henry VIII coiporations that they
should pass their bills ? Are the people
Montagues that they should kneel at
the feet of corporate power? I juess
Knott if you will inquire into DuPout
(de point) ! We'll have uoue of this
convict busiuess, even If the Green &
Barren Rivers Navigation Company
were made sccuie lu their "vested
rights" by our State Supreme Court.

I might cite you to the acts of the
British Parliament for the ''London
Company" In the colonization of Amer-
ica ; the plunging of France into debt
aud the grinding of the great masses of
her people into poverty by Louis XIV
in his ambitious aud seuseless wars,aud
show you in this last iustauce how the
French peasantry were brought
starvation (forty thousand people in
one Province having to subsist for a
considerable time on roots, fruits aud
herbs iu Held aud forest) ; how all this
led to the French Revolution of 178!)

which culminated in a "reign of terror,"
but I will only ask, If the railroad
companies continued to gobble up land
where shall a poor man ,Iiud a home-
stead ?

If our lauds and rivers are granted
away, what will be the llual result?
Old William the Conqueror gave away
the whole Island of Englaud tu his
seven hundred barous, and to-d- ay you
can see the curse of a landed aristocra-
cy in that country. When the first
great French Revolution begau, live
thousand men owned the whole terri-
tory of France, but when at an end
the laud had lieeu dlvidexl among mil-

lions.

Laws are finally repealed !

The errors of government liave ever
been fruitful of wrong and injustice,
poverty aud want, hate and cruelty,
and often of bloody revolution. Then
why hhould legislation be unequal or
government partial, If the ultimate end
is distress or death ?

iugton will be dull, but, owing to the
ew rules limiting leaves oi absence,

I the number of clerks in the various
ioyerntiieiit olllces Is larger this sum

tiler than usual, and the work iu all
Departments is better and more
promptly iierformeil than has beeu
known in recent times.

Notwithstanding the fact that Wash
iugton is second this summer only to
Chicago iu the highest recorded temper
attire, the city seems to be growing in
fayor as a summer home. Last week
both the Secretary of the Navy, Mr.
Whitney, and Gen. Logan, purchased
residences here, each paying $t0,X)0,
Gen. Logan bought a very large aud
substantial but old fashioned house in
the suburbs of the city. Mr. Whitney's
purchase is nearly a mile from the city
and consists of a house of IT rooms and
a farm. He will move to it immedi
ately.

'Hie elections which will take place
in Virginia, New York aud Ohio next
fall are w atchetl very closely here. The
chance of securing Democratic control
of the Fiftieth Cougress are considered
possible though not probable. If
Bepublican Is elected or appointed in
Orezoti to III! the vacauey now existing.
the Senate of the Forty-uint- h Congress
will cuutaiu forty-tw- o Republicans aud
thirty-fou- r Democrats, the former, hav
nig a majority oi eight. To overcome
this majority the Democrat will have
to hold all their present force and secure
fouraddtioual seats. These, witli the
Vice Preuideut's casting vote "will eu
able them to carry through party meas-
ures.

With the xHirty-nint- h Congress will
expire the terms of niue Democratic
Senators from the States of Delaware,
Florida, Marylaud, Mississippi, Missou
ri, Nevada, Tennessee, Texas, and
"West Virginia.

Bed Clothes of Paper.
A taper-maki- ng lirm in New Jersey 1

A hum Is placed on the counterpane to
keep it from teaiiug ; the safety edge is
composed of twine. Ortiameutal de-
signs are stamped in' the outer surface
of tlio covers and cases, giving them a
neat, attractive appearance.

When these counterpanes aud pillow
cases become wrinkled from use, they
can easily be smoothed out with a hot as
ilatiiruu. The counterpanes can be
left on the bed when it is occupied,
and In cold weather will bo found a
warm covering, paper preventing the
escape of heat.
