Whether
or not, in case Preller shall uot turn up,
the prosecution will be able to secure
the conviction of Maxwell, is a prob-

lem exercising the public mind very
generally, and developments ure eager-
ly awaited.

Advertialnis Legal Sales.
lUvery few years a bill is presented

to the General Assembly of Kentucky
asking that a law be enacted to have
all judicial suits advertised in the
county newspapers. Nearly every
State in the Union has law of this
nature, but the Solons of our Common-
wealth hi this, as iu many other ideas
of business, are at least lifty years
behiuil the times. Millions of dollars
worth of property is sacrlliced yearly
for lack of intelligent advertising. The
Covington Commonwealth cites to a
case as follows:

"At Lexington, last week, the valua-
ble distilling property of Stoll, Clay &

Co., which uot a great while since cost
SoO.tMM), was sold at Judicial sale for
SIO.OIH). Mr. Clay, a party iu interest,
will contest the sale, partly on the
ground that the bale was uot properly
advertised. How it was advertised is
lint stated; but it may be supposed It
was advertised as judicial sales hi Ken-

tucky usually are by sticking up a
half dozen obscure written notices, a
plau which, with whatever purpose
designed, allords an opportunity for
(peculators or creditors to et iiossession

of valuable property for a mere song."
The llrst sale was set aside and

the property was advertised in the
cotiuty newspapers lor ten days, and
then sold, bringing over $5,000 more.

Temperance In die South.
ISt. Louis Itepuhllcaii.

There is a temperance era, and there
is a perceptible decrease in liquor
drinking all over the country, witli
the exception, possibly, of Iowa and
Kansas. hi some of the Southern
States the growth of autl- - liquor feeling
Is phenomenal. Two-thir- of the
counties in (ieorgla, anil a great many
of them hi South Carolina, are under
the rule of local prohibition, the people
having decided by local option that
liquor shall not lie sold in their midst.
Where the pi pillar feeling is strong
aud emphatic against saloons, there
is little or no trouble in enforcing pro-

hibition and, strange to say, this is
the case in Georgiu, South Carolina
aud parts of Tennessee, Kentucky and
Missouri ; and it is no small credit to
the lawiabidiug spirit in these States
that local prohibition Is quietly sub-

mitted to, while in Iowa the Statu pro-
hibitory law Is violently defied; in
Kansas, it is habitually evaded ; iu
Ohio, every restriction on saloou-keeplu- g

provokes a tempest of excites
ment, and in Maine, prohibition la said
to be resulting hi a constant increase of
diuukeuuess.

Two years ago a highiliceuse law was
enacted in Missouri which cut down
(he number of saloons iu the State
one-thir- d, and three weeks ago u rig-

orous amendment to it went into eltect,
which, it is estimated, will still further
reduce tliu number of saloons in St.
Louis oue-ilft- h ; yet these enactments,
though attended by many cases of un-

doubted hardship, are enforced without
more than a murmur of opposition, and
in the Southern States the voluntary
temperance spirit among the people is
etlecting a broad, deep reformation and
working a marked Improvement in
popular habits and hi the social order.
