"Oh, good fiisll what bravo fellows I must
this day lose."

And oven when his soldiers deserted him
his big heart could find humano allowances.
Ho wroto:

"Men Just dragged from the tender scenes
of domestic life, and unaccustomed to tho
din of arms, totally unacquainted with every
kind of military skill, nro timid and ready
tolly from their own shadows. Ilcsidcstho
sudden change in their manner of living
brings on an unconquerable desire to return
to their homes."

At another battlo at Fort Washington,
whi'ro the Hessians, with their dreaded
I1.13 onets, rushed iiK)ii a company of out lis
nnd ruthlessly slaughtered these scarcely
more than boys who begged for their lives,
Washington wept like a child. Again and
iignin ho would bo heard praying and in
tears, for tho alleviation of tho sufferings of
his starving, fritting men at Valley Forge.

Again, when after all his labor nnd sacri-
fices, his wearisome toll and dreadful

as commander-in-chie- f of the
American army was over with tho war, and
he was nlxmt to disliand his troops, this man
of Iron stood, and with a voico shaken by
emotion, said: "With a heart full of love
nnd gratitude, I now tako leave of you. I
most devoutly wish that your latter days
may bo as happy ns your former have been
glorious and honorable.

ANTIMtEVOLUTION DAYS.

WASHINGTON'S LIFE PRIOR TO THE
WAR FOR INDEPENDENCE.

Ills Studloumii'ss As u Hoy Ills Early
Lovo Affairs Hales for Ilehavlor Ho
Was a Surveyor anil an Indian Fighter.
Wuhliigton atarrled.
Washington's blrthplaco, we aro told, wo

a four room house, with a chimney at each
end, perfectly plain outsido aud in. Tho
only approach to ornament was a Dutch
tiled chlmucy piece in tbo best room, but
around tbo house were thrift and nbundanca
The tiles were ot Scriptural subjects. One
In particular was tho wbalo depositing Jonah
go djy land. This house was located la

Westmoreland county, Vn., In n parish tear-
ing tho family nnmo of Washington, near
Pope's creek nnd half n mllo from tho Poto-mn-c.

It wns burned during Washington's
bo hood, hut its site was marked by a suit-
ably engraved stone set on tho spot by Oeorge
Washington Parke CustK Tho engraving
given with this Is understood to bo authentic.
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Tho first record of Oeorgo Washlngton'it
youth is that which tells of his birth, nnd
that ho was n hnndsomo boy of finely devel-
oped figure and of animated, Intelligent feat-
ures, and that under tho tutclago.if his

mother and kiud and Indulgent father ho
developed a lioblo oiiaractcr. Wo are also
told that his physical strength, frankness,
moral courage, courtesy and high senso of
honor made him a general favorite.

Iu school Oeorgo did not manifest any par-
ticular brilliancy, but was a diligent scholar.
Uo hud a well balanced mind without any-
thing conspicuous. Ho left school tho au-
tumn licforo l:o was 10. Tlio young mini
passed a good deal of his time during his last
summer nt school "surveying tho fields
around the school houso and in tho adjoining
plantations, ot which tho Isoundaries, angles;
unil measurements, the plots and calculations
are entered with formality nud precision iu
his books. Ho used logarithm? und proved
the accuracy of his work by different
methods." j

History docs not record whether he was
ever called (Jcorgie, or w hether ho had ever
beensotu totuni a somersault, but, on the
other hand, quotes from a littlo manuscript
book, w bicli ho wrote when bo was 13, con-
taining fifty-fou- r rules of behavior. Here
are some of them:

Itead no letters, bonks or papers in company.
But when there Is n necessity for doing it you
must ask lea) e.

Show yourself not glad at the misfortunes of
another, t hough ho were j our enemy,

Strno not with your suptriois lu argument,
but alajs submit your judgment to others with
modesty.

Use no reproachful language ngalnst any one.
Associate yourself with men of good quality if

you esteem your own reputation, for It is bitter
to lie uloi.o than la bail comany.

Sfkakiiotof doleful things in time ot mirth
nor nt the tahle. Speak not of melancholy things,
such as death and wounds, and. If others nuntioa
thni, change, If you can, the discourse.

Labor to keep nhvo In your breast that littlo
spark of celestial fire callnl conscience.

But though Washington was a preciso youth
ho was very fond of out door sports, such ns
running, jumping, wrestling, pitching tho
bar and leaping with n pole. Whatever
stinxsl his blood nud brought into cxerciso
his stalwart lhnbj and muscles was a delight,
nis young lady cousins complained that ho
cared nothing for their company and always
preferred jilaying out of doors. An old gen-
tleman, a neighbor, is quoted as snyit.g:
"Egad! ho ran wonderfully I Wo had nobody
hereabouts that could come near him. Thcro
was young laughorn Dade, of Westmore-
land, a confounded clean made, tight young
fellow, nnd a mighty swift runner, too, but
be was no match for Gcorgo."

At tho ago of 10 Gcorgo Washington fell
deeply in lovo with a young girl whom no
called, In certain sentimental verses written
nt that time, his "lowland beauty," but she
married and liecamo tho mother of Gen.
Heury Lee. After this disappointment his
susceptible heart was caught iu tho rebound
by CoL George Fairfax's wife's sister, nud of
her ho wrote to his young friend Ilobln; "My
residence is nt present at his lordship's, where
I might, were my heart disengaged, jiass my
tlmo very plesantly, as tlicro Is a very ngreo-nbl- o

young lady lives in tho samo house, but
that is only adding fuel to lire, it makes ma
tho more uneasy; for, by often nnd unvavold-ubl- y

being iu comiMmy with her, rovives my
former passion for your 'lowland beauty,'
whereas, were I to livo moro retired from
young women I might, in soma measure,
alloviato my sorrows by burying that chaste
and troublesome passion In tho gravo of
oblivion."

Aud this language from a boy ot 101
Lord Fairfax, who had taken up his resi-

dence iu Virginia and bought au immense
territory, engaged young Washington to sur-
vey it, being charmed by tbo manliness nnd
intelligence of tho youth. Tbo task was hard
and dangerous from wild beasts nnd savages
still more ferocious. In March, 1748, with
an Indian guido aud a fow w hlto attendants,
Washington commenced tho survey. For
three years ho followed this laborious and
dangerous calling, bearing all tho hardships
incident upon such a llfo, rarely sleeping in a
bed and depending principally for food upon
the gaino and lUh thoy could take.

At this time tho French and Knglish bad
become embroiled on nccouut of their rival
claims to all tho interior of the country,
and between them tho Indians suffered so
greatly that they turned and wreaked co

on both parties.
Wnshingtuu was then 10, Young as ho

was, ha wot regarded as ono of the most
prominent nun of tho state. Danger threat-
ened and tho itato wns divided into districts;
over each a military commander was

nnd AYnshingtou was mado ono of
these majors, ai they wcro called, nnd tho
power given him was almost dictato-
rial, as tho resjionslbilltics werovery great
and the iikhIo of wai faro could not follow tho
tactics of European nrmtcs. Tho Indians
joined first ono side nud then tho other,
hardly understanding their own position or
rights, but lludliig that they were equally ill
treated by each, though tho French at first
seemed to have gained their hearts.

Tho c inflicting countries would neither
consent to a compromise 1101 arbitration.
The French, descending from Cauada, bad
established several trading posts, which were
also fortifications, lu tho Ohio valley. Gov-

ernor Dinwiddle, under tho pretenso of wish-

ing to protest against theso encroachments

position of tbo French garrisons and to sur-

vey a routo by which an army might bo sent
for their capture, sent 'Washington to tho
French post. "Washington was further-
more to inqulro diligently and by cautious
means into tho number ot tho French troops,
tho they expected front
Canada, how many forts they had, where
they wcro, bow garrisoned, and, In short, ob-

tain all possible information regarding
them."

Washington was now CO years and 0 months
old, and ho volunteered his services for this
purpose Governor Dlnwiddlo was dollghtcd
and said: "Truly you aro a bravo lad, and if
you play your cards well, you shall have no
causo to repent of your bargain."

Accordingly on tho 11th of November, 1753,
Washington set out from Williamsburg on
this perilous expedition, with only eight men,
one an Indian. Forty-on-e days wcro spent
on this Journoy, which resulted in his discov-
ery of several forts and much other informa-
tion, and on his return ho examined tbo fori
ot tho Ohio river carefully as a good placo
for a fort

A little army of 400 men was gathered by
Governor Dinwiddle, and he ordered Wash-
ington, at iU colonel, to "march rapidly

cross tho mountains. Disperse, enpturo or
kill all personi who aro attempting to take
possession of tbo territory ot bis majesty on

I Um books of ttoQbjo or jjurof its tributa

ries. invo nothing behind but
smoldering ruins and mangled corpses."

Ho defeated n small forcoof the French un-
der Capt, Jiimonvlllo, nnd built Fort Neces-
sity nt Great Meadows; hero ho was besieged
by an overwhelming forco and captured on
terms allowing his forco freedom to return
homo. War liclng now inevitable betw con tho
British and French, tho problem resolved it-

self into nttack liy tho British, nnd in the
spring of 17.k5 they sent two regiments of
regulars from England to enpturo Fort
Ditqucsno from tho French. Theso troops,
though iierfect soldiers, know nothing of In-
dian warfare, nnd Oen. Braddock, a proud,

man, despised tho American
troops and declared ho had nothing to fear
and nothing to learn fi 0111 Colonists, French-
men or Indians. Col. Washington was

to tho rank of captain by Governor
Dinw iddie, and ho nt onco resigned his com-
mission nnd retired from the army. Gen.
Bruddock, however, having invited Wash-
ington to tako tart in the camiutlgn ns ono
ot his staff, retaining his former rank, tho
invitation wns accepted. Washington soon
beenmo convinced of tho incapacity of Gen.
Braddock, and complained of unnecessary
delays, for bo fully understood tho danger of
delay giving tho Indian scouts op;ortunity
.0 watch and report every movement to the
enemy. Then came Braddock's defeat.
Braddock's command approached a defile
which seemed as If mode for them, and it
was just such n placo as should have aroused
suspicion, but Braddock pushed gayly on.
They wcro but a fow miles from Fort e,

nnd tho general was elated at his
march, whilo Washington wax ap-

palled by tho danger of an Indian ambuscade,
and iu another instant a storm of bullets
from un Veil foes burst upon them, A mo-
ment later tho ground was strewn with tbo
dead and dying. Tho horses took fright and
added to tho horror of tho scene, and tho
ranks wcro thrown into utter con-
sternation. Washington had two horses
shot under him, and four bullets passed
through his clothing as bo rallied his Vir- -

glnians, nnd, each man posting himself
behind n tree, protected tho wounded soldiers
from liclng scnled. Braddock was mortally
wounded nnd tho regulars ran "liko sheep be-- I

foro tho hounds." Braddock was carried off
on a litter. Ills army was annihilated.
Four days later ho was burled in tho middle
of tho road, as a precaution against tho dis-
covery of hi) gravo. Five hundred British
lay dead on tho field, besides those killed in
tho river nfter their defeat. Tlio American
troops, who iu silent exasjieratlon had allow cd
themselves to bj led by tho folly of Braddock
into this slaughter, knew of Washington's re-

monstrances. Thlsand his courago and cool-

ness during tho battlo and defeat, gave them
a high opinion of his military ability,
and they proclaimed his famo far nnd wide,
and thus ho won honor out of tho ignomini-
ous defeat of Braddock.

Somo eighty years later Washington's gold
seal, which was shot from his chain, was
found this battlefield.

Washington then took command of 2,000
Virginia troops to carry on this war so dis-

astrously commenced, nnd which seemed
to lie but one series of catastrophes,
until tho wholo country was plaining him
for tho reverses. Every new outrao

by tho Indians wns charged to his
neglect or incompetency. Ho was wounded
to tin) heart by this. Ho bad neither honor
nor emolument from his command. Ho was
shut up In a frontier town, surrounded by
savage hordes w hoso terrible ravages ho could
not arrest w ith the feeble means ho had. Ho
wished to form a line ot fortresses on tho
frontier, with 'Winchester as the central one,
and ho proposed several other suggestions
which proved his forethought and sagacity,
but they wcro not accepted by Governor
Dinwiddle, with tho exception of a fortress
at Winchester and some small frontier posts.

Washington, as well ns many others who
attain celebrity, had to bear with bitter en-

mities, and ho was assailed by a torrent ot
abuse, and accused of being idlo and frivo-
lous, partial and selfish, nnd all his endeavors
wcro perverted. Governor Dinwiddio's or-

ders wcro "dark, doubtful aud uncertain; to-

day approved, coudemueiL" At
last bo fell ill through anxiety and exposure,
and lay iu a burnlug fever four long months,
but bo resumed bis command on tho 1st of
March, 1753.

William Pitt was now primo minister of
Great Britain, nnd Governor Dlnwiddlo was
superseded by tho Earl of Loudon, who made
Washington commander in chief of all tho
Virginia troops, and bo was also colonel
of tho First regiment Early iu March ho
reached Fort Cumberland from wiueuestcr.
Cob Bouquet was determined to open a
now route through Pennsylvania, which was
against Washington's judgment. Quito a
large haul of Indians wero engaged as allies
by tho English, nfter much dlfileulty; but
tho regulars treated them with such contempt
that finally tbo most of them went homo dis-

gusted at tlieir treatment. Gen, Forbes, w ho
was commander in chief, was detained in
Philadelphia, and Col. Bouquet, who was to
command tho oilvanco, assembled his corps
of British regulars. There wero uliout 3,500
American troops nud 700 friendly Indians
among them. Washington summoned bis
two regiments of Virginia trooia to meet at
Winchester. After annoying delays nnd
gicat distress among the Virginia troops
they at last started toward Fort Cumberlnud,

At about this j icriod Washington wus chosen

by tho electors to bo tho representative ot
Frederick county to the house of burgesses.

July and August passed. Washington still
encamped nt Fort Cumberland, nuiehngnitist
his will, with nothing to do. Iu September
ho was ordered to join Col. Forbes. Tho
military road was opened as yet but f orty-flv- o

miles, w hero a fort of deposit was made,
called Loyal Hannan, and flfvy miles yet
wero to 10 t ravcrsed. Col.BoiquctsentbOO
men 011 ahead to reconnolter. Tlio major ,

was a boastful, conceited bravado, and ho
marched along with music, with tho Idea
that ho could tako tho fort by surprise, and
after Bonding tbo Americans contemptuously
to tho rear with tbo baggage, raying: "You
nnd your Americans may rcmiln behind. I
will show you how a fort can bo taken."
Ho encamped on an eminence. Tho result ,

camo near proving a most disastrous ono. I

Tho signal successes of tbo British arms In
Canada cut off supplies and aid from Fort
Duquesnc, nnd when Washington reached
it thero was but tho blackened ruin of a
deserted fort Tbo men had left and do- -

stroyed it behind them, nnd soon tho French
wero urtven out or tue vaiieyanu vvnsnmg--

ton returned to Virginia with a somewhat
better famo.

Washington's courtship, In 175S, of tho wlfo
who mado him so happy and sustained tho
dignity of his exalted position so well after-ward-t-

marriago taking placo in tho fol-

lowing year was almost brusque, as history
tells it, and devoid of sentiment, though a
more tender story could havo been told,
probably, had tho chroniclers so chosen.
Washington had to cross tho Pamunky
river, whero thero was no bridge, nnd ho
was carried ncross In a ferryboat, when bo
root a Mr. Chamberlain, who urged him to
co to his houso for dinner, at least Wash
ington did so, and fell a captive at tho feet
of Martha Custis, a widow, young, beautiful
and rich. Washington, who had not wWied
to spare tho hour for ulniwrjtaia on, and
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remained finally all night. Tho hnndsomo
young widow had many suitors, but in spite
of them Washington gained her consent to a
mnrringoas soon as tho campaign against
Fort Duqucsno was nt nn end. Therefore, on
Jan. 17, 1750, his marriage with Mrs. Custis
took placo nt tho bride's beautiful homo with
great splendor. An old negro servant of
Mrs. Custis' household spoko afterward of
Washington: "Never seed his like, sir.
Never, though I've seen many In my day so
tall, so straight. And theu, sir, ho sat on a
horse nnd rodo with such nn airl Ah, sir, ho
was like no ono else. Many of tbo grandest
gentlemen In gold lnco were at tho wedding,
but nono looked liko tho man himself."

Many of tho Virginia planters wero
to pleasuro alone. Thoy lived high,

gambled, hunted and left tho management ot
their estates very much to overseers. Wash-
ington w as a model planter. Ho carried into
iho administration ot his estate all tho sa-

gacity, integrity, punctuality and industry
which had thus far cliaiacterized him in
public affairs. Ho was his own bookkeeper,
aud his accounts wero kopt with methodical
exactness. Ills integrity was such that it is
aid that any barrel of flour which bore his
orand was exempted in tlio West India ports
from tho ordinary inspection.

Mount Vernon was always crowded with
guests. Even tho most profuse hospitality
was no burden to tho princely proprietor. I

Frequently iu tho Reason Washington would,
three times in a week, cngago in theso hunt-
ing cxiiedltions with his guests. Ho could
mount them all superbly from his own
stables. Tho Fairfaxes wero constant com-

panions on theso festive occasions. These
high bred and opulent gentlemen would often
breakfast at ono mansion and dino at another.
It Is said that Washington, notwithstanding
his natural stntcllness of character, greatly
enjoyed these convivial repasts.

Washington was, however, by no means
engrossed iu those pleasures in which he
sought frequcnt recreation. Tho caro of his
vast estates demanded much of his time.
Ills suiierior abilities and his established in
tegrity led him to bo ill demand for public
services. He was appointed judge of tho
county court, nnd, liclng a member of the
houso of burgesses, was frequently called
from homo bypublicdutlos. Whatever trust
Washington assumed, was discharged with
tho utmost fidelity. The diary which he
carefully kept was headed by theso words,
"Where and lipw I spend my time."

Washington In a Itage.
Only onco does history tell us that Wash-

ington allowed his passion to overcome him,
but, liko Undo Toby, this being his only
lapse from virtue, tbo recording angel doubt-
less wiped tho record away. It was during
tho engagement of the 15th of September and
Washington bad advanced to Mott's tavern
on Harlem plains, when he heard tho firing
of cannons, which was from ten ships of war
and was done to cbver tho lauding of
tho British and Hessian division, under Sir
Ileury Clinton and Count Donop, somo 1,000
strong, ut Kip's bay. Tho cannons were
aimed nt tho American batteries between
Turtlo bay nnd Stuyvesaut's point When
ho heard tho filing ho rodo rapidly to tho
sccno of action, and thero had tho mortifica-
tion to discover that the militia who manned
tho batteries had fled at tho approach of the
enemy, nnd tho bi igades of Parsons and Fel-

lows, of Putnam's Connecticut troops, had
caught tho imnlo and fled without firing a
gun, when only about fifty of tho
British had landed. Washington met
tho fugitives and tried by ovcry means
to check tho flight Their generals
tried In vain to rally thorn, and when sixty
or seventy of tho enemy appeared in pursuit,
tho panic was increased nud thoy all ran
away in tho utmost confusion, leaving Wash-
ington nlono within eighty yards of tho foe.
This dastardly conduct so incensed tho gen-

eral that be lost all control of his powerful
jiasslons, and for tho first tlmo ho gavo them
full rein. In his rago ho cast his chapcau to
tho giound, snapped his pistols at several of
tho fugitives nnd threatened others with his
sword. Ho seemed to bo perfectly uncon--
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sclous of iiersonal danger, and would doubt-
less bavo fallen Into tho hands ot the enemy
had not bis attendants seized tho brldlo of bis
borso and hurried him away to a place of
safety.

"Ho was so vexed," said Gen. Greene, "nt
tho infamous conduct of his troops that ho
sought death rat her t ban life." This parox-
ysm of anger wus of short duration, mid tbo.
chief, with Ills usual self possession, took Im-

mediato measures for tho safety of his
troops, and ho confessed afterward to have
boon ashamed of his momentary rago.

SPLENDORS OF MOUNT VERNON.

The Home of George Washington In Its
Pnlmlpkt Days.

Notwithstanding tho luxury which exists
in our days, tho stylo of living which pre-

vailed among tbo wealthy families In old
Virginia lias long ago faded nw ay. In theso
bouse masslvo sideboards wcro seen covered
with solid sliver nnd gold plate. Burglars
wero not feared in theso largo households,
for thero wero so many retainers that thero
was nover nn hour when such gentry could
gain an entrance.

Suierb carriages, draw-- often by four
blooded horses, all Imported from England,
conveyed tho richly dressed peoplo through
tho forest roads from mansion to mansion in
their stately calls. Washington hnd a chin lot
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and four. His black
postilions, chosen
for their 111 11 nly
beauty, wcro richly
clad iu 1 ivory.

Then thero wcro largo wooden
edifices for curing tobacco, tho staple nnd
most profitable production, nnd mills for
grinding wheat nnd Indian corn, of which
largo fields were cultivated lor tho supply of
the family and tho maintenance of tho
negroes.

Among tho slaves wero artificers of all
kinds tailors, shoemakers, smiths, wheel-
wrights, etc., so that a plantation produced
everything within itsolf for ordinary use.
As to articles of fashion and elegance nud ex-

pensive clothing, they wero Imported from
London, for the planters on tho main rivers
carried on an immediato trade, with England.
Their tobaico was put up by tlieir own
negroes, boiB their own mark, was shipped
on board of vessels which ennio up the liver
for that purpose, und consigned to so.no
agent in Live! pool or Bristol with whom the
planter kept an account

Washington's for Ills Mother.
One of the noblest traits of tho diameter

of Washington was tho resiiectful devotion
ho always manifested toward his mother,
whoso name is held n.i inseparable from that
ot her illustrious son. Through all his life,
from the earliest records thereof until her
sad death occurred, ho lwro the tendcrest lovo
for his mother, and what is more, ho nover
shrunk fiom showing that affection.

THE WASHINGTON MONUMENT.

The Memorial Krected by firateral
Itepubllc.

The Washington monument, erected in the
city of Washington, named for its first presi-

dent as a memorial to his virtues and patriot-
ism, is the highest work of human hands in
tho world. It weighs over 80,000 tons. Tho
base is flfty-flv-e feet square; tbo walls fifteen
feet thick. Tho material is of Maryland
marble, with a foundation of gneiss rock and
Portland cement Tho interior of tha shaft
is hollow, and has an iron staircase of 900

steps. The view from the windows at the
top of this flight is extensive, both of the city
and surrounding country. Tablets adorn the
lower portion of the Interior, and it is la--
tended that similar contributions lu tnarblo
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ana bronzo shall beautify tbo remaining
space, coming as memorials from states, terri-
tories, foreign nations, religious societies,
rliaritablo organizations, aud other insti-

tutions. Tho monument has already cost
moro than $1,187,000. Three hundred thou-

sand of this was contributed by tho society
which wns Incorported to build tho monu-

ment, nnd the rest by the government. It
was begun In ttst) by citizens of the city of
Washington, who asked tho general public to
contribute, and with $87,000 in hand thy laid
tho corner stono July 4, 1848. Work ceased
in 185J, and was not resumed till 1880. Tho
dedication of tho completed monument oc-

curred on Saturday, Feb. SJ1, 1885, with at
proprlato ceremonies.
