Ammonia in Baking Powder.

Among the recent discoveries iu sci-

The carbonate of ammonia is an ex-
ceedingly volatile substance. Place a
(mall portion of it upon a knife and
bold over a flame, and it will almost
Immediately be entirely developed into
gns aud paisoir into ttie air. The gas
thus formed is u simple composition of
nitrogen and hydrogen. Nn residue N
left from the ammonia. This gives it
Its superiority as a leavening powder
over soda nnd cream of tartar used
alone, and has Induced its use as a sup
plement to these articles. A small
quantity of ammonia iu the dough Is
ellectlve Iu producing breatl tha' will
be lighter, sweeter ami more whole
some than that risen by any other
leavening agent. When It Is acted up
on by the heat of baking, the leaven-
ing gas that .i the dough Is liberated.
Iu this set it uses itself up. as it were;
tho uuininulii is entirely diffused, leav-
ing no truce or residuum whatever.
The light, fluffy, flaky appearance, so
desirable Iu biscuits, etc., aud so sought
after by professional cooks, Is said to be
imparted to them only by the use of
this agent.

The bakers and baking powder man-
ufacturers producing the Illicit goods
have been quick to avail themselves of
this useful discovery, aud the hand-
somest and best bread aud cake are
now largely risen by the aid of ammo-
nia combined, of course, with other
leavening material.

Ammonia Is one of the best known
products of the laboratory. If, as seems
to lie Justly claimed for It. the applica
tion of its properties to the purpose of
cooKiug, results iu glviug us lighter
aud more wholesome bread, biscuit,
aud cake, It will prove a boon to dys-
peptic humanity, aud will speedily
force Itself into general use In the new
Held to which science has assigned it.

Some Timely Suggestions.
A word to the farmers: My expe-

rience has been, in cultivating ground,
to plow as early as possible to be fiee
from freezes, aud us deep as your team
will bear; then your grouud is free from
sod aud greeu stuff'. Then cultivate
well while the crop Is growing. Never
let your land lay bare without grass or
clover. More have worn out farms by
uot keeplug laud Iu grass than other-
wise. Keep your batn loft tight, so as
to keep all the seed from tbe bay, and
you will never want for seed to sow. If
you keep a good meadow, the crop Is
worth more than that of corn. Throw
all tbe straw aud trash from your barns
and straw-stack- s, in the spring, on the
poor places, if anywhere you aim to
cultivate, nnd It will hold the soil and
keep it free from wash. In sowing
wheat, always sow, If convenient, early
aud then pasture, If necessary, In tbe
fall. Iu bowing early the wheat will
have better root and will be less liable
to fieeze out through the winter. Never
pasture while the ground Is wet and
muddy. It Is better to keep stock Iu
the barn than to tramp ground while
wet. Always sow the feuce corners in
grass to prevent weeds aud briars from
coming up. Great improvement has
been made in stock In the last ten years,
mid if we would raise more flue blooded
stock thau we do it would be more
profltnble. Ancho.nkmo.
