It isdflieult to speak with ealmncssaud
eoiirb sy on the subject of woman's suf-
frage, because the insults offered to the
vast majority of women by its advocates
have worn out their patience. Woman are
told they opjMiso tho sullrugo because
thevare ignorant, because they are slaves
ami for scores of such complimentary
reasons. Win never a change or n

change such as the worhlhas never
known is suggested, tho of proof
lies upon its advocates. And all the ar-
guments in favor of woman's voting havo
been puerile ami silly; we would indeed
be ignorant to be iutluence bv them.
It is said, "Sullrugo is ii natural right."
That is n mistake. Sullnigo is not a
"right" at all, but a duty which society
imposes upon such citizens as she sees
best. All governments aro the cieatiou
of soeietv. Man roaming, the woods in
a state of nature has nothing to do with
ballots. Another reason is that things
mo going wrong and women's votes
would rectify them. We deny that wom-
en's votes would do any such and
they offer no proof but repeated and
vehement assertion. Tho greater num-
ber of things which are going wrong aro
not to be remedied by ballots. Tho
troublewith those which ballots can in-
llueuce is that the sullragu is already too
general, and the remedy suggested is
to extend it still further! "Similia cur- -
autursimilbus" may bo a good theory
in medicine, but ita uilicacy in lKilith-- s

is more than doubtful.
Again it is said iu one breath, "Wom-

an needs tho ballots to elevate her," and
in the next, "Woman's purity and wis-
dom are needed iu iiolities." Now,
women may bo ignorant, but they can
see the Jveiikeuuv nature ol those prop
ositious. Gail Hamilton, long ago in
one trenchant sentence, dlspot-e- of the
plea that woman's suffrage was needed
tu counteract Paddv's:" "Thev forget
there are as many Bridgets ns tbero aro
Paddys."

triotism, that their ignorance is wisdom;
not that he loves them, but becauso he
loves himself. Tho statesman, the real
leformer, points out tho mistakes of the
multitude, attacks tho prejudices of his
countrymen, laughs at their follies, de-

nounces their cruelties, enlightens and
enlarges their minds, and educates the
conscience not because ho loves him-
self, but becauso he loves and serves tho
right and wishes to make his country
great and free. With him defeat is but
a spur to further effoi t. He who refuses
to stoop, who can not be bribed by the
promise of success, or tho fear of fail-

ure who walks the liighw ay ot tho right,
and in disasters stands ere-ct- , is the only
victor. Nothing is more despicable than
to reach faino by crawling jtosition, by
cringing.

Koseoe Coukling was a man of superb
courage. He not only acted without
fear, but ho hud that fortitude of soul
that bears thuooiisequonoo of the course
punned without complaint. He was
charged with being proud. Tho ehurgo
was true ho was proud. His knees
werons indexible as tho "unwedgeable
and tliu gnarled oak," but ho was not
vain. Vanity rests on the opinion of
others pride, our own. Tho source of
xanityisfrom without of pride from
within. Vanity is a x ano that turns, a
willow that bends with everv breezo
pride is tho oak that dctlos the storm.
Ono is cloud tho other rock. One is
weakness, tho other strength. This im-
perious man entered public life iu the
dawn of the reformation nt a time
xdien tho country needed men of pride,
of principle and courage. Tho institu-
tion of slavery had isusoned all the
springs of powers. Befoio this time
ambition fell upon its knees. Politici-
ans, judges, cleigymen and merchant
princes bowed low and humbly, with
their hats in their hands. Tho real
friend of man was denounced as the
enemy of his count!- '- the real enemy
of the human race was culled a statesman
and patriot. Slnverv was the bond
and pledgo of pence, of union and
national greatness. Tho temple of
American liberty was finished the
auction-bloc- k was tho corner stone.

Boseoo Coukling was an absolutely
honest man. Honesty is tho oak around
which all other virtues cling. Without
that they fall, ami, groveling dio in
weeds and dust, liu believed that a na
tion should discharge its obligations.
He knew that a promise could not bo
made often enough or emphatic enough,
to tako tho plaeo of payment. Ho felt
mai ma promise ol tuo uovcrnmeut
was tho promise of every citizen,
that a national obligation was a
liersonnl debt, and that no possible com-
bination of words and pictures could biko
the place of coin. Ho uttered tho splen-
did tiutli that "Tho higher obligations
among men are not set down in writing,
signed aud sealed, but lesides iu honor."
Ho Knew that repudiation was tho sacri-
fice of honor tho death of tho national
soul. Ho knew that without character,
withoutintegrity.thero is no wealth, and
that below poverty, below bankruptcy,
is tho rnyless abyss of repudiation, llo
upheld tho sacredness of contracts, of
plighted national faith, and helped to
save and keep tho honor of his native
land. This adds another laurel to his
brow.

FOOD TESTS IN NEW YORK.

My friend Anchouemo, in his commu-
nication to thoIlKiiALiiof tho Oth, failed
to quote my statementin full. I said,
"that ho was much mistaken when he
said that wo were not disappointed that
the district was uotdivided." Ho failed
to add, notwithstanding, tho justice of
our claim, lie then asks, why did wo
ask for a division? I will answer, we
weio not disappointed because wo wero
aware of the pressure and intluenco
brought to bear upon our Superintend-
ent: nnd wo nsked a division because wo
are entitled to it, and becauso not a few
but about 4.1 or more of tho persons of
pupil ago livo too far from tho school
houso to attend. Two and a half to four
miles is too fur for children to walk to
school. Ho also thinks it hotter to have
ono good school than two that aro not
so good, which means that it is better
to havo one good school of live mouths,
so situated that about 70 pupils eau at-

tend, leaving about 45 out in the cold,
to glow up with no udiicational advan-
tages. I say it would bo hotter and on-

ly just and right to havo two schools of
three mouths, at which all tho pupils
could attend; becauso a three months
school could bu just as good, as long as
it lusts, as a five mouths school; and if
tliu district wero divided no one would
bo discommoded. They would only
havo to use a little more money or work.
A few dollars aro not worth hall as much,
nor have any comparison with tho value
of education to the future generation of
our neighbors, friends and associates.
Auehouemo then goes to figures to
piovo that tho district should not bo di-

vided. I pieferUgures myself to sus-
tain me. He says there would bo two
school house's to build, which would cost
8400, uml then $50 to ST.'i subscriptions
each year to pay teachers. It would not
bu necessary to spend so much, but will
agree that it would, and I will now be-

gin to figure. Say wo would spend
3400 for house's and to Si.l teachers'
saluries; the houses would lust 20 years,
which would bo 820 (xt year forhotises;
SU'.IO ii year for teachers for 20 years.
31210. As it now exists tho district will
draw about $400 iu 20 years' from tho
state treasury. Of this sum about 317.-0- 0

will bo drawn ou tho children who
aro utterly unable to bo benefitted by
it, as they livo too far from the house to
attend. If all this continues wo arc, to
all intents uml pur.Kises, defrauding tliu

state, becauso it is intended that tho
child should get tho benefit of tho mon-
ey payed out on it, wherens, others get
it and that to which they are enti-
tled also. But I will ilguro some more
yet. The Common School Law says:
"Aud in no case should leas than two
teachers be employed when tho regular
daily attendance is sixty or over." If
our district is continued, a competent
teacher must bo employed to assist. A
good teacher will cost not less thnn &10
per month, S1&0 per term, which in 20
years will amount to 83000, which tho pa-
trons must pay. This problem of divis-
ion is capable of mathematical solution, '

but it comes under a sort of double rule
of three, not single. Now, I ask anv

unprejudiced, jmictical
man what is best? we aro not living in
a Rip Van Winkle or Micnvvbor nge,
but ono of progress and a higher plain
of thought. Wo must keep ourselves,
our children and if necessary we must
nssist our neighbors to do tho same, for i

no community enn afford to tramp tho
iutluence of education under foot. As
the human race grow weaker they grow
"iser.
