SLIGHLY IN ERROR.

The Kentucky Progres of last
week sayss “The trustees last sume
mey made a contract with the Presi-
dent of Hartford College to supple-
ment the common school fund six-
teen hundred dollars anvaeully for
five years." 'This is & mistake. The
trustees contraeted with the Presi-
dent of Iartford College for five
wonrs, at sixteen hundred dollars per
year, but the town gets the benefit
of the public fund. This fund will
aversge four hundred and fifty dol-
lars per year, leaving a balance of
vleven hundred and fifty for the
town to pay, which, be it said to
Haruford’s credit, has bheen paid
promptly according to contract as
the record of the board will show.
Hartford has a better schoal for the
money paid out by the town than
any other town in the Btate of Ken-
tucky and har pmplé know it. The
school is now costing the people of
Hartford less than it ever did, and
the school is prospering, which fact
is due to the energy of those in
charge, and the interest manifested
by the citizens of Hartford. The
boarding pupils left in Hartford last
year, not less than eight thousand
dollars, and every business was bene-
fited by it. With her fine college,
large roller mills, new tobaceo fae-
tories and many other improve-
meunts, Hartford is baving a sound
growth, and only needs a railroad
now to give her a better connection
with the world, With good railroad
facilities, this *‘old historioc town"
would soon exceed many other
towns in the rnce for progress and

everything ealmly and bend every
energy to mak e themselves and
their communit y bhetter and more
prospevous,
