die by electricity. Tho execution will
bo nt the Auburn penitentiary June

There are three penitentiaries in tho
Stnto of Now York nnd each of these is
provided with the necessary appa-

ratus, us tho law requires that
the execution must occur in one
or tho other of them. If tho ma

;I0 seconds, do their work satisfactorily,
that mode of dispatching criminals will
bo generally adopted, nt least it is to bo
hoped ho. Tho miserable butchery of tho

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AGRICULTURAL SUCCESS.

Why Mjntal Work is ns Necessary on
The Farm as Physical Labor.

K. Head, Iu N. Y. Kxamlner.
Probably the first thing that will op-c-

to almost ov ery farmer who consid-

ers tho failures ho has made, nnd tho
obstacles ho must encounter in tho fu-

ture, is that he must work harder than
he has been iu the habit of doing.
That labor is essential to successful
fanning is clear to every one. Rut it
iIocm not follow that merely increasing
the quantity of labor will insure it high-

er degree of success. I believe that tho
great majority of farmers work too hard
already, nnd Unit instead of trying to do
moio than they havo done iu uny prev-
ious year they should lesolvo to dimin-
ish the timo spent iu the fields. If thoy
work less they will have time to think
more, and will bo able to plan their
work to much better advantage than
they can if they toil in the fields "from
daylight to dark."

It is easy to see that the 'note wise-
ly the plans nro laid the greater will
bo tho degree of success attending their
execution. It is also plain that if but
little timo is given to careful thought
und consideration of the business tho
plans will not bo perfect. Many things
will bo overlooked until it is too lato to
attend to them, and many pieces of
work will bo done at it disadvantage for
want of n little time spent in thinking
how to perform them in the best man
ner.

Too many farmers work in tho field
until it is too late, or they aro too tired
to work any longer, and then, when
need rest, givo what strength they have
left to planning their business. Thero
nro others who do their work of this
kind while toiling iu tho fields. Rut no
ono can think to tho best advantage
when tired, or when working hard with
the hands. Tho method should be
changed. Reforo the body is wearied
with labor, time should bo taken to
think how tho work can bo most profit-
ably directed.

If any ono is disused to consider
this a plea for ease or indolence, let hjm
remember that brniu work is far moro
exhausting than physical. Tho change
is not advocated merely to savo labor,
but to miiko labor moro profitable. The
mind is far superior to tho hand, and
the extent to which it is used, in farm-
ing or any other lino of business, will
very accurately indicate tho degree of
success which will bo secured.
