The incresse in the exports of the en-
tire eountry for the first five monoths of
1880 was 20 per cont., while for the same
time the gain in the South was 42 per

The increase 1 other prodocts and
enterprises has heen equully grtifying.
We have divemsified our erops aud mul-
tipligd onr  industries, The statistios
showing our growth in nine years star-
tle belief. Here is a table showing the
figures, It is from the Trademmnn, of
Clattanoogs, and is based on fublie
records so far as they are acopssible:

We nro on the high road to prosperity
and our resources are being developed
with marvelons rapidity and mainly by
Southern brsins and Southern capital.
I personally know that most of the men
prominently identified with the great
industrial enterprises in Tennessoe wore
Confederste foldiers who ecame out of
the army without a dollar, and looking
like Fallistall's ragged regiment. Much
in said wbout the old Bouth and the new
South by those who know hittle of eith-
er. Tt is the same South and the same
people addressing itaelfl now as it did
before, with conrage, fmnkness and
encrgy to tho problems of the age. It
i now in the sense that all it posscssos,
but the land, is new and recreated; bal
that title is fulse if it imply that the peo-
ple of the South have repented, have
heen regeneratod spiritually, and now
look with loathing upon their former
estute, The best that there is of the
South to-day, far sorpassing all that
shie possosses, is where hier peonle most
nearly approximate the traits of their
nneestors,

Weo submitted certain politioal and
socin] questions to the arbitrament of
war and the decision was ngainst ns, and
we sccepted the result. We did not se-
ceopt it beeanse we thought it was right,
but, having sceepted it, it is now right,
and we shall uphold the altered consti-
tution with the ssme sacrifice offered up
to our eonstruetion of the original Con.
stitution. We do not believe in the
right ot secomsion, snd if Massmchusetts,
Rhode Island, New Hampshire, Vermont
and Conneotient get up any more Hart-
ford conventions wo shall be prompt to
return to thelr lips the chalice they of-
fered to ours.

We do not elaim that we have wlways
met the exigoncies passed npon us in the
best and wisest way. The destiny of »
people is not worked out like w philo-
sophio theory or a ehemioal analysis,
Tt is the resultant of mighty and eon-
flioting foroes. Glosthe has written: It
is & plessant thing to chat of wars infar-
off lands,” Youwho are so far removed
in person and interest may theorize and
dogmatize about the negro question and
ather dificultios with which we sre con-

fronted, but if you will come among

s and see that it is s condition and
not n theory” you will have sympathy
for the white ss well ns the hineck, and
give ns more of helping connsel and
lews of frritating oriticism.,

In Tennessee the negro question is
not alarming, The whites have n nu-
merical strength  safflcient to assure
their snpremacy, In only three or
fonr connties is uny charge made that
frandd wpon negro sauffrage has beon
practived, Thoso who are sapposed to
have thus been ontraged know bat lit-
tle nnd eare still loss abont it If it did
not enter ns o factor into ontside inter-
ents the world wonld have hoard but lit-
tlo of it. In the State at large the ne-
groes exercise the ‘clective franchise so
freely that many of them rejoice in the
priviloge of selling their votes several
times at the same elogtion. We have
nogro magistrates, logislators, police-
men, tenchers nud lawyers. T have not
in years argued n case beform a jury
that was not in part composed of them.
Quite recently I defended o family ne-
gro, hefore a negro Justice, opposed by
i nogro prosecntor, and pegro lawyers,
and the witnesses and andience being of
the same dnsky hue. As the Justice
hise!f was the son of the fuithfal body
servant of my brotherin-law, who had
followed him throughont the war in
sunshine and storm, throngh shot wnd
shell, it is hardly necessary to ndd that
I seetred a trinmphant sequittal,

But the Sonth as & whole is eonfront-
ed with appalling social sod political
questions growing ont of race antagon-
ism. 1 say race antagonism, for it is
neither sectional nor politieal, The
white man from the North who lives in
the Sonth hus far less aflinity fur the
negro than the native Boutherner. In
East Tennessee, whioh never had many
slaves, voted overwhelmingly for the
Union, gave nearly 80,000 soldiers to
the Federal army and s majority for
President Harrison of 25,000, white
Republicans will vote for a Confeder-
ote soldier before they will vote for
negro, .

I believe that the Soathern question
will be solved 8o as to maintain the in-
tegrity of Republican institutions with-
ont Afriesnizing a single State in the
Union. Would that these questions
were disenssed, more with an honest at-
tempt to solve them properly with  jost
regard for all, and less for politionl ef-
feot, under the intense excitement
aroused by partismn snd seetional antag-
onism, [f T might propose a sentiment
to be dronk by the whole counntrey, I
would say, in the language of & Tennes-
swee Congressman, “"The bloody shirt,
may it be washed in the tears of disap-
pointed politiclans  and hang up on

Masoun's and Dixon’s line to dey."
