bought all they had money to pay for
and then borrowed all tho money they
could to liny more. This hu.s not
stopped, nnd will not stop until tho Mc-
Kinley hill becomes a law nuil goes into
operation. Tho effect was a tightening
of tho innuey iimrKot, which, beginning
sonio three mouths ago, box steadily
grown until it has now docloped into
an alarming stringency and threatens
to prccipitato u panic."

In order to loosen the money ninr-k-

u little, the Secretary of the
Treasury pioposed to buy bonds, pay-

ing interest on them until away in
the next year without rebate. But
what will he tho outcome?

THE FARMER'S NEEDS.
In nn interview published in tho

Louisville Timet, Mr. E. W. Bed-inge- r,

Jr., President of the Farmers
Union in Jefferson county, gives his
views ns to what tho farmer needs.

Among the things that would he in-

jurious to him is the
bill. Mr. Bediuger says:

"I cannot, of course, say bow many
Farmers' and Laborers' Union men aro
opposed to the lull, but I believe that a
largo majority of those wanting its pas-
sage now have not maturely considered
its certain couHenucnces, aud will nban- -

don it as soon as they realize what n
wild and unwise law thov are asking for.
As far us the order in Kentucky is con-
cerned, I believe that the St ito Union,
which meets iu Loxinctou iu Novem-
ber, will declare against it. I trust so,
at least. Of course I fully realize tho
present deplorable condition of tho
farming nnd laboring classes, and if I
did not believe the y bill un
constitutional, and did not fed just as
certain that it could not help our con-
dition, but would certainly make it far
worse. I would not feel much concern-
ed about it.

"All that tho farmers and laborers
need is a freer circulation of money,
such as I believe would bine been in-

duced by tho passage of the Free Coin-
age Silver Dill, and further, the re-
opening of tho foreign markets for our
farm products which hae been closed
ngainst ns by tho high tariff policy pur-
sued by our Government for the past
twenty years."

This sagacious gentleman hits the
nail squarely, iu the last paragraph
quoted. The farmers will certainly
gain more from the free coinage of
silver, the extension of our foreign
markets and the lowering of the tar
iff, than all the hills
Congress might he able to formulate.

FROM HEADQUARTERS.

An Address to the Democracy of Ken-
tucky, Urging a More Per-

fect Organization.

"Office ok the Demociiatio Stitb)
Centiial Committee, Louis-VU.I.-

KY.,August 21, 18M.)
"To the Demociius of Kentucky- -

Piiecinct Committers: On the Ttli
iuBt. the Democratic State Central
Committee adopted the following reso-

lutions, viz.:
" 'Resolved. That the election of

precinct committeemen be by iiiiins con-

vention at 2 o'clock r. ., except in the
cities of NowHirt and Covington, whero
the Mime shall bo at 8 r. m. The mass
conventions shall be held nt the present
voting places in add precincts. There
should bo notice of said meetings pub-

lished in n newspaper having general
circulation iu or near said precincts at
lea-s-t three days before said conventions,
or by ixisters at public places near vot-

ing places.
" 'The election of precinct commit-

teemen in the city of Louisville shall bo
governed by such regulations as the
Shite Central Committee may hereafter
prescribe. Tho various municipal exec-
utive committees shall be elected ut
such times and iu such manner, from
time to time, as the Central Committee
Bhall prescribe.'

"From the foregoing you will observe
tint the Democrats of each precinct are
mado responsible for the selection of n
faithful committeeman to represent
them iu their resin-ctiv- county com-

mittees.
".Manner of Choosing Precinct Com-mittee- s:

You nre re.puste.1, therefore,
to assemble promptly at 2 o'clock r. Ji.
on the Cth day of September next, nt
your respective voting precincts nud
ilcct ii Chairman and Secretary, nud
when thus organized, by fair count, a
sound Democrat as precinct committee.
It will be the duty of such Chairman
nnd Secretary to immediately advise
the undersigned, by letter, of the result
of N.ii.1 organization and election.

"Who to Elect: It is very imrt.iut
to tho interests of tho p irty throughout
the State, and to the interests of every
eounty, that you elect reputable, staunch,
uncompromising Democrats, men faith-
ful to their pirty mid true to their busi-
ness and personal obligations. It is
importnnt-tlm- t you should not elect any
one who holds political office, because
you want disinterested committees; but
you are expected to choose men who
will understand that their duties are to
a certain extent judicial, mid that it is
unworthy nnd dishonorable to lend the
sen ices of the committee to promote
the interests of rival candidates in the
lsirty.

"You will bear iu mind that you are
culled upon to elect out) committeeman
for each voting place (not Magisterial
district), and it isnt the voting precinct
nud for the voting precinct that you are
to elect.

"The precinct committeemen thus
chosen ordered to assemble them-

man mid Secretary, as above intimated,
nro requested, by the succeeding mail,
to reiM.rt to the undersigned the result
of said organization, and to send at the
Kime time a list of each nrecinct com- -
mitteemeu throughout his county.

apiMiintiiient. .

"You will bear in mind that nil Dem- -

ocrats, whether going under the name
of 'Wheelers.' 'Farmers' Alliance.' or,
unilcr nny organization whereby the
general principles of Democracy uro
Bought to he enforced, nro ncvcrthclcKH
Democrats mnl aro as much entitled as
aro Democrats lieloiiiiii; to nny other
club or organization to lie represented
in tlicso Committees,

"It ia the. )iirMjKU of tho Democratic
party to cncourueornuiiizntiouin every
proper wny, nnd the men who, either as a
Deniocrntio leagued, clulis, Whcclcra or
Farmers' Alliance, unite in contending
for tho pi inciples which arc Dcinocmtio
nud essential to tho interests of tlio '

n common basis vy.thnDein.ratic lines,
in rebuking National legislation which so
is calculated to disturb tho business
and harmony of tho wliolocountry.

EniToiiH Hkhami.- - I sco in a report-

ed interview with Mr. II. 1). McHoury,
ro published in your pnor from the
Courier-Journ- that my position with
regard to a very imixirtatit question dis
cussed dining the canvass is no referred

In said interview, Mr,
Mcllenry is asked: "Aro you in favor
of adopting a clause prohibiting any
county municipality or district from
lending aid to any iwrson or corixirn-tiou?- "

three-fourth- s vote, bo emixiwered to
extend its term and be paid therefor.
War, tlood, famine, the
death of n United States Scnat r, or
some other grave c.iue, occurring near
tbo expiration of thu limited eriod,
might neceisit itu nn extension of the
term or else the State siiff-r- , nud in
such ease it would not bo just or wise
that extra service should lie rendered
by the Legislators without compensa-
tion.

I believe my ponition nu this sol.j.'ct
is right uud irrefutiblc, and will be
ndopted by the al Conven-
tion.
